Mr. Jobn Wellman
charged bim whthe contradietion, snd with
seeking to injure Lis inlerest, Lt Loy
wore nul proved, Ezra Livermore charged
bim with deceil in his relation of the man-
ner of his coming (o Jamaios, bui tho coun-
cil tbought while there was n show of it,
there was no lotention of deceiving, The
couneil h 1 for dlssolving the
pastoral relatlon, but nothing by which
Mr, Stoddard bnd forfelled bis mural or
ministerlal elmrecier, Bol they seriously
cautioned him 1o wke more diligenl beed
1o lils conversation, nod Lo study more cares
fully the autbors and howan pslure. They
vanelude in these earnest words of Chrls.
tlan wisdom : “We recommend (o pastor

Bo goarded,
brethiren, ugalost a spirit of division, seok
Lie upity of the spirdl in (ke bonds of
peace, Be carefnl and tonder of each oth-
s clitacters, with churity, disposed to
eover ratbier ihan o magnlly and spread
abiroad each olher's fanlis, * * & May
you be tuughl wisely to limprove the dedl-
lngs of God's haod with you, and ngaip
enjoy the stated sdministrition of the or-
dinunces of grace, aud while you earnesily
and humbly seek |, may you obtain the
gricious presoued of God with you, and

miay bis Llessing be upon you, for Clirlst's
wake, Amen* Thus stormlly eoded Mer.
Stoddard's pusiorate of a liitlg less than
three yeprs, He was Lhe first minisier who
lived in the lown.
