ings by the importation or cotlou goods
from tbe United Stales. Mr. T. Garrett In
formed tbe chamber of commerce or Brad
ford, Eng., that the American cottons wero
not only cheaper but better tban Lanca
shire goods ; tbey were strong and durable,
while tboso mannfactured In Lancashire
were laden with sizing. At tbe same meet
ing Mr. Carbrctt remarked that it was not
surprising cheap cotton goods could be
shipped from America, seeing that many
companies in Lancashire were earning a
profit of 40 to 50 per cent. Mr. Ilugh Ma
son, a very large manufacturer In Lanca
shire, in addressing a meeting or bis work
people, told them that be thought the 1m
portation of American cloths a formidable
fact.

If this new venture of American manu
faciurers In tbo Industrial competition of the
world proves a pcruianeutauccess, its bear
Ings upon tbe Industrial and commercial
interests o f the country will be many and
or great Importance, but net the least or Its
benefits will be the steady employment
which It will assure to thousands or our
working people, and It may possibly prove
to be one step toward tbe solution or the
or the problem of the present "hard limes."

Tbe steamship City or Waco, which ar-

rived at Galveston, Texas, from New York
on Mondsy, and anchored outside tbo bar
for the nlgbt, caught fire about 1 o'clock
Tuesday morning, and burned to the wa-

ter's edge, and It Is believed that all on
board were lost. Tbo wind waa blowiug a
heavy gala at tbe time, and tbo nlgbt was
very dark, so that, although some 15 ves-
sels were anchored in tbe neighborhood,
all that is known about the lire, la that the
flames first appeared on tbe deck, having
apparently caught In Ibe oil, of which tbero
was a large quantity on board, and awept
over the vessel, burning everything before
tbem one theory la that tbe ship waa
struck by llgbtnlug, as there was a severe
thunderstorm at tbo lime.

Tho act of Congress which provided for

"celebrating tbo ono hundredth anniversa-
ry of American Independence, by holding
an International Exhibition of nrls, manu-

factures, and products of tbo soil and
mino," authorized tbo creation of tho Unit-
ed Stales Centennial (Ttjm mission, and en-

trusted to It tho management of tho Exhi-
bition, This body Is composed of tno
commissioners from each Slato iiudToril-lor-

nominated by tho rcspcctlvo Govern-
ors, and commissioned by Ibo President of
the United States. Tho enterprise, there-
fore, Is distinctly a national ono, and not,
as has sometimes been stated, Ibo work of
a privalo corporation.

Tbe exhibition will be oponed on May
101b, 1S70, and remain opou ovory day,

Sunday, unlit November 101b. There
will bo a fixed price or 50 cents for admis-
sion to all tho buildings and grounds.

The centennial grounds are situated on
tho western batik of tho Schuyklll river,
and within Falrmount l'aik, the largest
public park lu proximity to a great city In
tho world, and uuo of tho most beautiful lu
tbe country. Tho Park contain 4 2150 acres,
450 of which bavo been enclosed for tbo ex-

hibition. Bosldes tills tract, thoro will be
largo'yards near by lor tbo exhibition ol
slock, and a farm or 42 acres lias already
been suitably planted for tbo tests of plows,
mowers, reapers, and other agricultural
machinery.

Tho exhibition buildings are approached
by eight lines or street cars, which connect
with all tbe other lines III tho city, and by
the Pennsylvania and Reading inllroads,
over tbe tracks of which trains will also run
from Ibo North Pennsylvania aud Philadel-
phia, Wilmington, aud Baltimore railroads.

An Important special exblblllou will bo
made by Ibo United States Government,
and is being prepared uuder tho snpcrvls
ion of a board or officers representing tbu
several exccutlvo departments of tho Guv
eminent. A fine building of ii acres li
provided for tbo purpose, iu which
will be occupied by tbo War, Treasury, 'a
vy, Interior, Post Office, and Agricultural
Departments and the Smithsonian Institu
tion.

Tbo women's centennial executive com
raltteo bavo raised (30,000 for tbo erection
of a pavilion In which to exhibit every
kind of women's work. To this collection,
wqmeu or nil nations are expected to con
tribute.

Tho list or special buildings Is constantly
Increasing, and present Indications are that
tbelr total number will be from 200 to 250.
Most of tbe Important foreign nation- s-
England, Germany, Austria, France, Swo
den, Egypt, Japan, and others are putting
up one or more structures each fur exhibit
Ing purposes, or for the uso of the coinuils
aloners, exhibitors and visitors. Offices
and headquarters or tbls kind, usually or
considerable architectural beauty, are pro
vlded by tbe Slates or Pennsylvania, Ohio,
Indiana, Illinois, Michigan, New Jersey,
New York, Connecticut, Massachusetts,
New Hampshire, Missouri, Kansas, Vir-
ginia, West Virginia, Nevada, Wisconsin,
Iowa ami Delaware; and It is likely that
others will follow the example.
' A number of Hade and Industrial usso

clallons, which require largo amounts of
space, will be provided for In special build
lngs. Among these are tbo photographers,
the carriage builders, the glass makers, the
cracker bakers, tho boot and shoo manu
facturers, beside quite a number of indl
vidua! exhibitors. Tho great demands for
spaco will probably render this course ncc-
ossary to a considerable extent, especially
for exhibitors who bave been tardy in mak
ing tbelr applications. In the main exhl
billon building, for example, S33,300square
feet of spaco had been applied for by tbe
beginning of October by American exhlb-

ltors only ; whereas, tho aggregate space
which it has been possible to reserve for
tbe United States department, is only 100,

000 square feet, about which
will bo consumed by passage ways.

The machinery building, llko Ibo others,
Is already fully covered by applications,
There are about 1000 American exhibitors
In Ibis department, 150 English, and 150
from other European countries which is
about 250 mote than entered the Vienna
machinery exhibition.

Provision for tho surplus will
be made in temporary fire-pro- buildings,
though all exhibiting nations will bo rep-
resented In the central art gallery.

Tho Secretary of tno Navy has arranged
that a United States war vessel shall call
next spring, at convenient European pcrts,
to collect and transport hlthor to tho exhi-
bition tbe works of American artists resi-
dent In Europe. Among tbo ports thus far
designated, are Southampton for England,
Havro for France, Bremen for Germany,
and Leghorn for Italy, to which, If deslra- -
bio, others may bo added.

Mr. Bell, tbo eminent English sculptor,
who designed Ibe groups for the plinth for
the great Albert memorial In Hydo Park,
London, Is reproducing In terra colla, at
tbe celebrated work's In Lambelb, tbe ono
which symbolizes America, Tbo figures
in this group are colossal, covering a
ground space of 15 feet square.
