nue hotel, New York, I used the language at-

tributed to me as follows ; "And now you
are asked to surrender all you have done into
the hands of Wade Hampton and the Ku.Klux
and the little segment in the North that is
called the Democratic party." In reply, I
have to advise you that, while I do not re-

member the precise language, I presume the
reporter correctly stated in a condensed way
his idea of what I said. I no doubt spoke of
you as a leading representative of the Demo-
cratic party in the South, and referred to the
Ku.Klux Klan as a representative ot the bar-
barous agencies by which the Democrats have
subverted the civil and political rights of the
ltepublicans of the South. I did not connect
you personally with tho Klan. In-

deed, I know that you had in one or two im-

portant instances resisted and defeated its
worst impulses. I appreciate the sense of
honor which makes you shrink from being
named in connection with it. Still you and
your associates, the leading men in the South,
now enjoy the benefits of political power de-
rived from the atrocities of tbe x Klan,
in which phrase I include all the numerous
aliases by which it has from tirae to time
been known in tbe South. Your power in
the Southern States rests upon actual crimes
of every grade in the code of crimes, from
murder to the meanest form of ballot-bo-

stuffing committed by the x and its
kindred associations, and, as you know,
some of the worst of them committed since
1877, when you and they gave the most sol-
emn assurances of protection to the freedmcn
of tbe South.'

My Dear Governor : I have received your
favor of the 11th inst. In my letter ot ac-

ceptance I expressed my full sympathy with
our American industries. I thought I spoke
plainly enough to satisfy our Jersey friends
regarding my tariff views. I am too sound
an American to advocate any departure from
the general features of a policy that has been
largely instrumental in building np our indus-
tries and keeping Americans from the compe-
tition of the underpaid labor of Europe. If
we intend to remain honest and pay the pub-h-e

debt, as good people of all parties do, and
if we mean to administer the functions of
government, then we must raise revenue in
some way or other. With a reunited and bar.
monious country we shall certainly, in time,
pay off the public debt, but the necessity of
raising money for the administration of tbe
government will continue as long as human
nature lasts. All parties agree that the best
way for us to raise tbe revenue is largely by
the tariff. So far as we arc concerned, there-
fore, all talk about "free trade" is folly. But
the tariff question will probably be treated
with justice to all our iulert-st- and people by
some such bill as Eaton's. I believe that a
commission of intelligent exerts, represent-
ing both the government and American in-

dustries, will suggest tariff measures that will
relieve us of any crudities and inconsisten-
cies existing in our present laws, and con-

firm to us a system which will be judicious,
just, harmonious, and incidentally protective
as well as stable in its effect. I am, very tru-

As might be expected, tho election news

was tho absorbing theme with every one dur-

ing last week. A universal surprise, the result
gave the ltepublicans all tho more cause for
rejoicing, Early dispatches was received by
prominent men hero, and were read before
and after the regular sessions to the members
of the Assembly, who greeted them with
storms of applause. One morning the tele-

grams so affected Chaplain Currier of the
House that in his prayer ho thanked God "for
the good news just received," which gave the
Democratic members wry faces. The Jmtr-n-

and Argvt each had out bulletins which
were anxiously watched. Atkins kept up his
courage until Thursday, when ho "threw up
the sponge" and left for New York "to help
pick the bones of the Democratic rooster," as
was currently reported. The jollification
over the result culminated Friday evening in
a torchlight procession participated in by
the five local Itepublican clubs and the Mout-peli-

Band. After the parade, short and wit-

ty congratulatory speeches were delivered
from the steps of the Pavilion by Governor
Farnham, Judge Duuton of ltutlaud, Speaker
Martin and C. H. Heath, which were warmly
applauded. On the transparencies carried in
the procession were many good hits, the one
which caused the most laughter being a pic-

ture of "Hiram's rooster" in a badly whipped
condition, with the explanation "Indiana did
it."

The breeze which was started in the House
by tbe Democratic and parsimonious Itepub-
lican members over tbe proKsition to invite
General Grant to visit this State and to be a
guest of the Legislature, and which has been
blowing quite stoutly through tho State since
then, can now be allowed to die down, as it
is aunounced that Secretary Nichols
has received a letter from the General saying
that other engagements will prevent him
from visiting Vermont at present. Ho ac-

cepted the Governor's invitation in good faith,
and people are busy conjecturing the cause of
this change of mind. It might be explained
ptrbapiou the ground that several New York
and Boston papers commented quite fully ou
the opposition made in the legislature to his
visit. Be that as it may, Vermont has evi-

dently lost the opportunity of entertaining
"the first citizen of the republic." The oppo-
sition to his visit was perfectly groundless
and sense-leas- , as the expenses of his enter-
tainment were to be paid by private contri-
bution.

The Vermont Slate Medical Society held
its aunual meeting at the Stale House ou
Wednesday of last week-- On the evening of
that day Dr. Thayer of Burlington, president
of the Society, delivered a lecture in Repre-
sentatives' hall on "The State of Medicine."
The most of the remarks of the venerable
doctor were in favor of the establishment of
a State board of health. Several members of
the profession occupied seats at the right of
the speaker. We recognized among them the
faces of Drs. Draper and noltou of Brattle-bor-

Bills for the establishment of a
State board of health have been intro-
duced in both houses. The constitutional
amendment introduced in the Senate in fa.
vor of the State c lection being, held in No-

vember, and of the legislature assembling the
first Wednesday in January, will be warmly
supported by many who are sick of the great
political agitation on presidential election
years ou one aide to cut down tho Itepubli.
can majority and on the other to increase it,
while those who like the excitement incident
to such a campaigu will of course oppose
the amendment. While Vermont is as strong,
ly d as at present, very little money
would be expended on work done to prere
for a November election. Aa yet it is impos-
sible to get the drift of sentiment enough to
predict on the success of the movement, but
quite a number of prominent men are declar-
ing in favor of the change, and it would not
be surprising if the voters of the State were
called ufon for their decision of the question.
A committee has been proposed by joint res-

olution to decide uou the earliest possible
date of adjournment. It is hoped that the
final day may be reached by the last of No.
vember, but some of the wise ones say that
at least seventy days will be taken up by the
work of the suasion. Whn one aees the
large book of Ilevised Statutes and remem-
bers that all the contents must come before
tbe Assembly in some form, be despairs of an
early adjournment. That work might be
pushed a little faster at the first, is said with
much truth. Some committees have as yet
made no report, but the Judiciary gentlemen
are setting a good example by reporting their
bills promptly.

No Vermonter is ashamed of our state-hous- e.

It is a fine building, in many re-

spects better than is owned by any other New
England State, and yet one or two depart-
ments ar sadly crippled for room. Tbe li-

brary probably suffers the most from cramp,
lug. Some of the alcoves are packed even
full with books, so that it is impossible to
rach the shelves without much work, while
thousands of books and public documents are
packed into a large room in the dome. The
Natural History aud Mineralogy cabinets aro
also overcrowded, it being impossible to ex-

hibit many fine siieciinens for want of room.
The result msy be that unless more room is
provided many valuable documents and spec-
imens will be lost. The committee on publio
buildings will probably report in favor of an
extension of the wings of the capital ; but
this legislature is to reduce taxation, and it is
doubtful if any appropriations are voted for
this purpose.

the publio work of tbe body. The talking
men seem to be in a minority, though some
of them may be holding thunder in reserve.

Quite a large number of citizens were
present in Representatives hall y to wit-

ness the vote of the House for United States
Senator. They were rewarded by hearing
the name of George F, Edmunds repeated
two hundred and fifty-tw- o times (several Re-

publicans members were not present in their
seats) and that of B. B. Hoi alley sixteen
times by as many Democrats. Of course not
one opposing vote to Mr, Edmunds was cast
in the Senate, Two additional amendments
were proposed to the constitution in the Sen-

ate yesterday ; one by Senator Qleed to take
away from the legislature the power to au

thorize a town to raise money in aid of any
railroad ; the other, Introduced by Senator

A Milwaukee, Wis., desjuitch dated Sun-

day, 17th inst., says The wind storm which
prevailed here yesterday aud last night was
the severest ever known in this section, aud
the barometer was never known to be so low
Tbe wind was from tbe south, blowing be-
tween sixty and seventy miles an hour.
IfisjtaU-be- from Lm Crose say the storm
along the Southern Minnesota railway was
the severest known in years. I'usseuger and
freight trums along the line were blockaded
in snow drifts from ten to twelte feet deep
and teams with provisions have been dis-
patched to their relief from several rioints.
All the cuts west of Fairmont are filled with
snow, packed hard. Reports of cattle, horses,
etc., bating constantly received,
but no loss of humau life has as yet been

It is tho worst storiu ever known in
Southern Minnesota and Eastern Dakota, and
is still raging.

The cajitain of a Luke Michigan propeller
says that in 'M years experience on the lake
he never saw such a sea on. Many disasters
to the shipjiing are reported, involving the
loss of a considerable number of lives. The
telegraphic sernix- was crippled ou all tbe
roods. St. Paul, Minn., was completely iso-
lated lor HI hours, and for three days only
hod communication with Milwaukee.

The snow and w ind storm of Friday and
Saturday, though not ao severe in tbe section
about Council liluffa, la., as in other parts,
was something unusual for this season. Snow
fell all Friday night, followed by severe freez-
ing weather. On Saturday a train on the
Maple Valley branch of the Chicago and
Northwestern road was blockaded by snow
drifts five to seven feet deep. At Missouri
valley, ft) miles north of Council Bluffs, the
walls of a new y brick building were
warted from five to seven inches out of line
and the building hud to be braced to hold it
together. All along the Sioux City railroad
from that point to Sioux City snow fell con-
tinuously Friday night and Saturday, melting
almost as fast as it felL Saturday night the
sheet of snow and ice was three to four inches
thick. A train, which left Du-
buque on Friday morning over tbe Illinois
Central railroad was Monday still stuck in a
snow bank.

At Chicago a terrific wind prevailed, tak-
ing the water out of the river, causing ves-
sels to ground, blowing down scaffolds aud
f rame6 of houses, aud causing much damage
of minor importance, including the disabling
of telegraph wires in all directions.
