baur.rooms or loons.  Something, Mr, Slnl‘tu
clalmod, in gained by adberenco to each of
thess pledigon, and a small gain should not be
ooutetnned beeanse it s not all that could be
desived. My, Clarke also spoke with approv-
al of the vitabliskioent of places of romort
where innooont amasements may be provided
and whire wen sod women lul?hl find light
and warmth snd eheerful soclality.
