CYCLONE.

1STEBESTIN0 ACCOUNT OY A WESTE1W CYCLONE
nr A L1DT VICTIM.

Miller, Ia., Juno LMst, 1881.
EtUtort Vermont 1'hanix! Knowing tLo

rnftuy conflicting repoitu In regard to tlio oy
clono which passed through hero at G:30
o'clock on Saturday evening, Juno 11th, I
write, uojung to uo auie to givo you a trutu-fu- l

account of tho utorm lu our imniedlato
vicinity.

Tho day was one of continued showers from
early morning till night, and after the cyclono
tho uight was perfectly clear, giving thoso
who were able a chanco to watch tho total
ccllpso of tho uioon. Tho cyclone was pre-
ceded by a heavy shower from tho southwest.
with a high wind this was scarcely over
wucn me nuoi uiow came, tiuulng most of tno
people iu Us track totally unconscious of dan-
ger. Borne five or nix buildings wero destroy
ed ueioro it reaencu us, toe last being simply
unrooted, whilo tho one before it was lifted
from its foundation, carried over tall trees.
aud finally dropped to the ground and crushed
ai easily as though it wero but an l,

Thero were six persons in tho houso. One
young man, seeing tho danger, rushed ont of
doors just in time to cscapo going with tho
rest. He grasped a tree and clung to It, and
camo out without a Bcratch. Tho rest were
moro or less injured, except a boy of five
years, airs, uouid, the who ol tho rarmer,
was terribly injured about the head and back.
but still lives, and hope for her speedy recov
ery is now entertained. Mr. Jxlm Miller,
formerly of Ilrattleboro. with another Gentle
man, was riding near by, In a heavy lumber
wagon drawn by two horses. The horses,
frightened at the storm, becamo almost un-
manageable, and it required tho united efforts
of tho men to stop them. Mr. Miller then
jumped irom tbe wagon, thinking to reach
tho horses' heads and tako them by tho bits :
but he had barely left tho wagon when his
companion was thrown to tbe ground, the
wagon lilted biKb iulboatrand carried away.
together with tho horses, lloth men escaped
unnuri, and, leaving tho team to lb) rate.
rushed to tho rescue of the suffering family
near them. The horses were found later in n
slough at some distance, with frogmonts of
the wagon. One wheel was found buried out
of sight in the mud : all the burrs were re
moved from tho wheels as nicely as it could
have been done by human bauds, aud were
round near by, while the heavy wagon-bo-

was not to be found. Another team, carry-
ing a gentleman and lady, was struck half a
trilio to the northeast, and scattered about in
the samo manner. No serious injury was sus
taincd by cither tho team or the occupants ot
tho wagon, but the wacon-bo- is still missinK.

Then came our turn. My husband had
just come in, drenched by the preceding
shower. We woro busy getting his dry cloth-
ing together, and did not know our danger
until a lew seconds before we were struck :
even then did not anticipate any serious dam
age. Uur log bouse tumbled down over our
heads like a cob.houac, our stables wero de-
molished, and the debris was scattered in ev
ery direction. One horse, a valuable animal,
was fatally hurt, but the family escaped with
a few slight bruises. My husband crossed
the room to the cast sido iust In tlmo to be
carried out at tho north end of tho building
and away irom the ruins, lie dropped upon
the ground aud staid there cafe until the
tortu passed. Our daughter

was up stairs. Seeing the walls crumbling,
she clung to the bed near her, and was car-
ried out of the house and some three rods
away, striking upon a bag of rags. Two
heavy logs roiled to her, one or tbem holding
her by her clothes. Her escape from death
was simply miraculous. Mother Clark, my-
self and little son were near the southwest
corner of the room, and were all thrown to
the floor by the pressure of the air and the
dense volume of rain at the first break in the
walls. Three logs wero left standing; the
rest rolled over us, but were prevented from
hittiug us by the sewing. machine, loungo and
stovo left standing in their places. The fur-
niture iu the lower rooms wan mostly left un-
injured ; a table was badly broken, and a very
heavy bureau was carried out of doors and
badly broken up. The partitions were car-
ried, no oue knows where ; and everything in
tho upper part of the house was scattered to
tho four winds, articles of clothing and por-
tions of furniture being found more than a
mile away. Heavy logs went more than a
quarter of a mile. Our clock, an old family
friend, fell from its high shelf to tbe ground
and escaped without even a broken glass.

I might cover many pages iu recording the
curious freaks of the storm. After it left us
it did a creat deal more damage. kiUinc one
man and injuring several others. Inthe tim
ber tuo strength ol the fctorni can be seen to
iirealer advantage. Oik trees two or three
feet in diameter are twisted and broken.
Among other strango Incidents, we learn of a
well being completely cleared of all its con-
tents, two buckets and n dipper lost soma
time before being brought to the surfaco of
the earth and lelt, and all the water in tho
well carried away. I might keep on, and not
be able to tell the whole in a day. I can sim-

ply say that tho scene after the storm is much
oasier imagined than described.

we wero drenched with rain and mud. and
chilled through, but the sun came out and
shono upon us as though nothing bad hap-
pened. Kind friends came to our assistance
and took us to a place of safety, gavo us
warm, dry, clothing, and cared for all our
wants. Although our loss is a heavy one, we
cannot complain, but thank Qod we are all
alive and uninjured aud among kind and sym
pathizing mends, who will not see us suffer
and who have already aided us in procuring
material for a new bouse and will assist in
building it. If the weather permits, In a week
we will be once more under a roof ot our
own. I tell you, friends, there are not found
ou this broad earth kinder hearts or more
willing bands than we find here in this newly- -
settled country. Wo have tried tbem, and
tbey are not found wantinc The crops In
tbis section aro still uninjured, and look very
promising; what the harvest will bo remains
to be seen.

A ilEManKAOLE HouiNCE is related by a
Morehead City (N. C.) correspondent. About
50 years ago a prepossessing young woman
suddenly appeared in a email mountain vil-

lage near AsheviUe, aud obtained work In a
farmer's family. She called borself Mary
Burt, but gave no further clue to her origin.
Her tasks were so skillfully performed, and
she could sing a song, dance a reel and tell a
story so well, that she became a village favo-
rite Fifteen years later the mystery

her was forgotten. Having declin-
ed more than one good offer of marriage, she
settled down as a old maid, be-
came the beneficent "aunt" of the neighbor-
hood, and was finally persuaded to take charge
of a country school near by. After several
years of teaching, her whole character seem-
ed to change.

a very common creature. Tho press owes
much to tbe public, and vet that cart of the
public tbat deem themselves the representa
tives oi advanced thought and intelligence,
who aro iu favor of nobler manners and purer
laws, owe something to tbe press and to
thotuselves. rhoy owe it to the press when
they ask with owlish solemnity the nuestlon.
why is not the press loftier in its aim and
more decent iu its conduct, to stop support- -
tog newspapers wnose spirit tnoy pretend to
spurn, to aeiy the denunciation and hostility
of those whose methods they describe as out-
rageous, libellous, untruthful and obscene.
Dous any limn suppose a nowsnancr will rlso
abovo tho dialect of tbe ditch, the gossip of
the gutter, the politics of a police gazette,
whin it fiuds that these things tickle those
wuo tuinu tuey stand at the top or society
just as keenly as thoso whom wo know wal
low at tuo bottom No: your ribald now.
paper will always bo ribald just so loug as it
liuiN that even tho righteous, who feel fit to
call sinners to repentance, snoer at it on the
sniowaik and subscribe lor it In secret. Tbe
public that bellows for a purer press can
always inako tbe press what it chooses ; it can
always make IU choice between journals of
good report and evil report j it can choose
whether to encourage an editor to act up to
ino ues.i mat is in mm or to live forever on
tbe lowest levels of his calling, but when this
puuuo uas made its( choice let it be manly
enough to stand by'iU flac : let it ston snuf- -
fling over the servility of n press that it bos
helped to make servile ; lit it stop pretending
to be in a passion over the quality of a paper
that it has elected to support iu secret while
it sneers at it upon tbe sidewalk, saying it
canuot afford to be abused by it. Tho honest
man, who cannot afford to be abused by a
uirepuiaute uewspapt-r-, uau uesi review uis
boncaty, for his action casts suspicion on his
conscience ; tho innocent man, who tears a
gutter-snip- e armed with a rotteu egg, is sug-
gestive of tbo slinking life and motion of a
serpent and tbe painted innocence of a soiled
dove. Let no man pretend that ha cannot af- -

rord to have a bod newspaper abuse him as an
excuso for supporting it, for a man who
really cannot aaord to have a bad newananer
abuse him is worthy of all the abuse he
avoids ; his very moral cowardice indicts bis
conscience and impugns bis conduct. If he
takes a wicked paper it is either because ho
likes it, because he is as vulgar and coarse as
tho paper, or because be fears it, lest it drag
to light some dark passage of his history and
place blm in pillory by publishing his ahame.
No honest man, no innocent man noed pay
"moral blackmail" by subscribing for an Im
moral paper. Tho only persons that need be
afraid of such papers are thoso who have lost
their heads through the cowardice that a
guilty conscience briuKs home to all. Nsstv.
corrupt papers live upon the suffrages of
those who sincorely relish ribaldry aud false-
hood, or upon those who are cowardly be-
cause they are corrupt; it U nothing but tbe
pickpocket s dread ot the detective, who has
himself tbo temperament of a thief.

Germany Is ahead of Eneland and this
country in tbe matter of a spelling reform.

There is a
growing tendency also to discard double let
ters when it can be done, and we find such
words as "councilor," "traveling," and so
forth, almost as frequently as we find "coun
cillor," "travelling," and the like.

torms here, however, are tbe result of popu-
lar opinion, while the reform in Germany is a
Government idea and wiU be speedily accom-
plished. Tbe nrincinle underlvins it is the
discarding of ail useless letters, and the meth-
od of forwarding it is to require tbo reformed
spelling to be used in the preparation of pub.
lie documents and to be taught in the publio
schools. As a result tbe old method of spell-
ing wiU pass away as tbe presentjand succeed-
ing generations come to tbo front

Tbe women were token to
a cabin at a little distance and left, though
armed men remained around the house until
Jlrs. reerse went out to search for her son.
Remembering the shots she had heard in the
woods, she felt sure the bov was murdered.
and presently she found him, dead, on a heap
of brush. lie hod been hanged first, and his
body riddled with bullets. This was a year
ago. The murderers accomplished their o-
bjectthe Peerses were driven from the neigh-
borhood. Some of the guilty parties were
scared enough to flee to Texas, but they have
since returned. Gov. Churchill has now of
fered a reward of $500 for tbe arrest and con
viction of each man who took part in the
murder. They number 10 or 12. and it i.
said to be expected that every one will be
urougni to justice.

Tbo drowning season being at hand, it Is
wise to instruct those unaccustomed to the
water just how to sink, and the simple way to
keep afloat. A vice admiral in the English
navy believes it beginning at tbe wrong end
to teach swimming, but that instead the art
of sinking should be learned. Young persons
have little faith lu the buoyancy of water ;
tbey should learn that every portion of the
body under water is being lifted up by a pres-
sure equal to tbe weight of the water It dis-

places, while every part out of water Is a sink-
ing pressure equal to the weight of that por-
tion, and that raising the arms out of water,
as if life lines were swinging from the heav-
ens to be caught at. is death to one unable to
swim. Treading water, which may be done
at once without learning to swim, will save
life. All men can tread water, the same as
animals do, or paddle water, without teaching,
but it Is well known that it takes practice to
make a swimmer.

Paper belting is used with success In tbe
machinery hall of an exhibition now held in
Japan. It Is stated that the belting made of
paper has been tested and found to bo much
stronger than that made of ordinary leather.

The Pennsylvania railroad has in use a
car fitted up with apparatus,
which records the slightest error In the level
of the track, bad joints between rails, etc.,
and by a time and distance register shows
the observer where to locate the trouble.

Postal telegraphy by private enterprise
is wbat a company just incorporated In New
York proposes to give the people. It is to
have a capital ot $3,000,000, with power to
increase the same to $21,000,000, and erect
wires in all parts of the United States for the
purposes of correspondence.
