Atlanta, Ga., Deo. 2.1. The day was fair
and everybody was out.

One negro murdered by another, shot through
the heart without provocation ; a white man
brained by another aud no hopos of recovery;
two sons carved their father, possibly fatally;
a negro woman stabbed a negro man to the
heart ; a policeman shot a negro iu the leg for
attempting to take n club from him; another
policeman was shot through lho coat and
pantaloons by some uuknown person, nnd
there were bleeding beads and bruised noses
too numerous to mention, there being 125
oases at tbo station house in 10 hours. A

member of the police force also was drunk,
and came near inciting riot by pushlog a
most respectable citizen who was put into a
celt by other officers who did not understand
the cause of his remonstrance. Another affair
disgraceful to the polico was a bloody fight in
the cell of two colored prisouers.

PKTEBSiiimo, Va., Dec. 25. All lho storos,
publio buildings, and publio aud private
schools were closed today. Drunkenness and
disorder on the streets were more prevalent
than for years. During a stroot fight between
a number of whites and negroes pistols were
drawn and one or two shots were exchanged.
A citizen, whilo passing the vicin-
ity of the fight, was shot through the thigh
and painfully wounded. Some police officers
in attempting to quell the disturbance were
knocked down and clubbed. Several other
fights occurred.

The political situation in Michigan is one
of uuusual gravity, according to tbo Detroit
Post, which says; "Ono of the purest and
best of Republican Governors hasbeen defeat-
ed for reelection ; six republican, Congress-
men wero defeated at the same time ; the Leg-
islature has a diminished llepublican majori-
ty ; a Senatorial election is impending and a

feud has brokon out into a war ofEersonal between the two gentlemen who
havo been tbo most promlnant aspirauts for
the Senatorship; influential llepublican jour,
nals and distinguished Republican citizens
have taken a determined stand against one or
both of tbeso gentlemen and one effort is now
on foot to prevent tho settlement of the Sen-

atorial succession by n caucus of llepublican
members of the Legislature."

A Williams College Scientific Expedi
tion. A Bcientifio expedition will bo under-
taken by Williams college next summer, in
which students will join, to procure speci-
mens for use in biology aud geology. In
futuro years better advantages for such ex.
peditions will bo afforded ; for the college
has obtained a share in a laboratory which is
to bo built ou tho southern coast of Massa
chusetts, and which will givo every facility
for tho collection of specimens and for orig-
inal work. It is expected to bo tho best
thing of its kind iu the world. A steamer
has already been procured, which will bo
fitted up with apparatus for deep. sea dredg-iug- ,

aud clectrio lights for gathcriug speci-
mens at night and at different depths. There
will also be smaller boats, to be used as
noeded. A library will bo connected witb
the laboratory nnd a stone pier, which will
contain aquaria holdiug anything from mi-
croscopic forms to sharks. Exnenses will bo
borne by tho government. Thu plan will
probably bo worklug by the summer of 1885.
A of scientitio lectures is projected for
the Ijceuiu of natural history next term.
