The later developments in the affairs of the
suspended Boston houses in the shoe and
leather trade call for a reversal of tho earlier
judgment concerning them. The first impres-
sion was that the embarrassed houses had
failed in consequence of transactions which,
though unfortunate, were legitimate and a
part of the hazards incident to large opera-
tions in any trade, but it now appears that
the great firms who attempted to control trans-
actions in their lino of trade had gone heavily
into the business of issuing "accommodation
paper" that is to say, to bolster ono another
up they had issued notes which pretended to
represent actual business transactions, hut
which, in point of fact, had no real value be-

hind them ; and finally these methods brought
their natural results failure and a general
6mash.

Tho Savannah Weekly Echo, a negro
alleges that within the past six months

nearly two hundred innocent,
peaceful colored people, residing in the inte-
rior of Georgia, havo been murdered, shot,
whipped and driven from their homes by
vigilance committees and ku.klux ; and that
the leading journals, instead of denouncing
these outrages, keep perfectly quiet. Color-

ed farmers who have been successful with
their crops, and colored teachers who have
been doing a good work in the schools, have
had to leave in haste in order to save their
lives. Perhaps these statements are exag-
gerated, but there is a good deal of ruffian-
ism and violence against negroes in the inte-
rior of Georgia, about which the principal
journals of the state find it convenient to say
little.

News from the seal of the French war in
Tonquiu is to the effect that the ossailants
have bombarded and captured the forts and
batteries at tho mouth of the Hue river after
a brilli ant land attack. The operations oc-

curred on the lbth, liith and 20th inst. Sev-c- n

hundred Annamites arc said to have been
killed in the engagement, while the only cas-

ualties suffered by the French were several
men slightly wounded. The French admiral
has granted a truce, and M. Harmand, the
French civil commissioner in Tonquin, has
gone to Hue, tho capital of Annam, to nego-
tiate with the Annamite court, which is great-
ly alarmed at the movements of the French.
The French pretensions, however, have had
the natural effect of exciting Chinese jealousy,
and the would-b- "protectors" of the country
will bo likely to find that they have a more
formidable power to reckon with than Annam.
Upou tho whole, Franco will he very fortunate
if she gets out of her Asiatic enterprise with
a balance on her side of the account.

There is a renewed demand from many
quarters for the passage of a national bank-
rupt law by the next Congress. The

Times is of the opinion, however, that
the effort will not prove successful. The
measure which failed last year was framed
with great care, and probably offered as few
objectionable features as any that could be
framed for the consideration of tho next Con-

gress. The Democratic majority in the Hou6e
is not likely to favor a sound law on the sub-
ject, and much opposition will bo encountered
from what are known as the debtor states. It
is true that the interests of honest debtors
would he as much served by a proper bank-
rupt law as those of creditors could be, but
the Times fears that the average Democratic
representative knows little and cares less for
tho views or the real interests of honest debt-
ors. As, however, tho need of a good law is
vary great, it will be of advantage to the
country to have the matter again brought un.
der discussion, oven if no immediate result is
attaiued.

The proposed publication of the govern-
ment pension list provokes some discussion
as to its wisdom. Commissioner Dudley is
represented as denying a report that the list
will he kept as much as possible from public
inspection when printed. On the contrary it
will be given the widest circulation, as the
beet possible correction of the evils incident
to publication. These evils, it is easy to see,
are many and real. Chief among them per-
haps will be the use pension-clai- agents will
make of the list as the means of getting at
pensioners to induce them on various pretexts
to seek for increased pension from the gov-
ernment ; and another more annoying to
the clerks,-i- f less serious will be the temp-
tation to the host of busybodies to tell the
government how it is being defrauded in in-

dividual cases. "Thousands of letters are
sure to come in,"soys Col. Dudley, "denounc-
ing persons on our lists as frauds," many of
them malicious letters, andmoro perhaps sent
through ignorance : for few wounds show at
onee that a man is a sufferer. But on the
other hand, it must be said, the publicity of
the printed lilts will help to unearth the real
fraud.', and there is a reasonable feeling all
over the country that it is entitled to know
who the men are to whom it is extending its
bouuty.

VOLCANIC K1WPT10K IN JAVA.

UleHI l,oa of Life,
The latest lutclligencj from tho east repre-

sent the recent voloanlc eruptions in Java
to Iibvo been terribly disastrous. The whole

island of Java, whioh is a Dutch (kswiwIoii,
Is of volcanic formation. Thera aro but two
harbors ou the whole mnthern coast, nearly
"On miles, aud those on the northern would
not be regatded as eafu aucborages in regions
where tho seas are high aud the winds fierce.
The Island is (idii miles long and all along that
length strrtches a line of volcanic mountains.
Among the numerous peaks 40 or r0 are e

volcanoes, from which all the time evi-

dence of their nature is shown, and which
have repeatedly in the history of Java
wrought great harm and destroyed thousands
of lives. TheBe peaks range from 4000 to
over 12,000 feet in bight, aud the Gumong
Tenger, whose crater, four miles in diameter,
is only second in extent to that of Kllauea in
the Sandwich isWuds, is about tO00 feet high.
The first disturbances, on the 25 of August,
were observed in the island of Krakatoa, in
the strait of Sunda, which separatee Java
from Sumatra, and 15 miles distant from the
coast of Java. But tho rumblings were felt
ovon at Batavia, the principal city, 45 miles
away , and in a few hours showers of rocks
and red-ho- t ashes fell at the farthest eastern
parts of the island, at Jokjokerta. Surabaya
and Seraug. Fifteen or 'in of the volcanoes
of tho Island wero speedily in a state of orun-
tion. ins uutnong renger, mo uutnong
Gunter, Maha Mern and a dozen others were
in the throes of destruction, hurling high in
air tremendous volumes of cinders and ashes,
with enormous fragments of stone and show-
ers of sulphurous white mud. The sea was
all the time in fierce turmoil. Waterspouts
abounded, there were sometimes seen 15 or
20 at a time. The mountains cracked aud
smoked, and the villages were cloven open,
showers of stones, mud and lava bestrowed
the plateaus : the forests ou the northern
hills were set afire, aud immense tidal waves
rushed up the shore, meeting the lava How
and checking it ou tho mouutum sides and ou
the sheltered nooks, obliterating fishing ham-
lets and rii- plantations. The island of So-

ring was u. tolly destroyed, sunken beneath
the sea, uud not a soul escaped to tell the
story. At Auger the European aud American
quarter was buried beneath rocks, mud and
Uva fiotu the craters and then the waters rose
aud engulfed the ruins. There were more
than 200O lives lost there and at Bantam some
1500 more. Batavla, the principal city, was
covered with a layer of thin white ashes,
which in its descent killed birds by its heat.
An extensive low. lying quarter of the city,
settled by tho Chinese, was completely swept
away by the sea, aud it is believed that not
more than onv nttb of the 25,imhi Chineoe
had escaped. The island from end to end was
shaken and showered and inundated, so that
it is thought that not one crop will be

aud that nil the coast line has been so
changed that nothing can be recognized. A
great mountain, that of Kromatan, has been
swallowed beneath the sea, and every light
bouse ou the Sunda strait i between Java and
Sumatra has disappeared, so that navigation
is most hazardous. Such is the result of the
most tremendous eruption of voloauic energy
known In all time, so far as appears in a
hasty consultation of records. For the entire
length of the Island, two thirds of a thousand
miles, this fearful force was felt, and although
the strongest effects occurred at the western
end, whero the Dutch capital Balavia is situ-
ated, and the happy isle of Seraug has disap-
peared forever with all Its people, yet at the
extreme eastern points.Madura aud Serrabaya,
and other places of consequence have suffer-
ed immense damage and loss of life. Tho
"Thousand temples" of Bramhauan were
some of them destroyed and others injured ;

and many of tho domes of the terraced tem-
ple of Borobodo were crushed by falling
rocks Tho island of Java is not the largest
of the Indian archipelago, but it is the most
important aud prosperous . aud although it
has numerous times been visited by volcanic
devastation, in which sometimes as many as
20,000 lives have been lost, it has probably
uever suffered as in the dread destruction and
mortality of this latest eruption. The island
bad at the Is.t census about 17,000,000 peo-
ple, and the loss of life must reach at least
100,00(1.

Some CtmiocB Aeronautic- Exteeiesc-e- -

An aeronaut named Simmons, accompanied
by Sir Claude De Crespigny, recently made a
balloon trip from Maldon in England to Flush,
ing in Holland, the balloon during the trip
maintaining an altitude varying from O0O(i W
17,000 feet. Some of their experiences were
quite peculiar. When over the sea at au alti-
tude of 9000 feet tbey could see tbe bottom
clearly in every direction, every channel and
shoal being clearly marked and appearing like
a network. At an altitude of 10,000 feet
they found their feet to be very cold. Pass-in-

mto a heavy bank of mist they soon bad
a 'magnificent picture of tbe ballooon on tbe

' clouds below. The figures in tbe balloon did
overy thing as the original did, even the move--
meut of the fingers being seen. Shouts were
echoed, apparently by tbe reflected images.
A blue serge mitt worn hy Mr. Simmons was
frnuuuueu in green on nis double in mo
phantom balloon. Tbe aeronauts could bear
their own heart's beating very distinctly and
their ears were occasionally blocked, but they
remedied tbe latter difficulty by widely open-
ing their mouths. When the balloon was
over the mouth of the West Scheldt an alti-
tude of 17,00(1 feet was attained, and intense
cold was felt.
