The Democratic Irishmen employed at the
Valley mills at Youngstown, Ohio, and oth-

ers residing in the same ward, have organized
a Blaine and Logan club, which already num-

bers 150 members. Just across the Ohio
from Cincinnati Is the town of Covington,
Ky., tho home of Speaker Carlisle. Ou the
evening of the day on which tho speaker
came home from Chicago there was organ-
ized among the workmen in a rolling mill
near his residenoe a Blaine and Logan club
ot 210 members, and of these ISO had never
voted anything but the Democratic ticket. In
Farkersburg and other West Virginia towns a
foeling exists which makes the Democracy
fear that tho Blaine men may make good
their threat to carry the state for him.

Mrs. Jane Grey Swisshelm, the philanthro-
pist and journalist, 'whose name has been
prominent before tho people of this oountry
for nearly 40 years, died at her residence In
Sewickley, Fenn., a suburb of Pittsburg, on
Tuesday. Mrs. Swisshelm did a great work
for humanity by her earnest writings, espe-
cially in behalf of her own sex, while ber
powerful appeals in defence of human liber,
ty, and attacks upon slavery, did a great deal
toward arousing that abolition spirit in the
North which finally resulted in stamping out
the institution. During the later years of
her usoful lifo she was greatly respected and
rovered by her friends and neighbors, and
onjoyod to tho fullest extent the reward which
comes from the consciousness of work well
and honestly performed. Mrs. Swisshelm
was born in Wilkinsburg, Fenn., in 181G.

The situation with regard to the outbreak
ot cholera in France grows more alarming
daily. The number of deaths increases at
Marseilles and Toulon and the disease has
fonnd its way to Faris, Vienna and other
points. Thcro is great danger that tho in-

fection may be brought to this oountry, and
Fresident Arthur has issued a proclamation
admonishing all officers charged with the ex-

ecution of quarantine regulations to be espe-
cially diligent, and advising all cities and
towns on the coast or on tho lines of interior
communication to look carefully after their
sanitary condition. The Secretary of tho
Treasury has ordored tho commanders of rev-

enue vessels to intercept all vessels from for.
oign ports and to take all where sickness or
suspicious circumstances are found into quar-
antine. The effect of the cholera outbreak
upon the European pleasure resorts has been
very disastrous. American tourists are re-

turning home by the hundred. Most of the
resorts along the lliviera and throughout It-

aly and the East have already closed.
travelers say they fear the horrors of

tho quarantine as much as they do the chol
era. At a port in Northern Italy, for in
stance, at last accounts 2000 travelers were
Imprisoned under quarantine, all classes
and conditions ot people being bert'ed to
gether like animals.

The Liters.
The full text of tho letters of acceptance

of Mr. Blaine and Qcn. Logan is given in
our columns The most obvious thing
to be said about Mr. Blaine's letter is that it
gives satisfaction to everybody except the
Democrats and Independents. To llepublt-can- s

it reads like a candid, Intelligent and
comprehensive discussion of the principles
which underlio our true polloy as a nation.
The main portion of tho letter is devoted to
the tariff question, and we believe it to be
true that so strong and conclusive a state-
ment of the issues involved, from the stand,
point of protection, has never been made as
Mr. Blaine here embodies, lie deals not In
arguments but in solid facts, and quotes un.
answerable statistics to show how our nation-
al wealth has multiplied, how our foreign
commerce has inoreased, how our farming
Interests have grown and prospered, and how
our mechanics and laborers have been bene-
fited by the system of protection to borne In-

dustries established and maintained by the
Uepublican party.

Mr. Blaine's explicit statement of what he
believes to be the true fore'.'gn policy to be
observed by this country is especially unsat-
isfactory to those persons who are bound to
regard him as a dangerous man and to see no
good in him. To cultivate friendly rela-
tions with all" to keep "free from possible
entanglement In the quarrels ot any" "the
United Slates Las no cause and no desire to
engage in oonflict with any power on earth"

"we seek the conquests ot peace" these
are not tho words of a man who, If
eleoted President of the United States, would
straightway establish such a "brilliant for-
eign policy" as would Involve the country in
costly and destructive wars or complications
with the other great Rowers ot tho earth.
Vbat be says of the polloy which the United
States ought to follow toward the other

North and South America Is founded
on the plainest common-sens- e and the most
evident principles of national morality,

Contrary, undoubtedly, to what many
expected, and, perhaps, even hoped

for, Mr. Blaine would bavo none of the
"bloody shirt" )n this campaign. He recog.
clr.es that the Southern states are making as
rapid progress as could be doped for in the
direction of eivlland political freedom, and that
the best antidote (or those violent outbreaks,
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which, happily, aro growing less and less fre-

quent, lies In that publio opinion of tho
whole oountry whloh is let Inflexibly against
them. "The South needs capital and occu- -'

palion, not controversy," and any effort to
unite that section on issues growing out ot
tho war will bo oven moro disastrous for It

than for tho North.
On tho one remaining great issue, that of

civil eorvico reform, Mr. Hlatno's letter
speaks with absoluto dirootnessi

"Impartiality In the mode of appointment to be
baaed on qualification, and security of tennro to be
baaed on fsltbfnl dlacharge of duty aro tho two enda
to be accomplished. Tho public business will be eld-o- d

by separating tho legislative branch of tho govern-
ment from all control or appointments, and the exec-
utive department will bo relieved by subjecting ap-

pointments to fixed rules and thus removing them
from the caprice of favoritism."
Nothing could be moro explicit than this.
It is a pledge In advance that, if olootod, Mr.
Blatno will stand by the reform as faithfully
as Fresident Arthur has done.

Mr. Blaine's opponents looked for a letter
whloh should be at least breezy and dashing,
If not even a trlflo reckless, hut he has dis-

appointed them with a dignified, statesman-

like and able paper whoso only obfeotlon Is

its unusual length.
In Us general tenor Senator Logan's letter

agrees with that of Mr. Blaine. Tho Sena-
tor's discussion of the tariff question has
special roferenco to its bearing upon the con-

dition of Amerioan labor. On the subject of
the equal rights of citizenshlp.and the causes
which keep the South a political unit, ho
writes more at length than does Mr. Blaine.
With regard to our monetary system, our re-

lations with forolgn powers, especially with
those on this continent, the civil service and
tho suppression of polygamy, his views aro
positive and frankly expressed. Cut tho let
tor down one-hal- f in length and it would bo

qulto a model production.

Gen Grout for Conrrrraa.
Tho outcome of the Second district con-

vention on Wednesday, in tho nomination of
Gen. W. W. Grout of Barton for Congress,
was what the most careful observers havo
foreseen to be probablo for some time past.
Gen. Grout had made a very thorough can-

vass of the district, ho had tho three upper
counties nearly solid in his support, there
waa a strong feeliDg among'hls friends that n
second term belonged to him as a matter of
right, and Ihe pica of geographical location
was all in his favor. Tbeso facie, with a due
regard for tho good qualities as a man and a
legislator which his record has shown him to
possess, were the considerations which
brought about his nomination.

For n man who entered lato into the can-

vass, Hon. Wm. F. Dillingham of WAterbury
showed a dogrco of strength, steadily main-
tained, which was in tho highest degroo com
plimentary to him. With those delegates and
other residents of Windham county who did
not support Col. Hooker's candidacy it is
undoubtedly true that Mr. Dillingham was the
first choice, for the reason that he was beliov
ed to possess in a high degree those qualities
out of which an able end useful Congressman
might bo made. It is understood that from
IB to 20 Windham county votes were steadily
given to him in tho convention. Col. Hook
cr'ft strength was made up of the balance of
the delegation from this county, with a fol
lowing from Windsor county, varying innum
bers on the several ballots, and Indicated In
the record of ballots elsewhere printed. Cob
Hooker's friends were cordial and enthusiastic
in his support, and it seemB to be true that
each of tho several contestants camo out of
the convention with the respect and good will
of both friends and opponents.

Gen. William W. Grout, who will be the
next representative in Congress from tho Sec
ond district, was born in 183U, and has been
from childhood a resident of Orleans county.
Ho was admitted to tho bar in 1837, did his
state and country good servico as a Union
soldier, served four terms in the lower branch
of the state legislature and one term in the
senate, and tour years ago was elected a mem
ber of the 47th Congress from the old Third
Vermont district, During his term of servico
in Congress he showed himself a working
member and a diligent student of national
affairs. As a member of the committee on
territories he was delegated to make up the
committee's report on the proposed division
of the territory of Dakota, and his speeches
on the distribution of the Geneva award and
on the bill to mako tho bureau of agriculture
a department of tho government were con
ceded by all to show a gonuino grasp of pub-
lio affairs. In the tilth Congress Gen. Grout
will prove himself no lew- a faithful and paiua-takln-

membi r, m il I,. decm-- and will
thi i ordml .support of the lti pnbluuu-- i

ernor's immoralities. Gross licentiousness
and drunkenness are the offences positively
alleged against Gov. Cleveland, and the details
are given of one particularly hoartless case
with which the Governor's name is connected.
Prominent citizens of Buffalo aro named
specifically as possessing knowledge of tho
facts, and ready, if necessary, to substantiate
them in court. Tho Morning Star, an old
and roputable religious paper published at
Dover, N. H., has the following significant
reference to the subject :

"There aro papers in Now York state that openly
accuao tbe Democratic candidate (or the Presidency
or committing crimes against chastity which, if he la
guilty or them, mako the mention of bis name In
connection with the White Home a gross sacrilege.
Solely In tho Intcrcsta of morality do we refer to this
alckenlng subject. If Mr. Cleveland la Innocent, let
It bo made to appear, Such charges aa theae are not
to be Ignored. With such evidence as lies beforo us
at tbla writing, it would be criminal for ua to forbear
aaying tbla much.

Xhe Inilrjienilcnta In Convention,
A national convention of some 500 or COO

Independents waa held tu tbo University
Club tbeatre, New York, on Tuesday. Tbo
adraUalon was by tickets, wblcb were Issued
only to persons wbo signed a pledge "disap-
proving of tbo nominations made by tbe lie
pablloan national convention as unworthy of
support.' and declaring tbe Intention of tbe
signers "not to vote for Blaine and Logan."
Col. Oodman of Boston presided, and speecb
es were made by Col. T. W. Illgglnson, Pres-
ident Seelye, James F. Claflln of Illinois and
others. Carl Schurz and Benj. II. Brlstow
were among tbe prominent men present.
George William Curtis presented a long ad.
dress stating tbe grounds of complaint against
tbe Uepublican party, and a national com
m it tee was appointed. A resolution naming
Cleveland and Hendricks as tbo candidates of
tbe convention was laid on tbe table, and It
was noticed tbat throughout tbe day any
mention of Hendricks's name was avoided.
Tbe national committee, In whose bands ao
tlve operations are left, believe tbat tbe
most efficient work can be done in New York,
New Jersey, Connecticut and Massachusetts,
and strong efforts will bo made to defeat
Blaine tn these states. A majority of tbe
members Are In favor of conducting tbo cam.
palgn In an independent manner, "with per.
baps occasional conferences with tbe Demo,
crats to avoid possible collision."

Democratic Consistency.
Borne time before tbo Democrat lo national

convention was held it waa proclaimed by
leading Democratic papers that it would nev-
er do to nominate Thomas P. Bayard for
President because bis war record was against
him. Early In '01, beforo tbe fighting reully
began, he had made an Importunate speech
against tho right of tbe government to co-
erce tbo states. And then the Democraoy
went into convention and deliberately placed
ou their tloket Thomas A. Hendricks, a
mttn of tbe unbluablng copperhead type,
with a war record every whit as offensive as
that of the notorious Vallandlgbam, Con
fclsteuoy Ss Indeed ft jewel, especially as ex-
emplified In tbo actions of tbe Democratic
party.

other governments, and especially to attempt to bor-
row systems from tbsm. We stand alone In our cir-

cumstances, our forces, our possibilities, and our as- -
pirauouB.

In all auccessful government It Is a prime requisite
tbat csVltsl and labor should bo upon tbe boit terms,
and tbat both should enjoy tbe highest attainable
prosperity. If there be a disturbance of the Jmt
balance between tbem, one or tbo other suffers, and
dissatisfaction follows, blch ts harmful to both.

Tbo lemons furnished by tbo comparatively abort
history of our own national life Lave beery too much
overlooked by our people. The fundamental article
in the old Uemoc ratio creed proclaimed almost abso-
lute free trade, and this, too, uo more than a quarter
of a century ago. The low condition of our national
credit, the finaoctat and business uncertainties and
general lack or prosperity under tbst system can be
remembered by every mau now In middle life.

Although In tbe great number of reforms institut-
ed by tbe itepubllcan psrty suMcleot credit baa not
been publicly awarded to that of tariff reform, Its
bent fits have, nevertheless, been felt tbrougbout tbe
bind. Tbe principle underlying tbls measure has
been lu proctss of gradual dewlopmcut by tbe

party during the comparatively brief period
of its power, and a portion of its antiquated
Democratlo opponents msto unwilling concesniou to
the correctness of the doctrlno of an iqultably ad-

justed protective tariff, by following slowly tn Its
footstep, though a very long way In tbe rear.

The principle Involved Is one of no great obscurity,
and can be readily comprehended by auy Intelligent
person calmly reflecting upon It. Tbe political aud
social systems of some of our na-

tions bavo created working clasves mlacrahte lutbe
extreme, Tbey receive the mereit stipend for their
dally toil, aud lu the great expsuae of tbo necessities
of life, are deprived of those comforts of clothing,
bousing aud bi food with which whole-
some mental and social recreation cau atone make ex
Istence happy and desirable.

Now, If the products of those countries are to be
placed Id our markets alongside of American prod-
ucts, cither the American capitalist must suffer In bis
legitimate profits or be ruuit mike tbo A mrr lean la-

borer suffer, tn the attempt to compete with the spe-

cies of labor above referred to. In the case of a
redaction of pay, there can be no compens-

ating advantages for tb American laborer, becanw
the artlclea of daily comumptton which be uses
with tbe exception of srttcles not produced In tbe
United States and easy of being specially provided
for, as coffeesnd tea are grown In our own country,
and would not be affected lu price by a lowering in
duties. Therefore, wblle be would receive less fur
his labor, bis coat of Uvlog would uot be decreased,
llelng practically placed upon tbe pay or tbe Europe-
an laborer, our own would be deprived of facilities
for educating and sustaining bis ltmily respectably;
bo would be shorn of the proper opportunities of

aod his valns ss a cltlten, charged
with a portion of the obllgitlooa of government,
would be leaarned; tbe moral tone of tbe laboring
class would suffer, and luturu the Interests of cap-
ital, and tbe well being of orderly cit liens In general
would b menaced, while one evil would upon
another uutll there would b a general dlaturbaoce
of tbe whole community. Tbe true problem of a
good aud stable government Is bow tu lofus pros-
perity among allclasaes of poople tbe manufacturer,
tbo farmer, tbe mechanic, aud tbe laborer alike.
Buch prosperity la a preventive of crime, a security of
capital, and tbe very beat guaranty tf general peace
and happlnesa.

Tbe obvious policy of our government is to protect
both capital and labor by a proper Imposition of du-

ties. Tbls protection should extend to every article
of American produstlon which goea to build up tbe
general prosperity of our people. The national

io view of tbe special dangers menacing tb
wool Interestaof tbe United Utiles, deemed It wise
to sdopt a separate resolution on tho subject of Its
proper protection. This Industry is a very large and
Important one. Tbe necessary legislation toaasUlu
tbla Industry upon a prosperous basis should be ex
tenuca.

No one realizes more fully than myself tbe great
dellcacvand difficulty of adjusting a tariff ao nicely
and equitably aa to protect every bdme industry, n

every cuaa of American labor, promote to tbe
highest point our great agricultural Interests, and at
the same time to give to one and all tbe advantages
pertaining to foreign productions noi in competition
with our own. thus not only building up our foreign
commerce, but taking measures to carry it In our
own bottoms.

Difficult as this work appears, and really la, it Is
susceptible of accomplishment by patient and intelli-
gent labor, and to no bands can li be committed with
ss great assurance of success aato those cf tbe Ke
puuiican party.

INTERSTATE, FOREIGN COMMIUCE, AND jTOHEION

RELATIONS.

The subjects embraced In tbe resolutions respec-
tively looking to tbe promotion ef our interstate and
foreign commerce and to tbe matter of our foreign
relations are fraught with the greatest Importance to
our people.

In respect to interstate commerce there Is much to
be desired lu the wsy of equitable ratea and facilities
of transportation, that commerce may flow freely be-

tween the atatea themselves, diversity of industries
and employments bo promoted In all sections of our
country, and tbat the great granaries and manufac-
turing establishments of tbe interior may bo enabled
to send their products to tbe aea board for abipmont
to foreign countries, relieved of vexalloua restric-
tions and discriminations tu matters of which It may
emphatically be aald, "time is money," and also of
unjust charges upon articles destined to meet close
competition from tbo products of other parts of tbe
world.

Aa to our foreign commerce, tbe enormous growth
of our Industries, and our surprising production of
cereals sod other ncceaallles of life, Imperatively re-

quire tbat Immediate and effective means bo taken
through peaceful, orderly aud conservative methods
to open markets, which have been and are now mo-
nopolised largely by other nations. Tbla more par
tlcularly relates to our sister republics of Hpanlsh
America, aa alao to our friends tbe people of the Bra-
zilian empire.

The republics of Spanish America aro allied to us
by the very closest and warmest feelings, baaed upon
similarity of Institutions and government, common
ftsplrations and mutual hopes. Tbe "Great liepub-11c- ,"

aa tbey proudly term the United States, is looked
upon by their people with affectionate admiration and
aa tbe model for them to build npon.aud we should cul-
tivate between tbem aud ourselves closer commercial
relations, which will bind all together by the ties of
friendly Intercourse and mutual advsntsge. Further
than this, being small commonwealths, la the milita-
ry and naval sense of the European powers, they look
to us as. at least, a moral defender against a system
of territorial aud other encroachments which, aggres-air- e

tn the past, has not been abandoned at this day.
Diplomacy and (Intrigue bavo done much more to
wrest the commerce of Spanish America from tbe
United States than has legitimate commercial compe-
tition.

Politically we should bo bound to the republics of
our continent by tbe closest ties, and communication
by ahlps and railroads should be encouraged to the
fullest possible extent consistent with a wise and con-

servative publlo policy. Above all, we should be up-

on such terms of friendship aa to preclude tho possi-
bility of national misunderstandings between our-
selves and any of tbe members of the American re--

ubllcaa family. The best method to promotef peace between one and all would He In the
meeting of a general conference or congress, where-
by an agreement to submit alt International differ-
ences to tbe peaceful decision of friendly arbitration
might be reached.

An agreement of this kind would give to our sister
republics confidence lu each other and lu us, closer
communication would at once ensue, reciprocally ad
vautageoua commercialtreatles might bo mado where-b-y

much of tbe commerce which now flows across
the Atlantic would seek lta legitimate channels and In
ure to the greater prosperity of tbe American com-
monwealths. The fnll advantages of a policy of this
nature could uot bo stated In a brief discussion like
the present.

jTOHEION rOLITICAL DELATIONS.
The United States has grown to be a government

representing more than 10,000,000 people, and in eve-
ry sense, excepting that of mere naval power, Is one
of the first natioas of the world. As such, Its dtlseu-abl- p

ahould be valuable, entitling Its possessor to pro-
tection tn every quarter of the globe. X do uot con
aider It necsssary tbat our government ahould con-
struct enormona fleets of approved ironclads and
maintain a commensurate body of seamen lo order to
place ourselves on a war footing with the military and
naval powers of Europe, Such a courso would not be
compatible with tbe peaceful policy of our country,
though It seems absurd that wo have not the effective
means to repel a wanton Invasion of our coast and
give protection to our coast towns and cities agalnat
any powar. The great moral force of our country is
sounlreraaUyrocognUedas to render an appeal to
arraaby ua, either in protection of our citixena abroad
or In recognition of any Just international right, quite
Improbable. What we moat need in this direction Is
a firm and vigorous assertion of every right and priv-
ilege belonging to our government or aa cltlsens, as
well ss an equally firm assertion of tbe rights snd
privileges belonging to tbe general family of American
repubUca situated upon this continent, when opposed.
If ever they should be, by the different systems of
government upon another continent. An appeal to
tbe right by such a government as ours could not be
disregarded by any civilised nation. In tbe treaty of
Washington we led tbe world to the means of escape
from tbe horrors of wsr, and it ts to be hoped that the
era when all International differences shall be decided
by peaceful arbitration ts not far off,

EQUAL BIGHTS Of CITIZENBUir,
TLn central Idea of a republican form of govern

meat Is fcLo ruta vf the whole people as opposed to the
other forms which rest pnog a prjvfteged class. Oar

forefathers, In the attempt to erect a new government
which might represent the advanced thought of tbe
worm at tost penoa upon toe suDjeci oi governmental
reform, adopted tbe Idea of tbe tioonle's sovereignly.
and thus laid tbn baals of onr present republic. Wblle
technically a government of tbo people. It was strictly
only a government of a portion of tbe people, exclud
ing iron) an participation a certain oiuor ncm
in a condition of absolute, despotic and hopeless ser-

vitude, the parallel to Mblcb, fortunately, does not
now exist lu sny modern cbrMlan nation. With the
rnlmlnation, however, of another cyelo of advanced
thought, the American republic suddenly asnutnedtlie
fnllt uarattrrof a gournment of tbo Mhole people,
and four million human creatures emerged from the
condition of rondure en to tbe fall status of freemen,
theoretically Invested with the same civil and iwlltlcal
rights irodsrMfd by their former masters, Tbe sub-
sequent legislation, which guaranteed by every legal
title tho citizenship and full equality before the law In
all respects of thla previously disfranchised people,
amply covers tbo requirements and secures to tbem,
so far aa legislation can, the privileges of Americau
cltlxenshlp. Uut the disagreeable fact of the case Is,
that while, theoretically, we are lu tho enjoyment of
a government of tho whole people, practically wo are
almost aa far from it as wo were in tho
days of the republic. There are but a few leading and
Indisputable facta which cover tho whole statement of
tbo esse. lu many of tbe southern states tbe colored
population la in large excess of tbe white. Tbe color-
ed people are Itepubllcans, as are also a considerable
portion of tbe white people. Tho remaining portion
of tho latter aro Democrats. In faco of tbls Incon-
testable truth, these statea invariably return Demo-
cratic majorities. In other states of the south tbo
colored people, although not a majority, form a Very
considerable portion of the population, and, with the
white Ilepnbllcans, are numerically In excess or tho
Democrats l yet precisely tbe same political result ob-
tains tho Democratlo party Invariably carrying the
elections. It is not even thought advisable to allow
an occasional or Jin Important election to bo carried by
the Itepubllcans as a blind" or as a stroke of flu esse.
Careful and Impartial investigation has shown these
resulta to follow tbo systematic exercise of physical
intimidation and Violence, conjoined with the most
shameful devices over practiced lu the name of free
elections. Ho confirmed hss tbls result beconio that
wo arc brought faco to face with the .extraordinary
political fact that tbo Democratic party of the south
relies almost entirely upon the methods stated for Its
success In national elections. Tbla unlawful perver-
sion of the popular fracchlae, which I deslro to state
dispassionately and In a manuer comporting with the
proper dignity of tbe occasion, Is one of deep gravity
to the American people In a double sense.

1st. It is in violation, open, direct and flsgrant, of
tbe primary principle uiKn which our government la
aupposed to rest, vlx : tbat the control or tho govern-
ment is participated In by all d cltlxens,
In accordance with the plan or popular porernment
tbat majorltlca must rule tn the decision of all ques-
tions.

3d. It lain violation of the rlghta and Interestaof
tbe states wherein are particularly centered the great
wealth and Industries of tbo nation, and which pay an
overwhelming portion of the national taxes. Tbe Im-
mense aggregation of luteroats embraced within, a tut
tbe enormously greater popolation of theso otirlr
states of tbo Union, are subjected every four yesrs to
tbe dangers or a wholly fraudulent show of numeri-
cal strength.

Under tbls system minorities actually attempt to
direct the course of national affairs, and though up to
tbla time bucccm has not attended their efforts to elect
a president, ytt success bos beeu so perilously Imml-Ui-

as to eucourage a repetition of the tffort at each
quadreunfal election, and to subject tbo Interests of
au overwhelming majority or our people, north and
south, to the haxarda of illegal aubveralou.

The atereotyped argument in refutation of these
plain truths is, that If the ltepubllcau element was
really In the majority they could not be deprived of
their rigbta and privileges by a minority; but neither
statistics fif imputation nor tbe unavoidable logic of
tbe situation ran be overridden or escaped, Tbe col-
ored people of tbe soulb have rereully tmcrgi-- from
tbe bondage of their present loIitlcal oppresaors J they
have bad but few of the advantages of education
which might enable them to compete with the whites.

As I have heretofcre maintained, In order to achieve
tbe Ideal perfection of a popular government it la ab-
solutely necessary tbat the masses ahould be educated.
Thla proposition applies Itaeir with full force to tbe
colored people of tho suutb. Tbey must have better
educational advautagea, snd thns be ruabled to be-
come tbe intellectual peers or tbrlr white brelhren.a
many of Ihem undoubtedly already are. A liberal
education should be pro tided for tbe rllug generation
of tbe soutb, and tbe colon d people be made aa capa-
ble of exercislog the duties of electors ss tbe white
people. In tbe meantime It la tbe doty of tbe nation-
al government to go beyond resolutions and declara-
tions on tbe subject, and take such action as may He
In Its power to Secure tbe absolute fredum nf n at Inn.
al elections eierywberr, to the end tbat onr Congress
may ceaae to contain members representing fictitiousmajorities of their people, thus uilsdlrectlag tbe pop-
ular will concerning national legislation, and especial-l- y

to tbe end that, In presidential contests, the grtat
business and other Intcreste of tbe country insy not
be placed In fear and trembling lcat an uuscrupulous
minority should succeed In stifling tho wishes or tbe
rasjority,

In accordance with tbe spirit or the last resolutionor tbe Chicago platform, measures ahould be taken at
once to remedy this great evil.

ronEinx immiouation.
Under our liberal Inslitntlona tbe subjects and citi-

xena of every nation bare been welcomed to a home
lu our midst, aod, on a compliance wit b our laws, to a

in our governmioent. While it Is the
policy of the Itepubllcan jrty to encourage tbo op-- lressed of other nations nod offer them facilities for
becoming uacful and intelligent citizens in the legal
definition of tho term, the party has never contem-
plated the admiaalon or servile people who are not
only unable to comprehend our institutions, but

to become a part or our national family or to
embrace any higher civilization than their own. To
admit such Immigrants would only be to throw a

element luto the very path of our progress.
Our legislation ahould be amply protective against tbla
danger, and If not aufflclently ao now shculJ be made
so to tbe full extent allowed by our treaties with friend-
ly powers,

THE CIVIL BEBV1CE.
Tbe subject or civil service administration la a prob-

lem tbat baa occupied the earnest thought of states-
men for a uuuber of yeara paat, and tho record will
show tbat toward Its solution, many results of a val-
uable and comprehenahecbaracterbare betn attained
by the Itepubllcan partystnee lta accession to power.
In tbe partisan warfare made upon tbe latter with tbe
view oi weakening It In the public confidence a great
deal has been alleged In connection with the abuse of
tbe civil service, tbe party making the indiscriminate
charges seeming to bsve entirely forgotten that it waa
under tbe full a wsy or tbe Democratic organization
tbat the motto To tbe victors belong the spoils' be-
came a cardinal article in the Democratic creed.

With the determination to elevate our governmental

chine, which wo havo had tho pleasure of
seeing In operation, Is smaller and more sim-

ple In construction than the ordinary type-
writer, weighing only threo or four pounds,
and appears capable of doing long service.
Tho typo used are tho eamo as lu tbo ordina-
ry machine ; but an Ingenious yot easily In-

terpreted system of abbreviation and arrange-
ment of letters Is Adopted, which is the
unique invention of Mr. E. P. White, aud
constitutes an essential featuro of tho Instru-
ment, as by Its uso an entire syllable (or
word, If short) Is printed at a singlo stroke
on tho and tbo number of koys
employed is reduced to 21.

a roriaal call to sua roe tbe putorate of tbe so-
ciety at a salary greatly in advance of what be was re-
ceiving here. Uo considered tbe offer for a wblle,
aud, alter a consultation at bla rreldenco with the off-
icers of tbe First cburcb, be Indited a letter to tbe at.
Louis church declining tbe position. Ills letter was
not received aa flnal by tbst cburcb, wbo vrn went so
fir as to bare two members of tbs cburcb, wbo wero
travelling in tbe raat, call on Iter. Mr. Martlu person-
ally and renew the call. Tbla was followed by fnrtber
communication boarlogouthesubject. Tbe reverend
gentleman waa in this wsy virtually forced to giro tbe
aubjectmoreoonsldcrstlon. Tbe fall details of tho
affairs of tbe St. Louis chnrch were placed In bla pos-
session, and In such a manner tbat be was convinced
tbat be could be of service to tbe society wblcrt haa
honored blm with a cat!. Ills said that the church
bas bsd unpleassnt relatione with other paators, and
tbat It bad been agreed to dissolve tbe society, which
ia really in a most prosperous condition, unless a fa-
vorable reply waa received from Kev. Mr. Martin. Un-
der these conditions be felt It bis duty to resign his
Drcckton pastorate. It la aald tbat the aalary attached
to the pastorate which b. wtu accept Is lu the neigh-
borhood of tCOOO. Tbe resignation is to take effect
Keptember 1st, and Iter. Mr. Martin will preach here
for tbe last time ncitVuuday. While tbel'lrst church
society are very rclucUnt to part wltb their pastor,
yet under tbe circumstance, they will probably yield
to bta request. A meeting of tbe chnrch members la
called for neat Tbnraday evening, and at tbat time a
council will be ordered to meet nest week Monday.
Iter. Mr. Martlu waa called to tbls church from

Vl and was installed October 11, IHSS. He
at once put new life Into tbe society, which at the
preaent time la In a moat fljnrlsblng and active condi-
tion. Outside of bla church both Mr. and Mrs. Mar-
