The attenition of sclentifio mon in Parls was
quickly drawe to the mothod of defouse pro.
posed by Franklin, snd M. Daliburd, s man
of some wealth, undertook to ereot the appa-
mingat bis conutry residence st Marly-ls-
Ville, sotae’ I8 miiles from Parls. The aftnﬁ-
tion of the houss wis considered to bo oml-
nsutly favorsble for the purpose, as the bulld-
lay stood some 400 font above the sea A
lufty wooden seaifold, supporting an fron rod
ati lnch o dinmeter and £0 foet long, was
erocted in the garden. Thoe rod was flnished
sl e top by n sbarp point of bronged steel,
and ternsinuted ut the bottom, five feat sbore
thn groand, in & smalléirborlzontal rod, whioh
ran to & table v o kind of sentry-box furnish-
od with olectrical apparatus.  Oo May 10th,
whett M. Dalitmrd was himself absent in Par
