He had large
natural endowments, a thorough knowledge
(if the law in its principles rather than in
it technicalities, broad sense and judgment,
mid an intuitive perception of justice ; io
that with industry he booh commanded, and
throughout his entire judicial life retained,
the highest respect of the courts and bar of
the couutry. History will accord him a
rank with the ablest and best of jurists.

Those who were bo fortunate as to enjoy
even a slight acquaintance with him were
charmed with the perfect simplicity and
gentleness of his manner and the evident
kindliness of his heart, although the whole
cast of the man indicated the vigorous in-

tellect, the strong will, the unbending pur
pose when formed for what he believed to
lie the right. Few public men have taken
so strong a hold upon the popular heart as
he has ; few lives have been presented in
this couutry worthier of imitation than
that of the lamented Chief Justice, Truly,
such men make a nation great.
