CURRENT AFFAIRS.
Mlnnlry's jtlnrrh.

Tli story f Stanley's tuarcli from the
Congo nertws to tlie lake known as Allieit
Nyitiizd, which makes the heail waters of
the Nile, Is more wonderful than unj thing
in thu history of exploration. It Is reluUnt
in his letter to n friend in Ilinlmrgh, brief
ly inentiotiel last week. Stanley's route leil
him down a Win I in the Congo until ho
struck the nutlet of the Artiwhimi, a tribn
tary of the- Cono, which takes iu rise near
the Albert Nyanza lake, and thence flows
nearly due west. He appears to have
inarched along the left bank of this stream
from July 4 till October 18, and then, after
extraordinary sufferings from fights with
thu natives, from desertion, di tease, hun
ger, f i inn the intiigues and hostility of the
Arab , and from I (JO days of
march in a dense, gloomy, und unw

forest, he joined Kinin Pasha on the
Hith of April that Is, in ten months nearly
from the date of Ins stmt. The distance
he: traversed scums to be, measured in a
straight line on the latest Herman maps,
nlsiut flOO miles, but it luuit have been, niak
hnj allowance for delays, for detours, ami
for two or three retreats, fu II v 1'JOO, and if
we make allowance, for the other obstacles

the fighting, the desertion, the detisetiess
of the forest, ami the want of food fully
the equivalent in diflicully of SIMHl miles

and this, be it remembered, on foot, within
n feu miles of the equator. His losses in
men before he got out of the forest were
UTi out of a total of UMI His total Imses
in the marching; force, by the time he got
back ti the Artiwhiuii river al the date of
his letter in August, were 1t0 out of IlSll.

His two main obstacles, npait from the
climate, seem to have been the forest and
the Arab slave dealers. The forest in dense,
gloomy aud unhealthy, aud breaks down
the spirits as well as the health. The hos-

tility of the natives appears to Ikj easily
overcome, but the Arab traders are more
difficult to deal with. They persuaded tiuni
lieis of Stanley's men to deoert. They rob
lad him by sham purchase of a large (plan
tity of his arms, ammunition, and supplies,
ami worse than all, they laid waste large
tracts of the country which he had to trav
erse ben they make their raids in ipiesi
of slaves, they burn ami devastate the re
gum fl out which they carry olT thu people
The rleai ly constitute the chief ditliculty
in oMnmg Africa to cit iliation.

Stanley tirst met Ktuin I'asiiuon April 20,

and they remained together until May
Kmm refused all Stanley's urging to leave
the region He would not consent to leave
the natives, sins! to HUM! in numlr.
whom In felt to be so dependent ujsin him.
The native Kgptiuns he would gladly la;

rid of, "lecause," Stanley quotes him as

saying, "they undermine my authority and
nullify all my endeavors for retreat. When
I informed them that Khartoum had fallen
and (iordoii Pasha was slain, they always
told the Nubians it was a roucis'ted story,
and that some day we should see the steam
ers ascend the river for their relief. But
of the regulars who comKtse the first and
second bntallions I am extremely doubtful.

TrrribU Fire lis Unborn.
The prairie fires in southeastern Dakotu

last week destroyed thousands of dollars'
worth of property, and caused much suffer
ing. Flames iu some instances leaped 100
feet of plow e 1 ground and continued on
their career of destruction. All ordinary
precautions were m vain. The spring has
been very dry, and the top of the ground
has lieen dusty or baked. The signal ob-

server at Yankton says that the humidity
of the air wa.s but seven per cent Tuesday

a state of dryness never lefore attained.
As the mean annual humidity is TO, this
shows that the atmosphere was practically
devoid of moisture. Then the wind from
the northeast blew between 10 aud 50 miles
an hour, fanning the flames into fury Un
der these conditions, wherever fire touched
the grass it burst out with a flash and shot
across the prairie, its path ever widening.
At Mt. Vernon the entire population, aided
by 110 men from Mitchell, met the fire just
outside the tow ti and fought hard, but in
vain. No lives were lost, but 45 buildings
were hurried and H0 families left homeless.
Outside the town, small scat-
tered over the prairie were wiped out by
doyens. At Ieola, out of IJ0 places of busi-
ness, including two banks, two newspapers,
two churches, three or four hotels, and all
lines of business, but four a re left standing,
aud out of from JiO to 1(1 residences less
than a dozen remain Serious loss is re
j sir ted from other places.

Are Therr Other Inbnblled World f
It is a question which no human being

To
suppose otherwise would lw utterly incou
ui stent with all we know of the economy of
nature. Or, if we adopt the orthodox re
ligious view, it seems irreveretit to sup
pose that the Creator would have construe
ed the stujiendous machine represented by
the planets and the stars all for no useful
purpose, Certainly it would lw for no use-

ful purpose that human understanding can
discover, if the countless millions of heav
enly bodies were made merely to roll through
space from everlasting to everlasting, uu
gladdened and unutilized by Intelligent life.
"He made the stars also," is the brief ac
count of their creation given in the liook of
Genesis ; but to sumKise that He made them
merely to twinkle iu our sky at night, w hen
another moon would have answered the
purioae much better, Is like supposing that
all the electric lights of Boston were made
to light one pedestrian to his home the
contrivance is so vastly am) cumbrously out
of projiortion to its object. And, reasoning
from the common sense poiut of view, what
business have we to suppose that this little
glolte, almost lost as it is among the myriads
of celestial Isslies, and one of the least of
them, is the only oue blessed with the pres
ence of intelligent beings ' Human kuowl

edge may never rores far enough to
give a (switive answer to the question
whether other worlds than ours are itihab
ited, but it is entirely leasonable tomppose
that they are. Some of them, however, wo
may be pretty sute are not now inhabited,
their conditions not being favorable for the
supsirt of life such as is know n on our rm n
planet. Some are too hot, some are tist
cold ; some are of such mass that any ter
restrial animal, man or beast, would be
crushed to death with his own weight, and
others of such light gravity that a summer
zephyr might blow a man up into the clouds.

In the case of the planet Venus, which is
now so luminous an obiect in the heavens,
the probability that it is the home of animal
life, if not human life, is stronger than in
the case of any planet in the solar system
excepting Mars. It has been objected to this
theory that Venus is only 00,000,000 miles
distant from the sun, while the earth isIUr
000,000 miles distant ; and theiefore Venus
receives from the sun a greater amount of
heat than the earth receives. Some astron
omers have argued that Venus must be
twice as hot as the earth, ami tin- tempera
ture iu the summer of the planet must go
up as high as the boilimr isiint of water
This is largely guess-work- , however, and
even u it do true it does not follow that the
planet is iu all its parts uninhabitable It
may lw that at the equator it is too hot to
sumiort animal life, just as at our eurth's
jKles it is too cold ; but at or near the polar
regions of Venus it must be cool enough.
Besides, the surface of Venus, ns Keen
through the most iwwerful telescopes, ap-
pears to be covered with exceedingly high
mountains, some oi wmcii are estimated,
by the shadows they cast, to be ns much as
20 miles high: while the highest mountain
we have on this earth is not much more
than five miles high. On the sides of these
lofty ieaks any desired degree of cisilness
must be attainable; aud they are. mote
over, an indication that, for some unknow n
reason, Venus has cisded off much more
rapidly than our earth.

For the rest, the conditions on the planet
Venus must lie much the same as tion this
earth. The si?e and mass of the two sister
globes are nearly the same, which insures
about the same relative weight of things
there as here. The dark patches that are
seen under the telescope to move across the
face of the planet must be clouds, proving
that the planet has atmosphere and moist
ure, like the earth. The conditions, in
short, are such as justify an v one in holding
the opinion that Venus is inhabited, ami at
any rate nolssly ran prove that it is not
