List Saturday Mr,
Hayes bought tl.o entire s'ock aud fixture,
and although this is one of the best ur
ranged stores in this whole vicinity, it Is
proposed, unless a customer is found for
the whole store lit once, to close it out at
private sale and auction, if necessary,
within the next 00 days.

22d iust. Aliout '.'.IKKl.tSHJ acres of rich
virgin soil are involved. This equals an
area of Ilt'Jo square miles, or a territory
nlsiut two thirds as large as the state of
Connecticut. There uro encamped uhju
tho adjacent Khurjls Isirder at present,
waiting to swoop down upon the coveted
land at noun ou the S'Jd, at least iitl.lHH) peo
pie more prnlmbly than can lie supsirted
by it, for the time'being at least, and by
next Mondnv these numbers will lie more
than doubled.
