Parposess Wil Miart Tt In the Npring
with 00 Rambontliets,

Proparations are now being made by
Hosen Mann of Bratileboro for what might
be terrued & revival of sheep ralding In
Vermont, Mr, Minn owns about 1500
acres of land In West Dowver, extending
from West Dover village to Haystack
motntaln, This land was orlginally owned
by Mr. Mann's father, who began farming
in Wast Dover 50 yoars or more ago.  His
orlglnal larm was mach swaller than the
sresent one, it he kept buylng lamd of
‘Ji! neighbors untl be owned about 1500
neres,

The elder Mann took execllent oare of
his weres, and today they are In & good
Mtate of cultivation, AbLont 000 weres of
this farm comprise a pasture, ahout GO0
more have an abundant growth of timber,
anid the remainiog 200 or SO0 acres nre
mowing land, There Is g good house on
thie farm, nlso sevoral good barns,

For sotie titne Mro Mano has bean aur-
ing as to what plan of carrying ob this
firm woild yield him the most murwr'. and
he has toally decided that the farm s best
wlapted to sheep-raising. In fact he be
lioves it ls one of the fow farms in Ver.
mont that really sre sdapted to ralsing very
Targe il wks of sheep, It is well watered
and ls wbout six miles from the rallroad,

Me, Mann's schema is to stock the farm
in the comning spring with abont 500 head
of sheep, He has spent some time in
studyiog np the question and he belleves
that the Rambouillet breed ls the most de
sirnbile breed to raise.  They are good wool
producers, make good mutton and thrive
in large flocks, A few native sheep will
be mixed with the Ramboulllets aad the
number will be allowed to increase untll it
reaches 1000 or 1500, or whatever number
is desired.

Manning was givan 24 hours In which to
raise funds for the payment of his fines,
but belng unable to do 86 he was takon to
Rutland by Deputy Sheriff F. W. Mol lore
Wednesday afternoon to serve three times
as many days as there were dollars In his
fines in addition to the sentence of 15 days,
Histerm of (mprisonment will be 525 days,
but by good bebavior he may shorten {he
term about three months.

Manning testified that this was not his
first offence. He sald he had sold many
bottles of whiskey in Brattleboro whioh
he had brought over from the brewery,
He lhias a wife and four children whom it Is
expected the town will have to support
during bis imprisonment, but It were bettor
for the town to do this than to allow him
to continue to deal out whiskey ta the

It has not been customary in Brattleb ro
Lo sentence a person to imprisonment fora
first offence, but that matter Is discretion-
ary with the trial justice, and the
state's attarney belloved that this wasa
cage that demanded severe dealing.

Miephen Crossman tricd for the Grand

Since then Crossman's daughter ha
confided to her mother that Crossman ha
committed the crime with which he |
charged. She cannot state the number of
Hmes that the crime was committed, but
she Is positive that It was committed at
least six times and she tells the cirenm-
sances which occurred on each of those
six occasions, If the girl's testimony is
true the case is the worst of its kine that
has eome to the attention of the Brattle-
boro authorities in a long time. The
authorities believe they have evidence to
show that the facls are as the girl states
them.

A warrant for the arrest of Crossman
was issued by State's Attorney H, G, Bar-
ber and was placed in the hands of Deputy
Sherlff MeClure. Mr, MeClure arrested
Crossinan In Hallfax Monday and brought
bim 1o Brattleboro in time for a
Monday evening.
