War in Seuth Africa.

Conflicting Neports Hecelved of Fu-
gagrments-—aMafeking and Vreyburg
Maid to Have SurrenderedesKimbere
ley Surrounded.

Reportsa of ongagements hetween the
Boers and English in South Africa have
been received daily since Friday, bul the
wirea are down and all reports lack con-
firmation, The first story received stated
that the Boers had blown up an armored
train, killing 15 British soldiers, but this
statoment bhas since been denisd, The
Boers have undoubtedly sttacked Mafeking

One report has been reosived that the
water supply has been cut off, and another
that the oity Jhae surreéndered. The Lon
don Mail had a despateh yesterday saving
Veyburg had surrendered, It is known
that the Hoers have surrounded Kimber-
loy, where the greatest dismond mines in
the wor'd are locsted and where the Hrit
ish have a forve of 2000 men, Cecil
Rbodes, ox promior of Cape Colony, 1s sup-
posed to be shut up in Kimberley, and the
Boers are snid to have offered £23,000 for
lim, dead or alive,

A despatch recvived in Londan from
Cape Town Tuesday wtated that 300 Bowrs
and 18 British have been killed in o battle
at Mafeking, Col. Baden-Powell made n
sortis from Mafeking in force and asttacked
the Boers, whu were investing the town.
After fiorce fighting the British carried the
day. From Colesburg came porsistent
reiterations of the report that the Boers
hiave attacked Mafeking, being thrice pe-
pulsed with heavy losses. From other
towns on the border similar reports are re-
ceived. Refugees who arrived Tuesday at
Lorenzo Marques, Portuguese East AT rich,
from the Transveal raported that the Boers
bad been repulsed at Mafoking, sustaining
heavy losses. Several other reports wers
received in regard to fighting near Mafe
king but their accuracy is questioned.

A despatol from Kimborley, dated Mog-
day, says that an armored train while re-
connoitering near Spytfontein enguged the
Boers, killing five and wounding saven.
The British had no losses, The armored
train, with n detachment of the Lancashires,
approached unmolested until within range,
whon the HBoers opened fire. The Maxims
were instantly set to work and did great
execution among the burghers, The lat-
ter also used artillery, but iveffectively.
The armored train returned to Kimberley
unbarmed, The crew of the armored train
snid the Boers fired 13 shells, but not o
singlv shot struck the train.

The Orangs Froe State burghers are npe
parently threateniog to invale Cape Col-
ony, by way of Norvals Pont and Aliwsl
North, both of which are st their mercy, if
they possess artillery. Sulfar as is kuown,
the only Dritish force stationed st Aliwal
North is & detachment of the Royal Berk-
shire regiment. Passbngers arriving from
Johanneshurg Monday were foroed to leave
the train sorth of Norvals Poot and to
muke n dotour theough the veldt, under s
cort, joining the traio farther south. This
i“ underatood to be due to the faet that
the Boers have undermined the line.

It was reported Wednesday that the
Boors were massing their forces in Natal
colony, and that s battle was in progress in
the neighborhood of Ladysmith,

The sisge of Malfeking continuss, and
the reptirt that a white flag bas been dis-
plnym} indloates that the place may have
surrendered to Kruger's forces,

The Quesn has cal out the whole mili-
tary reserve, and au estimate of war ex-
ponses in South Afrion resches $153,000,-
