A racing automobile In charge of
W. C. Baker of Cleveland, Ohio, a
cousin of Henry R, Brown of Brattle-
boro, and a frequent wvisltor In this
town, hecame uncontrollable at the
races on Staten Island last Saturday,
and after rounding a curve made a
leap In the alr, turned in clreles on the
