Tlllman, dled In that clty Monday after- -
noon. It was at ilrst thought that he
had a chance for llfe, but peritonltls

to hlm as u "Har," "scoundrel," "drunk-ard,- "

"crimlnal candldate," etf. It Is
belleved that these attacks prevcnted
Tillman's nomination. Tlllman's father
was a Congressman from South Caro-
lina, and hls unclc Is the well-know- n

Unlted States senator.

De Blowitz, Most Fa'mous Correspond- -

ent, Dead.
De Blowitz, the most famous newspa-pe- r

correspondent in tho world, dled Sun-
day In Paris. He not only wellded great
power through hls writlngs but for years
he alded ln shaplng the course of politi-clan- s

and pollcies, exercising a largo
power ln the affalrs of state. Ho was a
Hebrcw. born in Austrla, 70 years ago,
and for some years wns a teacher ln nt

parts of France. He entcred In
1S71 upon hls carecr as Parls correspond-
ent of the London Times. He was
known to every court and to every sov-erl-

nnd mlnlster of state or diplomat
In Europe; he was the chlef of inter-vlewer- s,

and it would be slmpler to namo
the men of polltlcnl dlstlnctlon he had
not talked with than to namo thoso
whose views he had extracted In famllar
conversatlon and publlshed to the world.
He was born Opper but added de Ulow-It- z

to hls name, which was in full Henrl
Georges Stephane Adolpho Opper de
Ulowltz.

In 1S75 hc exposed an allegcd movc-me- nt

of the German mllltary party for
a second and crushlng invaslon of
France; by hls own account he was call-e- d

on by Blsmark to render this sorvlce.
and hls publlcatlon in the Tlmes nf the
Intentlons of the mllitarists halted tho
schcme, so he held, Ho also clalmcd
the dlstlnctlon of avertlng war, not once.

After a llght lastlng nn hour. durlng
which the fort used only four guns. the
Panther was forced to abandon the
llght and retreated in the dlrection of
Curncoa.

Edward Glenn of the 5th Infantry. who
Is charged with unlawfully kllllng Stven
prisoners of war in Samar. a Spanlard,
who was at one tlme held prisoner by
the Insurgents, testllled that whlle he
was contlned at the hcadnuartcrs of Gen.
I.ukb.in In Samar. In May of 1900, he saw
an Amerlcan prisoner roasted to death.
The Spanlard said stlcks were driven In-- !
to the man's body and he was slowlj
turned over the tlre untll dead. Thc
body was left to be dcvoured by hogs.
He dld not know the man's name but
thought he wns an olllcer. Scveral Am-
erlcan ollleers and men were eaptured or
reported mlsslng In Samar In ltno and the
vlctim Is belleved to have liecn one of
these.
