length of Prospect street, and that a
four-inc- h pipe be lald on practically
all streets on the rest of thc Terraco
where such pipe is not now lald or
where the pipe is found to be badly
choked with rust.

The Myth of the Morgan Horse.
I Woodstock Splrlt of tho Agc

Thcro ncver was a brccd of Morgan
horscs; and thcre arc not any horscs
of tho Morgan bvccd now.
Thcre was dcveloped. about one hun-drc- d

years ago, In New ICngland
chiclly, a rathcr type
of horse. He was not large, but was
well-shape- wlth small hond, largo
chest. clcan action aud tromondous
staininn. Thls type. dcveloped during
the eighteenth ccntury, getting lts
best blood from Arab importation, nnd
lts cndurance from tho hardshlps of
a ploneer civilization, whlch caused a
nutural sclectlon of horscs as well as
mcn. Thls New England type hnd
been In exlstenco for nearly half a
century when Mr. Justin Morgan of
Randolph, Vt., took a vcry good spccl-mc- n

of it nnd tricd to cstnblish a spe-
cial breed. Hls horse dld havo great
popularlty and numerous dcsccnd-ants- ;

but, according to Mr. John Gll- -

mer Speed in tho tho Century Maga- - '

zlnc, they wcrc no difforent from the
type of hciise thcn wcll dcveloped and
widely sprcad through New Ungland.
The Morgan horse was a genoral type,
not a special brccd.

Thls vicw is not llkcly to be popular
in Vermont, and cspcclally ln Wind-
sor county. whero "Justin Morgan"!
did hls best work. According to Mr. j

Allnn W. Thompson. in hls " History
of Windsor County," the Morgan stal-- ,

lion was for two yenrs (170S to 1S00)
ln Woodstock, belng then owncd by
Mr. Wllliam Iticc, one tlme sheriff of
the county. Thcre is some doubt
about this; but It ls quite certain that
hc was in Woodstock in 1S13. Ac-

cording to thc same authorlty " Justin
Morgan " was foalcd in 17S9, and was
thus 24 years old when he was last ln
this town. Sovornl of " Justin Mor- -

gan's " desccndants wcrc kcpt at
Woodstock. notably Woodbury nnd
Woodbury's best sons. Old Glfford and
Old Green Mountain Morgan. So tbat

K'am
uiooii. up to aooui imjU tnc
Morgan horse was very popular in
Vermont, so much so that in the
enstcrn part of thc statc nearly all the
horscs wcrc bcllevcd to have some of
thc original blood.

Mr. Thompson, however, ln hls
pamphlet alrcady referred

to, givcs an incident whlch shows the
indclinltcncss of the type, as well as
of the breed at that tlme. In 1SS2, at
thc second state fair held ln Rutland,
there was the usual grand cavalcade,
and two rivai sets of owncrs were
prcscnt, one wlth thc Black Hawks
and the other wlth the Morgans.
Thcre was. says Mr. Thompson, " a
plaln dlffcrence in the looks, shape,
size, color and travel of tho two
brecds": yet "both sldch called the
Black Hawks Morgans."

Thc Morrill horscs, onco a popular
brccd here, were also called Morgans,
although they were of an essentially
dlffercnt type.

Tbc horsc-histor- of 'castern Ver-
mont shows thnt while for a porlod
of 20 or .10 years everythlng had to
glvo way to Morgans yet during and
aftor thib tlme at lcast half a dozen
now broeds or crosses woro intro-ducc-

such as thc Morrill, the Black
Hawk, Kthan Allcn-Lamber- t. Clay
and Hambletonian, bcsldes mlnor
strnins, such as Blazing Star and
Tally-ho- .

The Morgan type was not suitable
for trotting races, aid about 1S50 it
became unpopular. Various trotting
stralns wcrc Introduced ln lts placo,
and ln tbc last 40 years no serlous
and effective attcmpts havo been mado
to popularlzo the Morgan.

It seems to be prctty well agreed,
both by Mr. Speed and Mr. Thomp-
son, that thc type was crowdcd out
and ls now practically extlnct. It
mny be posslblc to bring It up again;
but the horse is too small for the
cltles, and for coachlng, and it is too
slow for tho track. Its merlt lies in
its valuo as a country road liorse. It
ls the idenl animal for thls stnte, but
the racing passlon of our farmers
klllcd lt and, we fcar, forevor.
