fall, and most of them leglslatures, also.
Elevcn of the states, nccordlng to a tablo
compiled by tho Washington Post e,

Florlda, llllnols, Indlana. Mlssourl,
Montana, North Carollna, utah, Wash-
ington, West Vlrglnla, and Wyomlng
choose tbclr governors for terms of four
years, whlch makes the polltlcal prlzo all
tho moru lmportant. New Jersey will
elect a Bovcrnor for three years, belng
tho only state with a three-ye- ar gubera-torl- al

term. Massachusetts and Rhode
Island will elect a governor for ono year,
belng tho only states with one year terms,
Eight of elghteen states Arkansas. Colo-rad- o,

Connecticut, Idaho, Kansas, Malne,
Mlchlgan, Mlnnesota, Nebraska, New
Ilampshlre. New York, North Dakota,
South Carollna, South Dakota, Tennessee,
Toxas, Vermont nnd Wlsconsln will elect
a governor for two years. Several of tho
large states are among the thlrteen whlch
will hold natlonal and congresslonnl elec
tlons wlthout the addltlonnl stlmulus of
a gubcrnatorial contest. Thcso states aro
Alabama, Callfornla, Georgia, Iowa, Ken-tuck- y,

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A KINEO FISHING TRIP.

The Story of a Red Letter Day of Brat-
tleboro Flshermen at Moosehead Lake.
Thls ontcrtalnlnB necount of the

experlence of a party of Brat-
tleboro flshermen at Moosehead lake
several years ago was contrlbuted to the
Amerlcan Flsh Culturlst by MaJ. F. W.
ChlldH.

lt wob onrly ln Juno when a party of
four Brattleboro enthuslasts nrrlvcd, at
Klnco for their nnnual flshlng trlp of two
weeks. A half dozen fellow sportsmen
prevlous ncqualntances wcre already on
the ground. and of the party of tcn all
but two wero looked upon as oxpcrt fly
flshermen that It. they had long beforo
abandoned Imlt flshlng and had ndvanced
to the polnt whnre they could drop n tnll-tl- v

In n swirl CO feet from their cnnoo ns
graeefully as an old-tlm- e Johu could tap
the leaders of hls

To land a four-poun- d trout with a rod
exceedlng in welght elght ounces was to
Invlto the crltlclsm of thls little party of
thoroURhbred flshermen whose tackle was
of the most attrnctlve assortment, flles of
vnrlous klnds nnd makes, reels of delleate
mechanlsm, multlplylng and nutomatlc,
oxlienslve tnpered llnes of sllk and costly
rods galore.

The weather contlnued cold and forbid-
ding for n week ormore. durlng whlch tlme
crlm old Kntahdln was capped with snow.
Heavy doats wero a necesslty ln addltlon
to macklntoshes, tho latter as a

from freiuent dlpplngs of our
canoes ln rough wnter. We were out
early and mado long days, notwlthstand-In- g

tho weather, returnlng to the hotel
late at nlght with the same dally story
"no flsh," thls from one and nll allke, for
there was no favoritlsm In our luck.

What had become of the flsh, had they
gone out with the lce? (Thls could not
be, for the lce never goes out.of Moose-
head, It Just wastcs away In a nlght.) Or
had they come to the surfaco earller ln
the Benson, when balt flshermen had

ln an unusual slaughter; would
they rlse agaln?

Some of the natlves belleved, or at least
pretended to belleve, that we had come
altogether too late; others that no

would bo had tlll July. nll slgns
nccordlng to the latter conflrmlng such
Judgment. Most of the guldes. how-cvc- r,

checred our hearts with the
"you Just walt a bit, don't fret,

tlu-yi- l come, sure." But the monotony of
castlng all day wlthout a single rlse was
beromlng exceedlngly tlresome even to
roasonably patlent souls.

Flnally, about the elghth mornlng, slx
of us chartered a small steam craft and
with ur canoes lnshed to the ralls, start-e- d

early for the head of the lake. The
mornlng. llke so many beforc It, was cold
and wet. whlle our splrlts were qulte in
harmony with the weather. All expressed
Indifference as Jo where we should put
from the steamer, belng a little averse to
leavlng the warm cabln at all. We dld
east oft, however, near Green Polnt, the
steamer runnlng around, lnto tho bay to
awalt our return for dlnner.
Three hours of perslstent castlng resulted

ln the tnklng of a solltary "laker" for dln-
ner. welKhtng nliout three pounds, and
whlch in sheer desperatlon one of our
party dragged for, In order. ns he ex-

pressed It, "to see If there wero flsh of nny
klnd lcft In the lake and to know what
thoy acted llke," declarlng that the flsh
dld nol blte. but Just froze on to the hook.

Durlng the dlnner hour we debated ns
to whether It would not be better to re-

turn to the hotel wlthout further
to fih. About thl.i tlme thero was

n notable rlft ln the lowerlng clouds, and
by 2 o'clock tho sun came out with chcer-ln- g

warmth. No sooner had Its rays been
rellected on the water than our blrches
were nolselessly turned toward Infrequent
breaks on the mlrrored surfnce. Instantly
nnd alinost before our casts truck the
water. all had their flsh securely hooked,
not one but three to n east, for we used a
hand. mlddlo nnd drop fly at flrst and un-t- ll

we had falrly tired of landlng three
at a east, and now declded to use only the
tall-ll- the klnd or quallty maklng no
dlfference to the flsh.

Slinultaneously with the sun came a
world of black tlles whlch llterally covcred
the water, and In less tlme than It takes
to relate thls story the whole surface, ln
every dlrectlon nnd out Into the lake as
far as one could see was Just allve with
Jumplng, splashlng flsh, oxposlng their
ongth ln their evident eagerness to Rrab

the swarmlng black flles whlch nature.
seemlngly, had provlded as the flrst feast
of the peason.

Four hours of unprecedentcd sport; who
had ever before seen Its llke?

party of Boston flshermen camo down
the lake about sundown. leisurely paddling
whlle watching tho sportlng flsh on everj'
hand, having, llke ourselves. had their
tlll of pleasure, and nll told of the same
marvelous experlence. Everybody had
flsh, loads of them. nll squarc-talle- d trout,
with but few fork-tall- nnd such mon-ster- s,

welghlng, as they dld, from one to
four pounds oach, and what was more
HUiprisIng, they wero all plump, fat and
handsome.

Weary from lncessant castlng, though
with much reluctance, our canoes wcre re- -
lashcd to the steamer, whlch slowiy
moved homewnrd whlle we wntched
throuRh the twillght the leaplng trout.
whlch a plece of bnrk or n stlck tossed on
the water was sufllelent to entlce a dozen
or more hungry mouths toward tho object
with a resounulng splash.

lt was, Indeed, a slght never to be for- -
gotten, and the days catch of 240
pounds, as recorded on my rubber blanket.
We were not surprlsed 011 returnlng to the
hotel to lcarn that the guests, one nnd all,
had enjoyed slmllar sport at dllterent
polnts about tho lake, thus showlng the
great lake to bo llterally teemlng with
trout, a fact whlch many were Incllned to
dlscredlt tlll now.

Our hospitable landlord, Capt. Dennlng,
sald that In all hls experlence about the
lake, ho had never wltnesscd the llke be
fore.

Tho next day we hoped to repeat the
sport, but strange to say our expectatlons
were turned to dlsappolntment, for we
had a very few strikes, nnd whlle we re
malncd at Klneo n weqk or so longer we
had very ordlnary luck.

The flsh had como and gone, prouauly
to tho bottom of the lake, to be lured
latcr in tho season by "pork sllngers"
mther than by the artlflclal and seduc- -
tlve brown hackle.

Thls proved to bo the most extraordl
nary exhibltlon of squaro-talle- d trout In
my experlence, nnd I have whipped some
mlghty good preserves ln tho wllda of
Malne nnd Canada,

Flshermen, llke other mortals, some-tlm- es

enjoy belng pralsed for their sklll
nnd for landlng the blggest flsh.

Somehow, unconsclously, of course, there
had sprung up nmong ourselves ln
nll these years of nssoclatlon a good ed

rlvalry, resultlng ln the dally welgh- -
lnc of our blggest flsh.

One especlally plump trout was welghed
several tlmes the nlght of the "blg catch,"
hls welght belng out of all proportlon to
hls length. Nobody would have selected
that partlcular flsh from the rest as tho
hcavlcst, yet lt was a fact he outw-eighe-

the largest one, notwithstandlng a llnger- -
lng suspicion thnt there was somethlng
wrong about thls short but heavy specl
men. Thls flsh was flnally selected, with
four or llve other benutles, for shlpment
home. They were constgned to the Estey
Organ flrm as trophles of our remarkable
catch. The Junlor members, very natur
ally, allotted tho hcavlcst flsh to the
senlor member, Deacon Estey, who, on
contemplntlng Its welght, concluded he
could safely lnvltu to hls feast one or

two of hls nelchbors known to bo partlo- -
ularly fond of trout.

A week or so after our return to
Brattleboro, the good Deacon Estey, with
chnrncterlstlc humor, nfter two or threo
ntroductory nhems: slded up to ono of

our flshermen to Imiulte If
trout ever ntc stones. "Why?" nsked tho
puzzled llshcrmun. "Oh, nothlng,"

the Denron, "only my nelghbors nro
not possessed with the bost dlgestions,
nnd had you snnt me more trout nnd less
rocks I thlnk, pcrhaps, their appetltes
would have been better satlsfled, and thcn
we mlght have been savcd n little em- -
barrnssmont. you know. ln not having
flsh enough to go round."

The next year when the party started
for Moosehead, Dpacon Estey was very
partlcular to send hls regards to that chap
who had stuffed hls trout with atones.

Strange to say, but one member of the
party and hls Indlnn guldo ever knew Just
how thnt flsh becamo possessed of those
stones whlch contrlbuted so much to lts
overwelght.

DEATH OF C. P. G1LSON.

Cnlvln P. Gllson, the voteran auctloneer
nnd horse dealcr, dled of heart dlsense at
almost exactly noon yesterday, at hla
home on Plensant street, after a long
and severe lllness whlch termlnated ln a
shock. For about three years he had been
n 111 health, although able to ofllclate at

auctlons. On Jnn. 2S, last, hls condltlon
rcached that polnt where he was obllged
to rcmaln at home, and on only one day
after that was ho able to rlde to Maln
treet. He had been conflned to hi3 bed

seven weeks.
Mr. Gllson was C4 years old. He waa

born In Spofford, N. II., (Chesterfleld)
Oct. 5,1839, and was a son of Prescott W.
and Uranla M. (Streeter) Gllson. "Hls

was the flrat blacksmlth
In Chesterfleld, and hls grandfather nnd
father followcd the ancestral trade. Cal-vl- n

P. Gllson was the last survlvor of
hls father's famlly. Ile recclvcd hls early
eductlon ln the common schools of Ches
terfleld and Wnlpole and at the ago of

7 years he began peddllng on foot and
afterwards ran a tln peddlcrs cart. stlll
later travcllng for a chemical housc ln
New York.

When he was 22 years old ho enllsted
May 11, 1861. with the rank of orderly ser-gc-

ln Company F, Elghtecnth Regl-mcn- t,

Massachusetts Volunteer Infantry,
n nlne-mont- regiment, nnd was sent to
Washington, D. C, flrst advanced'to Ball'a
Bluff, then to Malvern Hlll and the Seven
Days' battle. He was dlscharged, cnme
home and Aug 22, 1SC2, In
Company F, Fourteenth New Ilampshlre
Regiment, as a musiclan. After a winter
in Poolsvllle, Md., he was sent to the De
partment of the Gulf. served at Kcy West
and New Orleans, was on detachment ser- -

lco on the road between New Orleans
and Lake Portchartraln as Inspectlng of- -
ficer, afterward partlclpatlng ln the bat-tl- es

of Deep Bottom and Bermuda Hun- -
dred, and In the slege of Petersburg. The
regiment then Jolned Sheridan s forces in
tho Shenandoah valley and took part ln
the battles of Berryvllle and Wlnchester,
the latter belng the scene of Sheridan s
famous rlde. lt then formed a part of
Sherman's army ln Its fnmous march to
the sea nnd connected with the column
whlch marched by way of Augusta, Ga.,
and thence to Savannah. Sergeant Gllson
had charge of the squad engaged In the
pursult of Presldent Jefferson Davis of
the southern confederacy. The reBlmcnt
afterward wcnt to Savannah, and was dls-
charged there, belng mustered out July
25, 1S65.

Three years later Mr. Gllson opened a
grocery store ln est Chesterfleld and
also established a sales stable for horses
whlch afterwards was widely known as

Gllson s Horse Mart. He sometlmes
handled as many as 600 horses a year,
most of them comlng from northern New
Y'ork and Canada. ln September, 1SS0,
he moved to Putney and was associated
with the late Dcnnlson Davis In the horse
business, also conductlng a hotel whero
F. L. Plerce now llves. In March, 1SS3,
he returned to hls mart ln West Chesterf-
leld, now the property of W. B. Allen,
where he rcmalued untll 1S89, when he
and hls Llveryman Henry R.
Brown of Brattleboro, bought the Stevens
property on Elllot street and erected a
carrlage reposltory and othcr bulldlngs.
He rellred from the horse business llve
years ago, leaslng the Elllot street stable
to G. E. Gilman. Mr. Gilman bought the
stable a year ago last Aprll. Mr. Gll-
son contlnued to llve In West Chesterfleld
untll 1S97, when he bullt the house on
Pleasant street whlch he occupled untll
hls death.

Mr. Gllson was at one tlme a member
of tho Great Western Horse company. He
flgured promlnently ln maklng Spofford
lake a popular summer resort, nnd bullt
the road from Ware's to Plno Grove
Springs, whlch Is a tnounmcnt to hls
memory. He owned tho Granltc cottago
and Dew Drop Inn, nnd conducted an lco
business, supplyinR many cottages. Ile
dealt in real estate to some extent, both
in Vermont ar.d New Ilampshlre. and
acquired a reputatlon as a dealer ln

furniture. ln Chesterfleld he fllled
the olllces of road commlssloner, select-mn- n,

oversecr of the poor and somo
mlnor offlces.

For two years Mr. Gllson was presldent
of the Fourteenth Regiment Veteran ns
soclatlon of New Hampshlre, reslgnlng
that ofllce a year ago. Ile was greatly

in nll matters pertalnlng to the
Grand Army, and two reunlons of vet- -
erans wero held nt hls home ln
West Chesterfleld. He was a member of
Phll Sheridan post, of Hinsdale, N. II.,
Golden Rule lodge, F. & A. M., of Putney,
and Fort Dummer chapter, Royal Arch
Mnsons, and Beauseant commandery,
Knlghts Templar, of Brattleboro.

Mr. Gllson married, March 27, 1S67, Ann
E. Streeter, dnughter of Capt. Clark
Streeter of Chesterfleld. She dled ln Brat-
tleboro Fcb. 7, 1901. Their threo chlldren
nre Mlss Mary A. Gllson, who has llved
with her father, Annle M., wife
of Llveryman II. R. Brown of Brat
tleboro and Fred C. Gllson of St. Jnhns- -
bury, travellng salesman for Dunlvam
Brothera of Brattleboro.

Although a man of mnny business nc- -
tivltles Mr. Gllson enjoyed most hls nuc- -
tloneerlng business, and ln thls he was
known throughout a large part of New
England. When tho horse business was
nt Its best he was employed at regular In- -
tervals to conduct sales at large stables
ln Sprlngfleld nnd Greenfleld, Mass.,
Thompsonvllle nnd Waterbury, Conn., and
other places. It ls sald that he was the
flrst auctloneer ln Vermont to sell horses
by the car-loa- d lot,

Mr. Gllson was open-heartc- d and Ben-ero-

of nature, and he wlll be held ln
klnd remembranco as well by hls old army
comrades as among the wide ncqualn-
tances whlch he made ln hls varlous busi-
ness rclatlons.

The funernl wlll be held ln tho Unlver-sall- st

church at 2 o'clock Sunday, Rcv.
R. IC Marvln, pastor of tho church, and
Rev. F. H. Buffum of Wlnchester, a mem-
ber of Mr. Gllson's company, omclating.
Beauseant Commandery, Knlghts Tem-
plar, also wlll partlclpate ln tho servlce.
In nccordance with Mr. Gllson's expressed
wlsh an Invltatlon is extcnded to nll old
snldlers to attend. The burlal wlll be In
West Chesterfleld.
