MARY ROGERS MU8T HANG.

Justice Peckham Says There Is No Fed-

eral Question In Case Gov. Bell Says
Law Must Take Its Course.
Judge Rufus W. Peckham of tho United

States supremo court, at Albany Friday
declined to grant a writ of error which
would allow the case of Mrs. Mary Rogers
to go to the United States supreme court.
Application was made by Attorney Butler
of Rutland.

Mr. Butl6r argued that thcro was a
federal question Involved from tho fact
tho Vermont laws provided no means for
a rotrlal of "Mrs. Rogers upon tho newly
discovered evidence. Tho highest court
of tho stato had refused a now trial and
sinco the legislature which nlone has
tho power to pardon will not meet until
October, 190C, tho only recourse Is to
tho United States courts, lie held that
the state Court should not havo fixed
the dato of execution until after tho next
mooting of tho legislature.

In refusing a writ of error Judgo Peck-
ham said: "It would be trifling with the
administration of tho federal courts to
presume to grant a writ of error upon
theso allegations. There Is nothing to
support tho pretense of a federal question
nor tho allegations that tho stato consti-
tution and tho 14th amendmont have been
violated. Tho misfortune of your client
is that she has become convicted In tho
state court

Mr. Butler said after tho decision was
rendered that the only hope that remain-
ed for Mrs. Rogers now was a further re-
prieve from tho governor and her attor-
neys would. Immediately apply for such a
stay. If not granted she will bo executed
June 23 when tho present reprieve

Tho now evidence referred to ho ex-
plained was the alleged discovery that
Rogers had a fracture of tho skull which
his wife could not possibly have Inflicted,
also that a physician's testimony showed
Mrs. Rogers was Insane.

Gov. Bell, when Interviewed in Middle-bur- y

after Justice Peckham's decision
was announced, said: "My stand In the
Rogers case is precisely the samo y

as when I first reprieved Mrs. Rogers.
Under law I was obliged to grant a
second reprieve. Now that a writ of
error has been denied", the law must take
Its course."

Mr. Butler, when questioned at Rutland,
said there were legal questions Involved
In the case which might bo brought up,
but ho did not know whether it was the
Intention of Mr. Moloney or Mr. Senter
to carry the matter further.

Mrs. Rogers' second reprieve was to
Friday, June 23, and It seems probable
now that she will be executed on that
date.

William Caulstone, proprietor of tho
Colburn House at Manchester Centre, lias
been placed under J1000 bonds for alleged
violation of the liquor law.

George F. Blxby, a native of Vermont,
who was editor and proprietor of the
Plattsburg, N. Y., Republican more than
30 years, died in that city Saturday.

Tho alumni association of Derby
academy, under .the lead of O. Silver
of Boston, has started a movement to
raise J1000 which shall be known as a
loyalty fund.

Senator Dillingham says tho policy of
tho administration Is to place, tho smaller
post olftces under civil sen-ic- rule,' and
that as a rule changes for cause only
will be made.

J. S. Carder of Rutland was
unanimously elected president of tho In-

J. W. De Rohn, who conducted the
Cambridge Mercantile company In Bur-
lington a short time, has disappeared,
and It is alleged that he took with him
several hundred dollars which ho had
collected from merchants of tho city.

Tho station of tho Delaware & Hudson
Railroad company nt West Rutland was
burned early Tuesday morning, causing
a loss of J5000. J. H. Lnney, the station
ngent, believes tho safe containing J25
to J40 was broken open and tho building
set on fire to hide evidences of the crime.

Charles Murphy, 24, of Bennington was
arrested Friday In Hooslck Foils, X. Y
charged with stealing a horse of Dr.
H. J. Vrooman of North Adams. He
unhitched tho horso, which was standing
on the street, and drove away with It in
broad daylight. He had been drinking
heavily. He fought fiercely witli the
officers when arrested. Ho was held for
trial In tho sum of $500.

Rev. Rufus C, Flagg has recently ac-
cepted a call from Berlin, N, H., to thepastorate of tho Congregational church
in Newport. Mr. Flags is a native of
Hubbardton, a graduate of Mtddlebury
college and for several years filled a pas-
torate In Fair Haven. Ho was at Wells
River three years and then was called
to the presidency of Rlpon college In
Wisconsin, where he was obliged to give
up his arduous duties In 1901 on account
of 111 health.

The interstato commerce commission
has rendered a decision In the caso of the
Capital City Gas company of Montpeller,
against tho Central Vermont Railway
company and the Rutland Railroad com-
pany, In favor of tho complainant Ac-
cording to the records In this case, the
carriers made a Joint rate of 90 cents
per ton on bituminous coal from Norwood,
N. Y to Montpeller, Vt., when Intended
for "railroad supply," and a combination
rate of $1.85 per ton which applied on
such coal carried between tho samo points
and used for manufacturing or other in-

dustrial or domestic uses. These rates
are held by tho commission to constitute
unlawful discrimination.

E. G. Bacon's largo saw mill at Sun-
derland on the main lino of the Rutland
railroad was burned recently, the fire
probably starting from a spark lrom a
locomotive. Tho loss is $7000 to $10,000,
with no Insurance.

Dr. E. P. Bigeiow, 39, a well known
physician of Wolcott, and a prominent
citizen of that place, died Monday night
of tuberculosis at the home of his parents
In Stowe. Dr. Blgelow was a graduate of
the medical department of the University
of Vermont In tho class of '97.

Tho story comes from Thctford, a sta-
tion on the Passumpelo railroad, that a
deer sprang from a thicket as a freight
train was passing through a strip of
woods In that town on Monday, landing
on a flat car and falling between the car
and caboose, breaking Its neck.

William II. Davis, pastor of the Elliott
Congregational church of Newton, Mass.,
died recently In Clifton Springs, NT.

Ho was born In Chelsea, Vt, In 1851. Ho
was a trustee of Dartmouth college and
a member of the prudential committee of
tho American board of missions.

"Edward Clark of Montpeller, a "trusty,"
escaped from the stato prison at Wind-
sor Saturday while employed In painting
tho warden's house. He was committed
to prison In October, 1903, from Mont-
peller to serve a ten years' sentenco for
assault on a woman. His good behavior
earned him the privilege of working out-
side tho prison buildings. He disap-
peared about 2 o'clock. Some of tho
ofllcers thought thnt he drowned himself
in Runnymede lake, but tho waters were
dragged without result Clark Is 55 years
old nnd was dressed In striped prison
clothes when ho disappeared.

LAKE MEMPH REM AGOG.

The "Loch Lomond" of America.
Lake Memphremngog, In Northern Ver-

THE LETTER'BOX.

No words could convey an adequate

Idea of tho atmosphere of peace which
enveloped tho country priest of whom I
am to write. His parish was small, fairly
moral, comfortably off, and accustomed
to tho ways of tho old curato who had
presided over It for thirty years.

His back was bent, his face
wrinkled, ono of his littlo gray eyes was
sightless behind his great round glasses,
and one ear was so deaf that he had to
turn about and present tho other when
any ono addressed him on the wrong side.

It was not ho who ato tho fruits of his
orchard; lawless urchins stole their Bhare,
and the birds took theirs. Blackbirds
feasted thcro tho year round, singing their
loudest In payment; orioles, birds of pas-
sage, assisted them during the weeks of
greatest abundance; sparrows clamored
for their rights, and tomtits a prolific,
greedy species clung, back downwards,
to the branches, turning, climbing, peck-
ing a grape here and a pear there gen-
uine marauders, offering as a recompense
their cries, shrill as the rasping of a saw.

Old age had made the priest indulgent
even to them. "Brutes never correct
their faults," he said; "If I were to con-
demn them on that account, how many of
my parishioners should I not havo to con-
demn for the same reason!" He content-
ed himself, therefore, with clapping his
hands on entering his garden, so as not
to have to bo the witness of two out-
rageous depredations.

There would then bo a general upris-
ing of wings, ns If all the blossoms
around, broken oft by a strong wind, had
begun to fly gray, white, yellow, and red.
Peace followed for five minutes. But the
sllenco was so great In this little village,
where no sound of Industry or traffic was
heard, that If the repentance of these
feathered vandals had continued the
abbe would surely havo fallen asleep over
his breviary.

Fortunately, tho return was prompt; a
bold sparrow would lead the way, follow-
ed by a blue Jay, and soon the whole
band of robbers were again at work. The
abbe could then pass and repass, open
and close his book, muttering, "They will
not leave a thing this year;" It made no
difference; not a bird paid the slightest
attention to him.

Birds know very well that those who
are In sympaUiy with them will show
themselves indulgent Every spring they
nested arbund the rectory in greater num-
bers than anywhere else. Tho best places
were all quickly taken hollows In tho
trees, holes In the walls, three-branch-

forks In the apple and pear trees; and
one could even seo brown bills like sword-poln- ts

protruding from bunches of hay
filling every available spot on the roof.

Ono year, every desirable place being
occupied, I suppose, a tomtit spied the
slit under the slanting board covering tho
letter-bo- x placed at the right of the en-
trance to the presbytery. It slipped in-
side, came out apparently satisfied with
the results of the exploration, and at
once set about building a nest in the
newly discovered region, forgetting noth-
ing that would make It warm feathers,
wool, hair, and even bits of lichens from
the old trees.

One morning Phllomene, the house-
keeper, rushed angrily out Into the gar-
den, with a paper in her hands. She
met the curate strolling nlong under an
archway of laurel-tree- s.

"Look at this paper, monsieur! See
how dirty it Is! They are a pretty lot!"

"Who, Phliomepe!"
"Why, those miserable birds you allow

The priest began to laugh, like a grand-
father when he Is told of the pranks of
a favorite grandchild.

plied. "Nothing else would devise sucha scheme. Above all, don't meddle with
it, Phllomene."

"No danger of that; It Isn't such a
beautiful object!" replied the old woman,
disdainfully.

The abbe hastened away across thegarden, through the house, down the
walk to the gateway which shut In the
presbytery, and, with a careful hand,
half opened the box, which would have
held tho annual correspondence of the
whole village.
