The training school was established
soon after tho dedication of the hospltnl,
and ns applications were made favorable
novices wore accepted on two months' pro-

bation. Out of 55 applications nine have
been received as pupil nurses.

Miss Barrett's report gives the require-
ments for admission to the training
school, which may be had by addressing
the "Superintendent of Nurses of tho
Training School." It also gives the gen-

eral plan 'of Instruction for each of the
three years which constitute a course.

In the latter of her report Miss
Barrett saysr "Tho hospital work done
this year has far exceeded our expecta-
tions for an institution In Its Infancy, and
It Is hoped that it has thus met and dis-
charged Its obligations to tho community
in satisfactory way. It has certainly
been the constant aim tho management
to so conduct Its affairs as to win for the
hospital the approval, the respect, the
esteem and friendship all. Without
this it would Indeed be cold and cheer-
less place In which to minister to the
sick, and its mission would inevitably
prove dismal failure."

The hospital was built out of the in-

come of tho Thompson trust, and at Its
completion Brattleboro's account had been
overdrawn. Tho trustees declined to fur-
nish any money for the running exxpenscs
of the hospital until the deficit Incurred
In building the hospital had been cleared
up. For this reason the funds for current
expenses were borrowed for some months
after the hospital was opened. This ac-
counts for the loan entered above.

MR. CROWELL'S OFFER

States Terms on Which He Will

Sell Water System

Some Facts to Be Taken Into Considera-

tion In Fixing Value All He Wants Is

a "Square Deal,"
Brattleboro, Dec. 13, 1905.

Wm. II. Vinton, Esq.,
Chairman Water Committee.

Dear Sir: In response to a request of
your commttteo for Information concern-
ing tho proceedings and plans of tho
Chestnut Hill Reservoir company and
Sunset Lake Water company In regard
to the enlargement and completion of tho
present wntei1 works system, I beg leavo
to submit tho following statement;

Without taking tho time or space to re-
hearse tho action of the village on the
water question some twelve years ago, It
will suffice to say that the practically
unanimous voto of tho vitiligo ndoptlng
tho report of their engineer, which car-
ried with It a recommendation to use the
wivtcr of Stlckney brook ns an additional
supply, together with tho voto empower-
ing tho bailiffs to arrange with our com-lan- y

for nn enlarged and continued wa-
ter service which nrrangement was sub-
sequently completed mado It obligatory
on our part to carry out tho purport of
their vote and this recommendation and
furnish this nddltlonnl supply whenever
It should bo needed.

To this end we employed our engineer
tho following summer to make various
surveys to ascertain the most feasible
way to bring the water of the brook Into
our reservoir or mains and have followed
up tho work from time to time ever since
then. To facilitate the work and help to
flnanco the undertaking a now company,
called tho Sunset Ixiko Water company,
was chartered, and the work of obtaining
the necessary land and water rights nnd
privileges commenced several yoars ngo

has now been completed. Tho needed
rights on Stlckney brook. Sunset lake
and around to Pleas-an- t Volley brook
have all been secured and tho work of
bringing tho water of Stlckney brook
into our vlllngo is well under way.

In addition to this increased water sup-
ply, our plan includes extensive and Im-

portant changes in the present pipe lines
throughout the village during tho coming
season, which with a 01,000,000 gallon
reservoir In Pleasant Valley, connected
with the presont system by n pipe
through West Brattleboro nnd Western
avenue, will give nn

water works system complete In all
Its details and satisfactory In every re-
spect.

When tho work Is completed and the
efficiency of the system has been proved,
if the town or vlllngo wants to buy tho
property It will Ik for sale at a fair price,
subject to the following conditions and
guarantees: 1st. Wnter In quality to bo
approved by the state lonrd of health.
Id. Water In quantity to bo ample for all
tho needs of tho two villages nnd Inter-
vening territory for fire protection ana
domestic service for the present nnd a
reasonable future. 3d. Tho water pres-
sure for hydrant service to lw approved
by tho chief engineer nnd nt least a ma-
jority of the board of bailiffs and the lire
department. 4th. In the event of a disa-
greement as to the price we will agree to
submit the same to a court's commis-
sion and abide by Its decision.

A considerable portion of tho commit-
tee's report was given to Uio considera-
tion of the present system as n possible
purchase by the village, and various
criticisms were made regarding Its eff-
iciency and vnluo ns a nucleus for a
larger and more complete system, nnd
quito n large amount of discussion has
been brought out over this phase of the
situation. Now this Imno of contention"
can Just as well be dropped now as at
any other time, for there Is not tho most
remote possibility of the town or vlllnge
buying the water works In their present
incomplete condition.

It is n difficult matter to fix a price
upon nny unfinished property that would
bo satisfactory to the buyer and at the
same time Just to tho seller, while in this
case so many factors would enter Into n
fair and equitable adjustment of Its pres-
ent worth that it would bo practically
Impossible to fix a price that would be
mutually satisfactory. To mention only
ono of many, complaint Is mode that the
present pipes are too small nnd must be
replaced and consequently their value Is
much Impaired, and that the purchaser
should not bo asked to pay for the mis-
takes made during tho establishment of
tho works. Now we claim that If tho
village had built water works at the
time this system was put In tho samo
mistake of too small pipes would have
been made, as It was made by nearly or
quito every town or city which built
water works about that time, nnd there
is no good reason for supposing that
Brattleboro would have been nn excep-
tion.

Indeed, the commltteo Itself admits this,
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but says substantially: "Oh, that's our
good luck. Wo havo the experience nnd
the other fellow hns paid for it and the
incident Is closed." Wo don't think It Is,
but believe that this ns well na other
circumstances and conditions should have
a bearing on the value of the plant, aside
from tho baro cost of the serviceable Iron
in the ground, and so wo do not wish to
name any price and do not expect to bo
able to accept any that would tie made
on tho basis of tho committee's report.

Nevertheless, If the village or town Is
desirous of taking tho works In their
present state wo won't stand In tho way,
but will leave It to a court's commission
to fix tho price on condition that both
parties ngree to abide by Its decision.

A word ns to water rates. Tho commlt-
teo has made out a list of 29 water com-,!anl- es

out of some 29D0 or more equally
accessible whoso rates aro less than
those of our comixiny. Now It would bo
nn easy matter to make a list of several
hundred compnnles whoso rates are In ex-
cess of those of the Chestnut Hill Reser-
voir company, but neither list would bo
of any vnluo whatever In determining
what would be a fair rate for water ser-
vice In Brattleboro,

In nil the towns and cities given In the
committee's list, and In nearly every
other plnco of nny considerable size, prac-
tically all tho )Hipulatlon on tho pipe
lines are served by the public water sup-
ply, while In our town more than half aro
supplied wholly, or In jnrt, by tho va-
rious smaller aqueduct companies, wells,
cisterns or prlvnto springs, a condition
whlqh probably does not exist In nny
other community having public water
works, but which would continue to exist
hero whoever owned tho works, and this
Is a fnetor which enters very largely Into
nn cqultnble arrangement of rates and to-

tally eliminates all fairness from the
comparisons made by tho commlttii?,
Tho peculiar circumstances nnd condi-
tions of any community should and do
determine Its rates of taxation, insurance,
wnter and gas supply and nil other mat-
ters of public or prlvnto Interest.

It hns been our Intention from tho first
to make some changes In the rates upon
tho completion of tho works, nnd this
vrc still expect to be able to do to what
extent will depend upon the relative
proportion of Income and expense. We
shall bo satisfied with a fair return from
tho investment, nnd, to sum up tho whole
matter, all we ask and all we want Is "a
squato deal."
