Mra, Mary Rogers pald on the gallows
nt Windsor Friday afternoon (he sxtreimt
pennity of the law for the murder of her
husband, Marcus Hogers, at Bennington
the night of August 13, 1002

All of the ovents leading up t? the hm.!r
of the execution, Including Gov. Hell's
finnl refusal, at thoe request of Mre,
Rogers's nltorneys, to grant another re-
prieve, were recorded in The Phanix last
weelk, and the announcement conoerning
tho execution itself appeared In all edi-
tions of this paper {ssued after 1.45.

The drop fell at 1,13 and the woman was
pronounced dead at 1.274 o'clock,

The exceution was without Incldent un-
usunl In such sombre scenen mave for un:
fact that the victim was a womin s
that the appearance of pitiful helpless-
neas, hopelessness, and despalr, always
characteriatic of the poor wreteh that
figures as principal in the trugedy, was In
this Instance Inexpressibly intensified as
strong men hurried this woak and falter-
Ing woman to her denth.

This was the first execution in the state
in 14 yeara and Mra. Rogers was the tl:lnd
woman to be hanged In the history of Ver-

ont,
mhhcut 1030 o'clock Friday fdrenoon
Mrs. Rogers dressed hersell with eare
in the clothes she was to WoAr on the
sonffold and went down to the aitting
room to awnlt the coall to her doeath,
She had arrayed herself in & plain black
dress, tumover collar, and wore some
Jewelry, nsking that nhe might be buried
in the gnrments she wore. The death
warrant was not read agnin as it was oon-
sldered that the reading last February
was guffclont.

Bafore leaving her cell for the execution
Father C, €. Deluny, as the spiritunl ad-

viser of Mra. Rogers, recited pravers for
the dying.
At 16 o'clotk Deputy Sheriffa Ro-

malne A Bpafford of White River June-
tion, J. H. Kinilry of Windsor, P. C. Tink-
him of Roohester, and Henry A. Bond of
Chester, enterdd the room to escort her to
the woaffold. The condemned woman wont
to the soaffold with great composure. The
only remoatk she made on the way was
to hand her glassea o Deputy Sherift
Kiniry, nsking him to send them to her
slster.

Awaniting the party. on the scaffold, were
Deputy Bheriffa Angus MacAulay of Wil-
der, E. A, Thomas of Woodstock and
James McDermott of Tyson, Deputles
Kiniry and McDermott tied the woman's
hands In front and tled sirips around her
legn outside of her dress. Bhe was then
led to the trap at 1.10% o'clock. A large
bianck sack Iying open on the trap was
quickly brought up about her body and
tightened around her neek. Whon asked
It she had any fAnal statement (o make
she shook her hend. Her behavior on the
scaffold was calm and eollected, mlthough
Ahe was pale. Her eyes were closed, and
occasionally ahe molstened her lips. AL 112
o'clock Deputy Sheriff Spafford adjusted
the noose, In another minute the black cap
was drawn over her head, and at 113
o'clock Depuly Sheriff MacAuley sprung
the trap. The woman foll slx feel and her
neck was broken. For two or three min-
utes after the fall a few convulalve
twitches were notlced and then the body
hung rigidly at the end of the rope,

Al 1L.27T% o'clock Dra. Dean Richmond,
the prison physician, and O. W. Daley of
White River Junetion, pronounced her
dead.

Under the provisions of the stalutes
Sheriff Henry H. Peck, of Hartford, wus
ox-oflicio execulloner. As an malter of
fact, howaver, owing to the sherlff's recent
soverg lilness, he did not take any part
whatever In the hanging Itself, but wam
pregent In the prison and guarded the
door to the executlon room.

Among tho wilnesaos at the foot of the
senffold were the 12 legal witnessea, (he
physiclans, the deputy sherifftu, the prison
efficlals, Charles A, McCarthy, counsel for
Mrn. Rogers, and the milliary guard. The
statute roquires that 12 porsons shall be
present at the executlon to witness and
cortify that the mentence of the law his
been duly earrled out,

As soon as the body was cut down It
was placed In the coffin and removed from
the scene and the prison emploves o
once began to ke down the gullows.

By agresmoent between Gov, Bell, Shorlfr
Peck, nnd Bupt. Lovell, Frank L. Greete
af the Bt Albans Messenger and Frank
K. Howe of the Bennington Banner, repte-
senting the Vermont press, uand Frank
Clark of Windsor, the local correspondent
of the Assoclated Press, wore admitled
to the prison Priday morning. They fur-
nlahed the following officlal account of
Mra. Rogers's last dayn by the prison au-
thoritles, The death watoh began Nov,
2% when Mrs. Rogers was placed in sall-
tary confinement In a oell on the south-
wieat corner of the women's department
on-the third floor of the main bullding,
or over the guard room. The death watch
conalsted of Mr. and Mrs. M. H. Loukes,
of the prison staff who have passed every
hour of the day and nlght with Mres
Rogors except for an occanlann) brief re-
lief by some other prison official

Thin room has contalned two beds, our-
talned off from ench other and here Mrs,
Rogers und her death wateh have slept
nlght after night and here too on a amall
table they have enten regularly together,
The windows over-loaking the prison yard
are painted so that the Inmutes of the
room have haid absalutely no opportunity
1o see out af IL  The only visitors (o the
donth cell alnce solitary confinement be-
knn woere Bupt. Lovell, Warden Palmer,
Miss 8, J. Durkee, the matron, ilie prison
chaplaln, Rev. Willlam H Hiyhes,
Rev. Futher . Q, Pelany, nnd
the' four year old girl, Marguerite, the
daughter of Mr. and M. Loukes, who has
from time to time beon Mis, Mogers's
companion and helped to divert her mind
by her childish prattie,

Mrs. Rogers had been in good
spirits all the time, caonsldering, of courme,
what might have been pasiing In her
mind In anticipation of the hour of oexecu-
tlon. Bhe had visited with the death
wilch but had talked but llitle of her
case excepl when Bupt, Lovell was pros-
ent. 8he had ocoupled her time to Ereat
extent In erocheting Ince for aprons (o
be sent to relatives and persong who had
Bent money to her. Hhie had written a
few-letters 1o relatives nnd sympathising
persons, but she hnd not written any
muessages for any newsapapers nor had she
recelved any messiges from ANy nows-
papera and all reports to Lhe contrary are
false, Bhe had nover lomst hope that in
some way her Wfe might be spared and
even Friday moming appeared to retaln
fome falnt ldea that at the last moment
something might Interpose to mave. The
Enllows was ercoted Thursday but every
precaution was taken to mufe the sounds
of the hiummer and no intimation what-
over that the work was In progross reach-
&l Mrs. Rogers's cell. Even the death
watch did not know about §t Mrs,
Rogers, bowever, was curlous and Kopt In-
fuiring through the day If the gullows
wan belng made ready, Finally, toward
night, Miss Durkee, the matron, told her
that It was,

Friday morming Rev, Father Lo v
Delany of the Roman Catholie ohurch at

Rogers and guve her aplritua) cansolation
In the afternoon Rev. Willlam F. Hayes,
the prison cluplaln, vislted her eell and
tead the Beriplures and prayed with her
und after ha went away Mrs Rogers joln-
vl with Mr. and Mra Loukes In winging
hymna, Mra. Ttogern asked for the viait
af the clorgymen and appeared to belleve
that her sins weore fargiven and st whe
would be saved Bhe had not confossed
her erime directly nnd powitively nor had
shie explicitly dented 1. Indesd, she had
siid little aboot It lately. She mald she
did not conslder It bLruve o B0 10 the
senflold and make a confemsion and that
it would not do her any good to tell what
other people had done. When she allowed
herself to dwell upon the ordenl of Friday
sl appenred (0 he making every effort
to go to her fate Lravely and with firm-
ness. The usual talk has been ourrent of
course  bout some Kind of an oplate belng
Administered (o her to deaden her nenul-
bllities, but It is unqualifiedly faise. Mirs,
Rogers dld not drink even coffes or tea,
but contented herpelf solely with cold
water.

Bupt. Lovell vislted Mra Rogers's cell
Thursday nlght and talked with her o
few moments  She was in good =pivits
anid even told o story just Lefore he Jefr
She sald her case wis not properly
managed and that If It had been she would
not have been there,

Immedintely after being Informed that
M. Rogers was dead, Gov. Bell made the
followkng statement to thoe Presa:

“1 am much relleved to know that the
execution of Mrs, Rogers way nccomplinh -
ol promptly, aceording to law and with-
out a hitch or unnecessary delay., It was
a dikagreeable duty I have been called up-
on o porform but notwithstanding my
permonal views In regard to the matter, 1
have neted on my onth as ohlef executive
and I belleve 1 have acted in the Interosts
of the publie good and according to the
liw ablding sentiment of the people of
Vermont. The Incldent s elosed and 1
do not care 10 say anything more nt this
time"'

Although Mary Rogers before she went
to her dedth on the gunllows made no con-
feselon of her awful crime she did leave a
short statement which she prepared dur-
ing her Inst hours. It tn a letter Lo Bu-
perintondent Lovell and 1s as follows:

“Dear Mr. Lovell: As I am not much
In speaking 1 pen you a fow words as In
expresalon of my extreme gratofulness for
your friendliness bestowed upon me sinos
In your care.

Mr. Lovell, I may not always have done
a8 well ns T might have done perhuape but
my oniy means of ntonement now for whit
I8 pust is to tell you that T am sorey; and
heartily sorry, 1 know t(hat you have n
very kind heart and 1 am bound to think
that 1 may obtaln from you forgivenens,
You know that Jesus tells us ‘If thy
brother trowpass apnlnst thes and turn
apnin to thee maying, ‘I repont,’ forgive
him. Be ye tender hearted and forgiving
even as Giod for Christ's sake has forgiven
you.*

Mre. Rogers also left short letters to
her mother and sister. These were shown
by her to Bupt. Lovell snd were mallod
immedintely after her death. The re-
ports printed In the yellow colty papors
on Haturday that her feet touched the
floor are untrue. An aliowanee was made
for the stretch of the rope but the body
wile s0 heavy that the stroteh s the hody
hung wis more than had been antielpated
and at one time It looked as though her
feet might touch the Noor before denth
came but they A not.

The body of Mary Rogers, necompanied
by lLotls Haussler of Hoosick Falls, N,
Y., an undertaker who went to Windaor
wnd recelved the body, arrived at her
mother's home in Briggs hollow, about
half way between Bennlngton and Hooslck
Falls, Friday evening. arrangements had
been made by the undertaker no that the
traln was stopped at Hooalck, noar the
condemned woman's home, so that the
lirge erowd walting at the station at
Hooslek Pulls was disappolnted. Burlal
tovk place Saturday In the family lot in
St Mary's cemotery, at Hooslek Falls.
Mrs. Rogers's mother, her throe sisters,
. about w domen onlookers wore Lhe
only ones present and thers was no ser-
vice at the grave.

When he took
office, he swore that he would uphold the
law, and at o Hme when It took very great
courage ho haw remained true to his onth
Our sympathy goes cut to him far more
than to that woman who broke the Kreat
commandment and suffersd the ounme-
quences of her rah act. It 100k a brave
hoart and a clenr mind (0 withstand (he
tremendous pressyre brought upon him o
reprieve Mary Rogers, We can well
Imugine that he must muny times have
hesitated between hils duty wnd bis In-
cllnation Where many o man would
have yielded, he stosd firm.  The law wan
plain. It provided the penalty of death for
premeditated murder, There was nothing
In the law which made the erime loss
heinous when It was committed
woman;: there wan nothing In the law
that made the punishment less severs
when it wos to be moted out to a woman,
There was almolutely no question of Mary
Rogers's guilt. Thore was not o flaw In
the evidence. Her nccomplice in the orime
had eonfosmed overything.  Skiliful law-
yerm hod resoried to every known teohni-
onlty to save the woman's life. The high-
5t court in tho land had passed judg-
ment on the case. A flendish murdar had
been committed, the murderer, who hap-
pened te be a woman, was found wullly
of the orime, and the law sald she should
give her life for the life she had taken
There was no reason, no ponsible excuse,
for executive Interferonoe.
