By a vole of #6d to 150 the above
resoltition was adopled nt the specinl vil-
lnie meeting Weodnesday night, dnd s
sdoption was the only business tronsa e tad,
While the yotes wore bolng counted, {t
bolng apparent thot the “yox™ votes wore
n monjority, €. € Fltte announced
aonnsel for George B, Crowellthat e eon-
Mdered  the procesdings Hlegal, and le
plated. sdven grounds on which action
under  the resalutinn might he  opposixl
by Mr, Crowell. These grounds are glven
elgawhore in this report.  Mr, Fitts mile
his stotomett not s bothrent, But ns gly-
Inie folr notlce to the volers s0 that they
eoulid fot go out prd fuy that Mr. Orowell
made no objeotion to the action of ihe
villige.  Thuw It appears that there i=
fully as much possibility of legal ¢n-
tnnglements over the water question as
there wauld be had the villdge adopted
any of the other résnlutidons which have
boen presented ot the three specinl meets
Ings within the past few weekn

The gathering wius the most Inrgely nt-
tended of all the village meetings In recent
about one-third of

Ax

vears, nlthough only
the total voting streneth wos polled.  On
Tuesdny the villnge was flooded with

coples of o elreulnr letter slgned by J, 1a
Martin, Jomes F. Hooker, John L. Rocess,
John Ga¥in, George A, Bels, L. E. Hol-
den and Albert W, Rockwell. It was
hended: "Tha true facte and figures
about the wnter question, contrasted with
the gross and extravagant misrepresenti-
tlons of the loeal presa’ 1t sald, among
other things, that the construetion of
municipnl witer works would not require
one dolinr to be ralsed by thxatlon, that
it would be followed Immedintely by o
reduction of taxes amd charges an the
public of at least $4000 a year, and that
Insurance rates would b reduced even
more than taxes. Cortain statements in
the local papers were charncterized as pre-
posteros, outrigeousd and tmbecile. This
was followed by n fiyer urging the voters
to vote for o walet board and promising
thnt the boged, If elected, would establsh
n witer system without the assessment
of any tax. On Wednesday a olreular
signed by o large number of business mon
wans lssued giving a resolution which
would be presented at the mecting and
anking the voters to support It. The result
of these circulars Was to cronte n wide
interest In the subject, and when the
meating was called to order Pestival hall
wis orowded,

John Gulvin, cholrmon of the board of
bailifts, presided and Clerk W. D. Perry
read the warmnt, containing three artloles
ralative to establishing a water system,
appointing o committee and Issuing bonds.
Immoedintely after the warrant was read
'L T Martin arose and wos recognized by
the ohalrman. He presonted the nhove
resolution and It was sooconded by ©. H,
Davenport, Me. Martin sald the Intention
of the resoiution wns to prevent delay
He thought it was time to elect n board
with powor to net and sald he would not
harm Mr. Crowell or pdvocate that the
village install an Independent system un-
less compelled (o0 He sulil delny might
find the village powerless (o aet, At tlils
point Mr. Dunbam presented the following
resolution, which was geconded by L. F.
Atlims;

Resolved, that articles 1, 2 and 3 of
the warriint for this meeting be lkid upon
the wtble; thiat o committes of five b
choaen to ascertinin and satlafy themselves
bhetween the present time and the sitting
of Lhe next legislnture o Lo the quality
and quintity of the water supply of the
Sunset Lake Water company; to procure
from the next session of the legisinture
sultuble legislation to glve to the Villege
of Brattehoro the necessary power (o
purchase or construet o waler system,
with the right to issue Bonds Lo nun nmount
sufficlent to pny for the same, and wll
leglilation necessary to fully carry tho
wame Into effect; to procure a village
meeting to he calldd an soon us possiie
upon the mking effeet of such legislation
to nel upon the same, and to socure the
Ingertion In the warrant for such meoting
of the necessary urticlos upot whioh a
vole miy be legully taken to purchase or
canstruct a walet systom; employ (o the
menntime an onginecr if they doom hiseos-
fnry o carefully examine and report upon
the expense of a new system, Including
the laying of distributing mulne In the
villuge; nlso 1o carefully examine nnd re-
part the condition and value of the wholpy
Crowell system: thot sald commiltoe be
nuthprized (o expend n sum not exconding
tires hundred doltars In and about the
duties to he performed by them as pro-
vidad In this rosolution,

Mr. Crowell's Letter,

In regard to the feur which soma people
hind exprowsod that by the timg another
legininture had convened Mr, Cpowell
might have tied up his system by 20-year'
of M-year bonds, Mr. Dunham, after
presonting his resolution, read o letter
from Mr. Crowell, dated Jan, 3 1908, 1t
wis as follows:

George L. Dunham, Esq.,
Dear Blr:

In reply to your Inqulry whether the
arrangements for Nnanclng the new water
nyutom I am puttiog In, and the re-laying
of the pipe lines In the streets of tho
villige, ure such that the lssue of long
term bonds thereon can be delayed until
after the necessary legialation for the vile
luge cnn be secured from the leglsinture
and action taken thereon,—the Ananolal
situntion of the (wo companies, the Cheat-
nut Hill Co, wnd the Sunset Lake Co. In
us follows:

The bonds on the property of the Chest-
nut Hill company wre due Jap. 1, 1008,
The bonds on ths proporty of the Bunset
Lake company are callable at par on Oct.
L 1807, or on any seml-annual interest day
thereafter, The present contract Is to
bring the water of Btlekney brook Into
Flensant valloy and to iny n 14-inch main
from the Atkinson farm to the highway nt

the S|umuel Sargent ploce. With the work
ocompleted thnt far there will be no oblign-
tlon of elthdr company extending beyond
Jan., 1, 1808, To complete the work I pro-
powe to ny a 18-inch plpe down Wentorn
avenue and do the necessiry work of re-
Inving malng In the village and of bullding
o ressrvolr at the Atkinson farm, and to
Insie 0 wories of refunding bonds to run
for 25 or 30 vonrs, Including enough 1o
take up the short torm bonds of the Bun-
st Lake company and the bonds of the
Chestnut HIN company coming due Jun,
1, 1008, In view of the vecent actlon of
the villnge it may be diMoult o ralee
ndditlonnl money on short term lonn, but
If thint ennnat be dohe 1 am willing, If
Aesirdd, o awhit the netlon of the villnge
nfter the scumion of the Tegleihture before
doing the adiditionnl construction work.

In any ovent;, the work of turning the
Stickney  brook wator into the  villnge
syvEtem will be completed, und this will

enibile the villnge suthorities to dotormine
the quidiny and quasttiey of thnt supply, As
ta whethor the systom shidl be completod
during the present venr, the new mnine
Wi wnd s reservalr bullt, so oas 1o fur-
nish the pdiditional pressure, 1 am willing
to Ao whot o d0ly puthoriged commities
of the wsillige mny roquost, elther th Int
thnt work remndn In abeyanee until tha
villuge his lid an opportunity to net on
above sgEested, oF W go ahend In the
spring and complete It and do the best 1
onn on the length of the botd Ismuae

James F. Hooker sald the time hnd come

Years ago he was captain of
the Deluge company No. § of Claremont,
u hiand fire engine company whivh won
numerous trophles at musters, 'The com-
pany once preésentod Capt. Blanchard a
bandrome cup which they hnd won, The
Deluge eénglne nfterwards was sold and
want o Cambwidge, Masp. Mr. and Mpea.
Blanohard had  theee eblldren, two of
whom died In Infancy snd the other,
son. al the age of 86. Mr, Blanchard s
survived Ly hip wife, who Is %0 yonrs old,
and ope alster, Mre. John Henry Rugg of
Claremont. He was a man of happy,
singuine temperament and was univers
sally respected.

thelr three-score sléeping cecupants top-
plad over the brink of the pit and orums
bled W plecon,  The houses, which were of
WMl were st fire from dyverturted
Ataves nnd the debrls was soon n moass of
Mamen, Some 50 of mote tenants eRenp-
ed with more or lews sorlous  Injuries,
while o number, yariously ostimated o
fraom 14 to 18, are helleved to have been
Killed outdlght or burnsd (o death, Beven
hounes went down In the ol They
had wtood on the brdnk of o plt 1000 feet
deep, and when the clay gave way wore
