The program wis glven In the enst
rinyn on the second foor, the frst speaker
peing Rev. J. D. King, pastor of the Con-
grogationnl church, Mr. King spoke of
the Infinitely greater benuty of the sun-
p=e¢ than of the sunset, carrying the lus-
tration Into the lves of people and point-
frje out that the great hope of the world
lles In the children. "It I8 only ns we
give the land good schools,” he sald, “that
we oan have real patriotic cltizsens.™

Rev. A. 8. Buzzell, pustor of the Buap-
tist church, followed Mr. King. He sald
hat educators were coming to learn that
environment had something to do with
progress and advantement,. The environ-
monts surrounding the pupils of Putney
in the coming days will constitute a ma-
terial factor In thelr success. Mr, Buz-
zell admired the beautiful structure, but
he looked beyond It and saw characters
monlded as symmetrical as the bullding.

It was a pleasure to nll to have present
Mrs, Jumes P, Elmor, a native of this
town and for 30 years an Instructor fn
the Brattleboro high school. Mrs. Blmer
sald she took more than & passing In-
terest In the welfare of the cltizens of
Putney and was proud that they were
not content with the old order of things,
The new school I8 o monument to much
enrnost hard work and nlso stands for
sacrifice on the part of some. She urged
the importance of keeplng open the high-
wiys of edueation, and suggested that in
the present intance there would come ad-
ded needs, among them a botter town libra-
rv and o school Ubrary, charncterizing
these neods as the hunger which is a algm
of health. Mre. Elmer regretted that the
opening  of the new bullding probably
would mean n joss to the Brattleboro
echool, saying In substance: ""We In
Brattlebore have been privileged to know
of what kind the puplls In Putney are.
As exemplified by them we congratulate
vou upen the character of the work done
hore."

The next speaker was Exigar Buer
Smith, prineipal of the Brattleboro high
school, who spoke on “Educationfl Prog-
ress'” He referred with o good deal of
yoverence Lo the pussing of the “little red
schoolhouse,” from which there have gone
out boys and girls to all parts of the
country, and mentloned the great advance
of some of the leading educationnl Insti-
tutiong of the country, not only In the
matler of nttendsnce, but also in the
quility of education. This advance in
quallty Is not limitad to the higher instl-
tutions, but renches down to the prepara-
tory schpols, aa shown by the fact that
15 schools In Vermont are accorded cor-
tificate privileges, which menns that their
graduntes are admitted to many of the
leading schools witheut examination. Mr.
“mith sald that if there was one thing to
which he would: urge this or any other
town to glve with 1liberal hand It was
ihe imstitution of the schools.

State  Superintendent of Educntion
Magon 8. Stone of Montpelier was the
lnst spenker. Ha sald that the progres-
siveness of a town was Indicated by the
wcondition of its public bulldings, and
whint ‘the bullding was . menumeant and
a eredit to. Putney. ““This bullding in
golng to bring out the host qllll]lt-!’l'ﬁ of
the boye and girls who attend here,"” suld
he, “and I 18 well to give them that l.'ﬂ'-l
vironment that is pleasant and ehearful.
