town of Windham county, There s a lit-
tle trinngie of Orleans rounty which runs
down into Caledonla county, with the re-
ault that the people of the triangle have
to g0 to St Johnsbhury shbout 15 miles,
and thence to Newport, about 40 miles,
to do thelr court business: and yet it has
been found, after years of endeavor, ab-
sulutely impossible to inducs the legisin-
ture 1o annex this triengle to Caledonla
eounty. And scores of similar Instunces
might be clted. We fancy that it will be
n long day before a judge of probate and
n nheri of Cumberiand county will be
nomiprated.”

The salutary effects of the procesdings
instituted by the village balliffs agninst
local automobilists s strikingly apparent
In the diminished speed with which the
motaor cars are pilot2d through the
streots and in the caution exercised by
the drivers In approaching crosslags and
Intersecting streeta.

T0 SETTLE BY ARBITRATION

Agreement Reached Yesterday Afternoon Between Mr. Crowell and
Members of the Village Water Board

SUBJECT BEFORE VILLAGE MEETING TONIGHT

In Case of Disagreement Judge Tyler Will Select the Arbitrators--.
New Legislation Will Be Secured on Behalf of Village

The sltuation relative to municipal
ownershiip of the water system had a
sudden and complete clearing up yester-
dny afterncon at n conference hetween
Mr. Crowell and a committee of the
water bonrd, consieting of Messra.

Crowell readlly assented and It was ar-
ranged that he and his counsel meet a
commities of the water bonrd and coun=
gel at the probate office yesterday after-
noon Al the meoting severnl mugpes-
tlong looking 1o arbitration were made
and a plan was readlly agreed upon. The
tentative agreemoent betwesn this come
mittes and Mr, Crowegll was draown up
and submitted to the full water board
last evening and adopted. The ngree-
ment I8 as follows:

At o conference between Messrs. Gal-
vin, Brown and Roess of the village
witer board. with counsel, on the one
part, and George E. Crowell, with coun-
sel, on the other part, at ths probate
office, in Hrattleboro, June 28 190§ the
following proposition for arbltration for
fixing the price to be pald by the village
for the Crowell water system wos talked
over and tentatively agreed to by Mr.
Crowell and sald representatives of the
water board, subject to the approval of
the full water board or at least a ma-
Jority.

That the village agree with Mr. Crowel]

for the purchase of his water sywtem, the
price to be paid therefor to be fixed by &
board of arbltrators, who are to examine
the property, hear the partlies and evi-
dence und oconsider all mattera bedring
upon what ought to be paid by the village
for the Crowell aystem, and that the
price fixed thereupon by sild board of
arbltrators be pald by the village and
accepled by Mr, Crowell and the witer
systems he controls as final and full pay-
ment, it being understood that Mr.
Crowell controls the Chestout HIll Reser-
volr company and the Hunset Lake Wa-
ter company, and sald corporations are to
be parties to the agreement to arblirate.
Time taken for evidence not to excesd
two weeks by each party.

The board of arbitrators shall conslat
of three men to be agreed upon by the
parties, if they can agree, and If the
parties cannot agred, sald board shall be
appointed by Hon. James M. Tyler.

When the price fixed upon by sald
board of arbitrators, as above provided,
In pnid by sald village, sald Crowel] shall
cause to be transferrad to sald vilinge all
the property, franchise and rights of the
Cheatnut Hil] Reservolr company and the
Sunset Lake Water company,

The water board met in the probate of-
fice lant evening to conmlder the tenta-
tive agreement. It was declded that In
view of the great importance of the sub-
ject and of the fact that a special vil-
lage meeting had been called for tonlght
it would be better to submit the question
to the meeting and to get an expression
from ths voters, whether they approve
or not. The arbitration Is not expected
to be taken up untll after new legisiation
is secured from the legialature, but all
parties will agree on the legislation that
should be secured to give the village the
authority to make this contract of arbi-
tration and authority to lssue bonds
enough to meet the price fixed.
