Later she passed the summers
here in company with her nlece, Mina
Benediot, She wus A middie-aged woman,
seemingly with the grace of perpotual
youth, of trim and willowy figure and
erect, groceful carrlage, an apparently
tireless walker us well as thinker., Bhe
never owned to any common s of Nesh
or nerves, Hved simply, without even the
utimutlant of ten, coffee or the umsual
condiments which most people erave for
the appetite, Her mind was one of sin-
gulnr purity and uprightness, She was
