tle. who said that Fairbanks mnde threatsagainst Mnry. Grout on the rnlhond plat-
form In Pcllows Falls. Judge Huselton
said the Jury should consider what had
appeared as to her truthfulness, "and Ifyou make up your mind that she is not
on n liar with the other people In her
community nnd you feel that you cannotrely upon her testimony you may reject
It. You mny consider her manner oftestifying. She has been called a good
talker by counsel on both sides. Has
she remembered exactly what he said at
that time? Her testimony ns to what
Fairbanks wild stnnds uncorrobomted.
In one part she testified that Fairbanks
said Mary Grout would not go back to
Grafton and live, nnd in another part
she said Fairbanks told her Mary Grout
never would go hack to Grafton nllvo.
You see how much depends on a slight
change of words."

Judge Hnselton then took up the mat-
ter of t!i" shoes and stockings which were
found In a grip which Fairbanks hid
before going to the house where Mnry
Grout was on the night of the shooting.
After directing officers to the place where
It was bid Fairbanks expressed a wish to
hnve his victim laid out In tho shoes
and stockings, and the state argued tills
was an Indication of premeditation. As
to this the court said: "If ho had a

premeditated determination to
Mil her nnd not kill himself then he could
nnrdlV be expected to have nny voice In
the matter of how she should be laid
out. If he Intended to kill both Mnry
Grout nnd himself how could It be

that anybody would find tho grip
nnd get the shoes nnd stockings? Ills
going up to the house has no bearing
upon the question of whether the murder
was deliberate. The fact that he had a
revolver. If he did havo one. was a cir-
cumstance. The law in this state does
not make it a crime to rarry n concealed
weapon."

The court said thut If the shooting was
done in tlK passion and heat of blood
resulting from mere provocation and
there was nn malice the crime would bo

manslaughter If the provocation re
sulted from mere words, llko the calling
of names, that would not uo sumcieni in
Itself to constitute n greater crime than
manslaughter. During his charge Judge
Hnselton read several requests from the
defenso covering points upon which they
wished him to charge tho Jury specifically.
The court and nttorneys then held n

brief conference, after which Deputy
Sheriff J- - W. Mclcndy retired with the
Jury to tho Jury room, and at 3.53 Dep-

uty Sheriff Melendy left tho Jurymen to
themselves.

700,000 Word of Testimony.

Tho trial of Fairbanks was the longest
..ini over known In Windham county,
It began Oct. 17. and several days were
consumed In securing a Jury. From then
until Saturday the case was on trial
continuously, excepting Sundays nnd he
Saturdny and Monday half days which
are taken up In getting to and from
court. Within half a dozen of 100 wit-

nesses were exnmlned, Including those
summoned by both sides, and "li the

State's Attorney ltobcrt C. Hacon and
Attorney General C. C. Fltts. of llrattle-bor- o

represented the Mate, nsslsted to
some extent by T. K. O'Hrlcn of Hollows
Falls. The court nsslRned Judge K. W.
Gibson of Ilrnttteboro to defend tho
prisoner, nnd Jtidgo Gibson associated
with himself Arthur 1. Carpenter of
Hrnttleboro ond A. R Ctidworth of South
Londonderry. A. V. D. piper of Jamaica
nlso assisted the defenso In an advisory
capacity In the earlier part of tho trial.
The entire cost of the trial will bo borno
by tho state, ns Fairbanks had no finan-
cial means with which to defend himself.
Tho cost, Including witness fees, cousel
fees, Jurymen, ofllcers, stenpgrapner and
other expenses, will be about $5000,

There were no Inggards. ond nil were
ready to agree to any proposal whichany one of them might make while not
on duty. Deputy Sheriff J. W. Melendy
of South Londondeiry. who had charge
of them throughout the trial, said Itwas the best Jury to get along with thatever was placed In his charge. They
slept In the Windham County house,
In n large room which was supplied with
13 beds, one for each juryman and ono
for tho olllcer, and they ate nt ono tnble.
At no time were they allowed to talk
to anybody aside from the olllcer and
they were not allowed to lead the news-
papers.

Previous to this case, tho lust murder
trial In Windham county was In 1S03.
The respondent was Strlla Green of Bel-
lows Falls, who was charged wlta tho
murder of her Illegitimate child. Judge
J. M. Tyler of Hrnttleboro wns the pre-
siding Judge nnd C. C. Fltts wns state'sattorney. The child was placed In an
empty starch box nnd the box waj
wrapped In clothing nnd paper ond
thrown Into Saxtons river, floating down
to the rack of the raceway of n paper
mill nt liellows Falls, where It became
lodged and was (lthed out by a work-
man. On the finding of the Jury Stella
Green was sentenced to three years at
hard labor In tho houK of correction.

After the Trial.
Immediately after the jury retired Fri-

day afternoon Fall hanks, who was seated
In a rattan arm chnlr nt the end of a
long table, raised his right leg nnd rested
It nrross one coiner of tho table, slid
down Into his chair and appeared to go
to sleep. His nppearnnce Indicated any-
thing but n man on trial for his llfo. Ho
remained In that position until Sheriff
A. H. Thompson of Hollows Falls told
him to tnke his leg down.

The jurymen scattered nfter they worn
discharged. Two of them talked with a
represontntlve of The Phoenix. They
said the choice of n foreman lay between
Mr Gallup nnd Mr. Johnson, but that Mr.
Johnson snld he would not bo foreman
under nny conditions. They said they
balloted 12 times. The first ballot was
to determine whethor Fairbanks was
gulltv of anything. This ballot wns
unanimous. Then the question of tho de-
gree of guilt was taken up. A number
voted for a verdict of murder In the flrBt
degree. They were outnumbered by those
who voted for n verdict of gull&y In the
second degree. One mnn voted for n
verdict of guilty of manslaughter and
continued to vote so for several ballots.
After each ballot there was considerable
argument, nnd on the 12th ballot,
tnken nbont 9.30 o'clock, the vote wns
unanimous for n verdict of guilty of mur-
der In the second degree. They voted
not to tell outsldo tho jury- - room how tho
ballots stood.

Scarcely any person was surprised nt
the result or had expected nny other ver-
dict, Those who heard Judge Haselton's
charge regarded It as having a swing
toward tho verdict which was rendered.
Counsel for the stato expected that the
Jury would vote ns It did. nlthough they
regarded the evidence ns pointing to
premeditated murder beyond a reasonnblo
doubt. Counsel for the defense said thoy
hardly could expect anything better than
tho verdict ns rendered, nnd they added
thnt they believed that if Faltbanks had
"kept his mouth shut" nnd mnde no
confessions oil admissions ho would have
been acquitted.

After Fairbanks had received his sen-
tence and had been taken back to the
jnll ho said that ho was not satisfied
with tho verdict, that It was not Just,
that ho was not guilty, that ho never
hnd the revolver thnt killed Mary Grout
and that Myrn Tuttlo's testimony wns a
llo from beginning to end. It was evi-
dent, however, thnt Fairbanks was glad
to escape tho gallows, and thoso around
tho prison tho next day said ho appeared
to bo n changed man, or In othor words
that ho was "enjoying a lucid Interval."
