According to tradition It was em-
broidered by Queen Matilda, tho wife of
William tho Conqueror. It Is considered
jt valuable historical relic, ns It glvos a
correct and minute portrulturo of tho
manners and customs of that ago and of
tho Norman costumes. Tho original tap-
estry contains tho figures of 025 men, 200
liorses, D5 dogs, 40 tthlps and Imats and
numerous quadrupeds, birds, etc. Thetapestry was discovered In the cathedral
of Bayeux, France, about 1730, and It Is
now preserved In the Hotel do Vlllo of
that place.

The disease lias not ap-
peared In this stsite, but it is so near
that the state board wisely has taken
this piecaullonary measure. 'The text of
the notices sent out from Dr. Holton's
otllee Tuesday Is ns follows: "Informa-
tion lias reached tills otllee that smalljiox
Is prevalent In some towns In Massachu-
setts and that one or moie cases have de-
veloped in Keene, N. II. We would call
attention of physicians and especially of
nil local health olllcers In this state to
this fact, warning them to be vigilant and
see that cases do not present themselves
In their respective towns, promptly quar-
antining nil suspicious cases, to the end
that the disease does not obtain a foot-
hold in any part of the state."

The tlrst trouble with deer-klllln- g dogs
this season came to the attention of
County Fish and Game commissioner
Roswell 1,. Frost Monday. Will Harris re-
ported to .Mr. Frost that he had found
a large doe on the side of Wlekopee hill
partly eaten up by dogs or some other
animals. An Investigation showed that
two dogs had chased the does across the
bill and had caught her on the slope. She
struggled to free herself for some dls-tnn-

but the dogs finally pulled her down
nnd killed her. From the appearance of
the body It was evident that the doe hud
been dead several days. Mr. Frost has
some strong suspicions as to the dog
which were responsible for the slaughter
and if Ids further Investigations seem to
wurrunt a prosecution will follow. At
the present time the snow Is so deep In.
the woods that the deer are at the mercy
of dogs. Any one who has a dog that
nugni oe tempted to Kill deer would do
well to keep the animal nt homo while
the deep snow lasts. The county fish nndgnmo warden Is going on the warpath
against deer-klllln- g dogs nnd some of
them will get into trouble.
