Miss Jud
son, Shirley Rosls and Dr. E. S. Cowles
They left Northfield soon after midnight
and were approaching Dummer when the
wagon pole dropped to the ground. The
horses ran and kicked, hut Dr. Cowles
who was driving, finally stopped them and
the damage was repaired enough so that
they could go on, The horses were Just
setting over the nervous fright when th
pole dropped again mar the home of D.
T. Prescott a short distance below th

TheTribune, through Its fresh air fund, en-
deavors to Unit friends In homes In the
country so that these little people mav
enjoy a fortnight of health and hnppiness
In the open country. The children whichare sent out range In age from six to 12iA
years. They are physically nt and clean
ed up as well as soap and water can
make them. Rev. John Bineroft Devins
D. D.. manager of the fund, would bepleased to send a party of these children
to Brattlelioro and to nearby towns.
Formerly this work had plenty of sup-
porters In this locality and the coming
of the fresh air children was an annunl
event. Recently no attempt has been
made to bring them here, but It Is hoped
that the practice may be revived. Rev.
Dr. John R. Gow, pastor of the Baptist
church, is Interested In the movement
and anyone who could take a few of the
children or make pertinent suggestions
should communicate with him.

The largest outdoor gathering of little
folks ever seen In Brattleboro was the
fifth annual baby meet on tho common
Saturday afternoon. The babies wero.illthere from those a few months old, who
reclined blissfully on pillows, to sturdy
youngsters who questioned whether they
were not rather too big to go Into a baby
parade.

Decision far Carpenter.

Justice Lewis Lynde of Dummerston
called a halt In the postponements of the
suit of Frank O. Carpenter against the
town of Brattleboro Wednesday morning
nnd Insisted on a hearing of the cagi
then and there. Mr. Lynde had mnd
three previous trips to Brattleboro to
hear the case and when Town Agent Ar
thur P. Carpenter asked for a furthe
continuance Wednesday morning he ob
jected and announced that he wns there
to do business nnd that the case mus
go on. Both Mr. Carpenter and E. W.
Gibson, Frank O. Carpenter's attorney
had to attend the hearing before the pub
lie service commission at the Brook
House at the same hour and both ob
jected vigorously to Justice LynJc, but
without avail. Mr. Carpenter asked for a
Jury trial and selected II. O. Barber to
represent him while the Jury was being
drawn. Mr. Gibson was there a short
time, but later he was represented by E.
J. Waterman. It was agreed that no
Brattleboro man could serve on the Jury
ns the case was against the town. Con-
stable Chauncey I. Knapp was sent out
to collect a Jury from some nearby town
and he started with Dummerston. The
Jury was selected and they were In-

structed to appear the following morn-
ing as It was not possible to get them all
together that afternoon.

The case was taken up at 9 o'c'ock yes-
terday morning, the Jury being C. R. Cros-b- y,

A. E. Robblns, W. B. Leonard. A. O.
Norcross, Frank O. Downs and E. C. Ten-ne- y,

all of Dummerston. The examination
of witnesses began after a brief state-
ment of the case by E. W. Gibson and
continued until after 6 o'clock at night.
The testimony Introduced by the plain-
tiff tended to show that Mr. Carpenter
worked himself nnd furnished the ser-
vices of his brother, George Carpenter,
ns well as furnished teams fof,the con-
struction of the new road near Mr, Car-
penter's home, also on the reconstruction
of a short piece of road connecting the
new road with the old one. The claim
of the town was that whatever work Mr.
Carpenter had done on the connecting
link was under an agreement that he
should give his time and teams free In
consideration of the benefit the road would
be to him. The claim was presented to
the present board of selectmen although
the work was done while their predeces-
sors were In office. Those who testified
were C. M, Hamilton, road commissioner
when the work was done, Frank O. Car-
penter, John P. Sargent, George Carpen-
ter, Thomas Doyle, W. A. Harris, W. L.
Walker, W. H. Vinton, John Calvin, Clif-
ford E. Mann, Frank Martin and Rinaldo
Hescock. The plaintiff claimed that the
road never had been put In proper con-
dition, If, G. Barber assisted Mr. Car-
penter In the defence.

After being out an hour and a half tho
Jury returned a verdict for the plaintiff
to recover; $53.50. The suit was brought
to recover $112. 51. The amount of the
award was practically for the amount
claimed for labor alone, leaving out land
damages and stone furnished. An appeal
