Michael T. Durkin Operated Upon

More Than 20 Times

Injured In a Railroad Accident Near
Brattleboro and Struck by a Falling

Tree In Marlboro.

been examined by a hundred surgeons,
attended by 400 nurses, and who has no
fear of tho ether cone or the surgeon's
knife, believes himself to be the most
"cut-up- " man In Massachusetts.

Today, he Is selling newspapers on the
streets of Plttsdeld, during a period of
convalescence after an operation. lie Is
still optimistic, loves life and believes he

' la eone to cet well and strong.
"1 have spent my all, more than $2600- -

for operations," said he, anu an i asK
now Is patrons who will buy papers of
me until I can regain my strength. I'm
still game, and I shall go back upon the
operating table, if it is again necessary,
without flinching."

He is 35 years old. He was a spare
engineer on the Central Vermont rail-
road, running between Brattleboro and
New London, Conn., when on the night
of Nov. 7. 1897, while standing on the
foot board of a locomotive, there was a
collision between the locomotive and a
freight car. Durkin was thrown oft and
his right Bide was crushed. At a private
hospital at Brattleboro he was operated
on. Two ribs were broken and other
ribs were splintered.

The original operation did not relieve
Durkin and the side was reopened Jan,
10, 1898, the ribs scraped and particles
of Done taken out. still incapacitated
Durkin was sent by the railroad com
pany to the Burlington, Vt., hospital,
where on April 16, 1898, Dr. "Walter W.
Wheeler of the surgical staff reopened
the side and found that particles of
bone, broken oft from the ribs, were
pressing against the flesh. These pieces
were removed.

There was no apparent relief and on
May 3 Dr. Wheeler again operated for
the same trouble, taking out more bone.
While remaining in the hospital under
Inspection of the surgical staff, Dr.
G. W. Tinkham of New York, lecturer
at the College of Physicians and Sur-
geons of Vermont University, examined
Durkin.

Another operation was decided on and
Durkin went before his first clinic as a
subject. Dr. Tinkham operating. One
hundred students looked on this time. A
rib was taken out and Durkin now
looked for permanent relief. He re-

mained in the hospital until Sept. 26,
1898

Two years later, Feb. 3, 1900, found
htm at the Homeopathic hospital at
Boston. He was examined at a clinic.
Dr. Emerson of the surgical staff op-

erated on Durkin this time, removing
bones and putting In drainage. A re-

currence of his trouble sent him back
to the Homeopathic hospital again where,
on Aug. 28, 1900, Dr. Smith, the house
surgeon, took out a troublesome rib.
This was the Beventh major operation.
Durkin was discharged Sept. 27, 1900.

In the spring of 1903, while working In
a sugar orchard owned by Harry Ham-
ilton at Marlboro, Vt., a tree fell on Dur-
kin and struck him on the mutilated
right side. Trouble followed and he
went on the operating table at Brattle-
boro May 4, 1903, where Dr. Lynch was
the operating surgeon.

For two years he did some work, but
' surgeons told him another operation was

imperative and after examination in the
House of Mercy in Pittsfleld, at the
advice of Dr. Charles Richardson, he
went to the Albany hospital, where Dr.
John McDonald performed the nost se-

rious operation on the engineer. Dr Mc-
Donald took out two more ribs Sept. 25,
1905. He was discharged Oct. 26.

Durkin again overtaxed his weak side
by hard work and it became troublesome.
Entering the North Adams hospital Dec.
17, 1908, he was twice operated on by
Dr. Stafford and remained in the hospital
until May 10, 1906.

He was getting fairly strong again
when he was hurt In a livery stable In
Hinsdale, Mass., by falling between
wheels of a wagon. Serious results fol-
lowed, and Dr. Walter W. Schofleld of
Dalton performed an operation on Durkin
Sept. 17, 1910. On Dec' 17 of the same
year he was back In the House of Mercy
of this city. His condition was such
that he was not operated on until March
13, 1911. Dr. F. S. Coolldge was the
operating surgeon. On June 14, 1911, at
the House of Mercy' hospital, Dr. W. O.
Wilder performed another operation.
These latter two operations were from
causes which had their origin In the
crushing of his side 14 years before.

Durkln's longest confinement In a hos-
pital was in Pittsfleld, from Dec. 17, 1910,
to Nov. 17, 1911. He now weighs 145
pounds. He is still under observation at
the House of Mercy, where he reports
twice a week.

He believes his acquaintance with the
surgeon's knife is over. He says he has
been attended by so many nurses he
has forgotten more than half of them.
Probably 400 have cared for him in dif-
ferent hospitals. Ether no longer makes
him 111. He knows all about different
methods of etherization.

Durkin, between his hospital experi-
ences, has not been idle. He has worked
hard and often overtaxed his strength.
Between operations In Boston he worked
In the Devlne grocery store on Parker
street and in tho Ferguson bakery. He
has worked on a farm, has operated a
road roller, fired boilers, been a station-
ary engineer and has had the operation
of a steam shovel.

He is now forbidden to do hard work
and has taken a corner on North street,
where he sells papers, "Just to keep
going until I am well again," he said this
week. Pittsfleld, Mass., despatch In
Boston Sunday Globe.

Two Letters Found In New York which
Police Think Implicate Man Being Tried
On Another Charge,

Two lcttcis which are regarded as
throwing light on the murder of Miss
Mamlo Cunningham in New York city,
who was found strangled In front of a
shrine In her mother's home May 30,
189G, were found by New York pollco
Saturday night; Miss Cunningham was
12 years old, but appeared older, and
was n niece of the late Hev. Father
Patrick Cunningham of Brattleboro. She
was a very attractive girl nnd while
spending a part of two summers with
her uncle she made many friends In this
town. After the murder Joseph Ferrone.

After a hearing
McCormack was discharged nnd Ferrone
was nrrested for perjury, but on account
of a technicality ho was dismissed. A boy
named Frank Farrell also was tried, but
tho Jury disagreed and he was dismissed.
Ferrone Is now on trial for wife murder
nnd in looking up evidence against him
the police found two letters written by
Ferrone to his father.

Tho first, dated June 6, 1896, said In
part: "There are headquarters men
come and seen me and questioned me
about Mamie, but I won't give In what
I have done or tell them anything about
It because you know all about that your-
self and I know you know enough to
keep it still. If you don't I am sure I
will get In trduble. Don't be afraid to
come and see me because everything Is
all right, and If they nsk you anything
about the case tell them that you don't
know anything about what I done to
Mamie Cunningham." Elsewhere In the
letter he wrote: "I can't sleep at night
on account of what I done with Mamie
Cunningham and the Lord knows what
the finish of this case will be." The sec-

ond letter, written the Bame day, told
about the headquarters men coming to
see Ferrone, nnd of his refusal to "give
In."

Annual Meeting of Vermont Dairymen's
Association.

The 42d annual meeting of the Ver-
mont Dairymen's association was held In
Burlington Jan. 10 and 11 with a large
attendance. President F. L. Davis of
Hartford in his annual address com-
mended the work of the state agricultur-
al college, and paid a compliment to the
work of Theodore N. Vail for the agri-
cultural Interests of Vermont. After
congratulating the State Grange on Its
action In offering four scholarships to
the Randolph agricultural school, he ex-
pressed the hope that Senator Page'B bill
for vocational education would become a
law.

The value of cow test associations,
Improvement In highways, conservation
of Vermont resources, and the problem
of bovine tuberculosis were other mat-
ters taken up by Mr. Davis.

The Dairymen's association elected
these ofllcers: Pres., W. E. Carter of.
Plttsford; vice pres., first congressional
district, C. C. Jones of Bennington, sec-
ond congressional district, J. G. Turnbull
of Orleans; Bee, F. H. Blckford of
Bradford; treas., M. A. Adams of Derby.
The Cow Testing association elected pffl-ce- rs

,as follows: Pres., T. G. Bronson of
East Hardwlck; vice pres., E. G. Jones
of Waltsfield; sec-trea- C. D. Hazen,
Jr., of White River Junction.

The resolutions adopted by the dairy-
men commended the Page vocational bill
now before Congress; favored a state ap-
propriation to the stato university for
agricultural work; approved of the par-
cels post; and requested the Vermont
delegation In Congress to uso all hon-
orable means to prevent the repeal of
the Grout oleomargarine law.

The annual banquet of tho dairymen's
association and the women's auxiliary
was attended by 300 people. Congress-
man Foster presided. One of the speak-
ers was Dr. Harvey Wiley, chief chemist
of the United States department of ag-
riculture and widely known as the "pure
food man." He pleaded for clean milk
and pure maple sugar from Vermont.
"Your women folk are Just as important
as your cows and should have, at least,
as good care," he told tho dairymen. He
also said that a bathtub with hot and
cold running water In the house was Just
as Important and no more expensive than
a silo for the cows. The financial and
hygienic side of modern dairying came in
for the speakor's attention.

The gold medal and .sweepstakes cup
for best butter went to George Gebblo of
Groton, whoso sample of the dairy prod-
uct scored 98 points out of a possible 100'.
The creamery sweepstakes cup went to
B. C. Jennings of East Hardwlck, with
a score of 97. There were 91 entries
of butter, the highest score being 98 and
the lowest 90, with an average of 94 3.

There were eight entries of cheese, all
factory made. The highest score was
98, the lowest 92 and the average 95 3.

The honors In both classes were carried
off by F. L. Russell of Shrewsbury.

Three Deaths In the Extreme Cold.

from his home In Franklin Friday. He
had beep missing a few hours. He was
a representative In the legislature in
1896. He leaves two sons.

The body of Dell King, 40, a form
hand In North Danville, was found Sun-
day morning two miles from that village
frozen stiff. He started to wqlk from
St. Johnsbury to his home 10 miles away,
but evidently was overcome by the cold.
He fell under a fence with some vague
Idea, no doubt, of obtaining shelter. The
thermometer registered 35 belov zero at
tho time. King came to Caledonia coun-
ty from Canada about a year ago. He
leaves a wife and three children.

Adolphus Grovereau, 75, was found
Sunday morning by his daughter, Mrs.
Samuel Brlsson, frozen to death In the
yard at his homo In Burlington. Ho was
employed In the carbonizing plant In
Wlnooskl. He evidently fell In the yard
during the Intense cold Saturday rilght.

Brakeman Killed In Collision,

Government Ownership the Telegraph.
Postmaster General Hitchcock evi-

dently believes In starting early, If his
announcement of his coming recommen-
dation for national. ownership the tel-
egraph is an Indication of his tempera-
ment. The acquisition of the telegraph
system of tho country by the govern-
ment would Involve an addition of, say,
at least $500,000,000' to the public debt of
the country, for the purchase would be
made with bonds not cash; the addition
of scores of thousands of persons to the
already great army of federal employ-
es; the assumption by the treasury of
the operating costs and charges now
borne by private corporations, and the
possibly of a tacit censorship news
and commercial despatches. There are
a crowd of objections that occur at once
to those who merely read of tho post-
master general's proposal. These objec-
tions are already voiced In Interviews
carried In the same despatches that
bring the news of his advocacy of pub-
lic ownership. The measure of the mag.
nltude of the proposal ls afforded by the
prompt appearance of the resistance to
It. Only after a long continued prop-
aganda can the conversion of Congress

Mr, Hitchcock's doctrine that the
government can give more, better and
cheaper service than the existing

companies furnish be possible. It
Is a long road upon which he has enter-
ed, and Its termination ls so obscure
that It Is today uncertain whether that
termination ls bog or dry ground. Bos.
