But one morning my crumbs were
not needed; an empty nest and the
walling of the parent-Lirds awaited
me. There had been no storm and
the little ones could not fly, butl
searched earefully, hoping to find
them where they had in some way
been brushed from the nest. It was
useless; they were gone; ond then
sharp cries of distress from the red
bird's nest drew my atlention thither.
The birds were flnttering above their
pest and there was something heart-
plereing in thelr anguished notes, 1t

I soon rewched the leafy buckeye,
but looking vp instend of down, near-
Iy trod npon the cause of thelr terror
befors I saw it—a huge bLlacksuske
which, huving begun its brenkfast on
pparrows, was minded to finish it on
redbirds.

Putting this enemy out of the way

seemed the only plan Lo msure safety
to the young birds, and indiguant at
the fate of iny sparrow pets I pelted
this destroyer with stones till he
turned and glided swiftly towards the
river,

Closely fullowing, I renewed the at-
tnck, while the snake colled and
struek victously at the pebbles that
fell thickly around him, the white
spots showing through his dusky hue
ns they alwavs do when a blacksnake
is angry.

Finally one of the missiles struck
him, and darting from his eoil he shot
into the water, swimming with amaz-
ing celerity, I never knew before
that & blacksnake conld swim. With
head held high, the long, sinuous
body waving toand fro it gnined the
middle of the stream and swam down-
wards with the eurrent.

AT THE SIGNING.

1t Was s Bolemn flccanlon, But s Few
Jokes Could Not He happressed.

The signing of the docluration of
independonco wus a solemn net. The
slgners were subjoots of King George,
and thelr act was treason. If the
king ocould have caught them he
would have hung them, every one,
and this they knew; but, sccording
to the traditions that have come
down to us, this knowlodge did nod
deter cortain of them trom relleving
the solemnity of thie ocecasion with
tho watural flow of thelir wit and hu-
mor, The romarks attributed to
them are not exactly suthenticated
by history, but they are too good
not to be believed. It is sald that
when John Hancock aflixed his bold
autegraph he remarked, “The Eng-
lishimon will have no difficulty in read-
ing thut,” that when Franklin signed
he said, “*Now, wo must all haog
together or we will hang separate-
ly." and that Charles Carroll, of
Carroliton, when asked why ho wrote
his place of rvosidence replied thad
thore was another Charles Carroll
aod he didn't want them to hang the
wrong man

The most enthusiastic advocate of
the great measure and one who led
the debate in ivs support was John
Adams of Massachusoits, and when
the deeclaration was adopted he
wrote to his wife in these prophetio
words: *This will be the most mem-
orable epoch in the history of
Amerien; celebrated by descending
genorations ns the greatest anni-
versary lestival, commeomorated as
the day of deliverance by solemn
sets of devotion to Almighty God;
solemnized with pomps, shows,
games, sports, guns, bells, boufires
and flluminmtions from one end of
the eontinent to the other, from this
time forward, forever."

Of ull the ologquent words uttored
regarding the declaration of inde-
pendence by the orators of the gen-
erations which have succecded its
inception no more impressive sen-
tenco was ever spoken than one pro-
nounced by Halph Walde Emerson
in an address delivered in Boston
durfug the civil war. Reforring tg
n contemptuons characterization of
a certain politieal speaker ho said:
“We have been told that the declar-
ation of indepondence Is & glittering
genorality; itis an etoraal ublqulty.”

Among America's later statesmen
no ono entertalned a more excellent
regard for the declaration, or more
persistontly emphasized 1ts impors-
snt relation to Jegislation, than
Charles Sumner. He always held
that tho constitution anould be in-
terpretod in the apiric of the declars
ation, He sald: *Tho declaration of
Independonce has a supremacy grand-
er than that of the constitution.
