PRESIDENT HAD JUST CALLED

Entire Family Were at Hit Dedslde

Funeral to Bo Held Friday and

Remains Transported to Milwaukee

For Burial. : .

Washington, Oct. 5. Henry C.

Payne, postmaster-genera- l of the Unit
ed States, a member of tho national
Republican committee, a stalwart of

his party, with the history of which,
both in his home state and nationally,
he has been identified for many years,
died at hia apartments at the Arling-
ton hotel at 6:10 o'clock last night,

ged 60 years. -

Mr. Payne had been in poor health
for at least two years, but his last Ill-

ness covered only seven days, an at-

tack of heart trouble last week pre-

cipitating the end at a time when, af-

ter a rest, he seemed to have recov-
ered a small measure of his vitality.
Impaired by years of arduous labor.
Death came after nearly six hours of
unconsciousness.

Last Official Caller.
The last official caller to inquire as

to Mr. Payne's condition was Presi-
dent Roosevelt, and he had been only
gone about ten minutes when the
stricken member of his cabinet ex-

pired. As Mr. Roosevelt was leaving
about G o'clock he spoke feelingly of
Mr. Payne to the newspaper men gath-
ered In front of the hotel, as "the
sweetest, most lovable and most trust-
ful man I ever knew."

Around Mr. Payne's bedside at the
time of his death was his devoted
wife, the Rev. Dr. Dunlap, pastor of
SL John's Episcopal church; Major
and Mrs. W. S. Cameron of James-
town, N. Y.; Mr. and Mrs. Wlnfield
Cameron of Milwaukee; Charles L.
Jones and Miss Louise Jones, rela-- j

tlves; Private Secretary Whitney,
Miss Marie Barbierl, an old companion
of Mrs. Payne; Mr. and Mrs. W. L.(

Mason of Washington, old-tim- e friends
of Mr. and Mrs. Payne, and the faith-
ful colored messenger at the depart-- I

ment of the postmaster-general- .

The Funeral,
Funeral services will bo hold at St.

John's Episcopal church In this city
nckt Frirfa-- morning and at 3:13 that
afternoon the body will 4t taken to
the Pennsylvania railroad station and
placed aboard a private car of the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul rail-
road. The remains should arrive at
Milwaukee Saturday evening, and ser-
vices will be heard next Sunday at the
All Saints Episcopal church there. A
message has boon sent to tho Rt. Rev.
Isaac L. Nicholson, the bishop of Mil-

waukee, who Is now at a convention In
Roston, asking him if ho can. officiate.
Interment will be at the Forest Heme
cemetery, Milwaukee.

Milwaukee, Oct. 5. Xews of the
death of Postmaster-Genera- l Henry C.
Payne, while not unexpected, camo as
a shock to his thousands of friends
and acquaintances In Milwaukee,
which has boon his home city for the
past forty years.

Many were the expressions of regret
heard on every hand.

Stolen Diamonds Recovered.
Huntington, W. Va., Oct. 5. After

working secretly for a period of six
months, Chief of Police Davis of this
city unearthed last night diamonds
valued at $6,500, stolen from Mrs.
Theodore A. Piatt at New Orleans dur-
ing Mardl Gras last March. The dia-
monds were taken from the Piatt
home while the family were attending
the Mardl Gras festivities. Simul-

taneously Walter Piatt, a nephew of
the owner of the diamonds, disap-
peared. Early In April the young man
was heard of In St. Ixwls, then In Cin-

cinnati, later In Huntington. Chief
Davis Feeured part of the stolen Jew-rl- s

and arrested Tlatt, to await the ar-
rival of his aunt from New Orleans.
Young Piatt represented himself as a
son of a wealthy diamond broker In
South Africa and said that he brought
a number of stones over to this coun-
try and had them mounted and was
willing to dispose of them at a bar-lai-

as he was somewhat financially
tmbarrassed.

PAYNE'S SUCCESSOR.

Mr. George Cortelyou Will Again Be-

come Member cf Cabinet.
Washington, Oct. 5. In succession

to Mr. Payne, George Bruce Cortel-
you, former secretary of the depart-

ment of commerce and labor and now

chairman of the Republican national
committee, will become postmaster-teneral- .

Mr. Cortclyou'8 appointment as head
of the postofflce department was deter- -

mined on several months ago by Pres-
ident Roosevelt, when Mr. Payne indi-
cated to the president his desire to re-
tire from the department on account
of the precarious state of his health.

I Mr. Payne wouli have resigned tho
portfolio long ao had It not been for
the then pending Investigation of the
affairs of the department. He felt,
however, and said many times to his
friends, that ho could not relinquish
the duties of the office while the inves-
tigation was pending, and expressed
his determination to carry the investi-
gation to a conclusion. The Intense
mental and physical strain incident to
tho direction of the postal inquiry
seriously undermined his strength.

It Is the understanding now that Mr
Cortelyou will assume tho duties of

postmaster-genera- l as soon as he con-
veniently can after the close of the
pending campaign.

Twenty Victims of Floods.

persons perished in the floods that
have occurred in tho past week. Ten

Signed Without Chinese Sanction.

Chapter 3 Is a record of an alliance
of Jehoshaphat, king of Judah, with
Jehoram, son of Ahab, king of Israel,
and the king of IMom against the king
of Moab, who la the days of Ahab
paid him heavy tribute, but at Ahab's
death rebelled. These threo kings uuite
to subdue him, but after seven days'
Journey they find themselves In trouble
because of lack of water, from which
they ure delivered by a miracle
wrought by God through Ellsha for the
sake of Juboshaphat. The many alli-
ances of Jehoshnphat with the ungodly
suggest our prouenesa in tho same di-

rection. The many deliverances
Wrought by Ood for Jehoshaphat, not-
withstanding his failures, set forth the
great grace of God, who works won-

ders for Ills people for His great
name's sake In spite of their unworthi-ness- .

The lesson today la tho record of an-oth-

great dellveranco wrought through
Eilshu, but this time It Is for one of the
poorest of lib people and not for a
king. We saw In a recent lesson that
the same miracle, the dividing of the
Jordan, was wrought for two men and
afterward fur one man, as well as for
the millions of Israel. God Is no re-

specter of persons or of numbers. As
Asa cried, "Lord, It la nothing, with
Thee to help, whether with many or
with them that Lave no power" (II
Chron. xlv, 11).

We have before us a poor widow
with two sons, and because of debt the
creditor Is about to take her two sons
for the debt In her distress she calls
upon Ellsha to deliver her and save her
sons. Hers Is a case of real ueed, a
need thut Is felt, and her utter helpless-
ness Is also very real. When It Is so
with us, and we In our conscious

cull upon God, then He delights
to work. We In our fancied wisdom and
strength try to deliver ourselves, but
It Is not until all our wisdom Is swal-
lowed up tluit God can work (Ps. evil,
27, 2S, margin). Whether In the matter
of salvation or working out that salva-
tion in our dally life. It is a real neces-
sity on our part that we see and realize
our utter helplessness. He came to
save sinners, to seek and save the lost;
lie does not help us to save ourselves
but lie Himself saves us wholly and
freely, and. having saved us, lie also
must work all our works In us ami
through us (I Tim. 1. 13; Luke xix, 10;
Eph. II. 10; Phil. 11, 1.1).

When God would work through us
Ho sometimes L'ikes Jii!t what we have
ami graciously multiplies and use it
as with the lad's live loaves and fishes
when Ho multiplied them and fed the
f,K0, but all wo have must be wholly
handed over to Him that He only may
work nud be glorilled. A pot of oil is
the sole possession of this poor widow
&bo Is to borrow not u few empty ves
scls from her neighbors, shut the door
upon herself and her sons and pour
from her vessel into the empty vessels
She did so, and tho oil continued to
flow till every vessel was tilled, and
she said to her sons, "P.ring me yet a
vessel," but there were no more vessels
to bring, and the oil stayed. There Is
never any limitation on the part of
God; He delights to bless and to fill.
All the limitations come from our side
and because of our little faith. "Call
unto Me, and I will answer thee and
shew thee great and mighty things
which thou knowest not.". "If ye shall
ask anything In my name I will do It"
(Jer. xxxiii, 3; John xlv, 11).

If we wonld have God give Increase
to what w have It must bo In tho pour
lng forth. There cannot bo increase
while kept only In our vessel, and only
God can give the Increase that will
abide. All other Increase Is vain (I Cor.
ill, B, 7). As to being willing to be
poured out, "Except a corn of wheat
fall into the ground and die it nbldeth
alone, but if it die It bringeth forth
much fruit (John xil, 21). There is a
great deal in learning how to shut the
dour (compare Matt, vl, (!. We must
learn to live In the secret of His pres-
ence and have personal dealings with
Ilwn and know W power of P.m. lxli, .".

"My soul, welt thou only ujxm ;vl,
for my expectation Is from Hini." Our
great diiiieulty Is In allowing people
and circumstances to como between ua
and God.

The widow's debt was paid, nml
there was something over to live upon.
God always supplies abundantly. He
gives life and life more abundant. He
saves us by His grace nnd makes grace
to abound toward us (John x. 10; Eph.
il, 8, 1); II Cor. lx, 8). We think of Paul
In his letter to Philemon not only say-
ing concerning Onesimus, "Receive him
as myself," but also adding, "If he ow-et- h

thee aught, put that to mine ac-

count" (Phi. 12, 17, 18). Such is
the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ
toward us.

Put nil the redeemed ure In debt to
HIni who Is our great creditor (Rom. 1,

14), and He wants us nnd our sons and
daughters to be His willing bond
slaves to give the glad tidings of His
grace to those who never heard it We
ire as lielplefs to do it as was the poor
widow to pay her debt, but He has
given us Ills Holy Spirit, of whom oil
is one of the symbols, and If we only
are willing the Holy Spirit will fill us
nnd use us to the glory of God, Ellsha
docs not appear In this miracle beyond
telling the widow to shut herself up
with God, nnd then In telling her what
to do with the result viz, to pay the
debt and to live. He who pays our
debt is our life, nnd lie dcelres to JJrt
to us (Gal. It 20; II Cor. It, 10, 11).
