MePartland set about obtaining »
oonfession from Orchard. He worked
on his nerves by placing him in soll-
tary confinement with silent attend-
unts. At the end of a week MePart-
land appeared, sowed the seed of dis-
trust in Orchard’s mind, and left him
1o ruminate over what he belleved to
be the treason of his Instigators. Me-
Partiand did not come back for days.
By that time Orohard was ready to
talk. Tt took five days’ steady writing
to take down his “eonfession.” It
takes seven hours' rapid reading to gel
through with this document, which pur-
ports to give the entire history of the

Two o'clock In
the morning was the hour selected.
Orchard says that this crime was
“framad up” in Haywood's room o
Denver, Haywood made his “get-
away” by Inducing a saloonkeeper
named Neville to burn down his sa
loon, get the (nsurance money, and
then to travel north through the moun-
talns. On the NOrst night out, Orchard
pretended to have forgotten his gun,
and rode back In the night with the
ostensible purpose of getting Iit, At
that time he says he lald the mine
which tore 12 men limb from limb and
erippled wix more for life.

Judge Goddard's Escape.

The “confession” eontained aceounts
of efforts made o “get” two judgos.
In one Instance Orchiard says he had
planted & bomb just outside tha gate
before Judge Goddard's house, burled
#ix Inches below the surface, on the
outside of the gate post, coversd with
n plece of sncking, and attached to a
fine wire connected with a small bottle
of acld, which lay above a heap of
potash and sugar, deftly placed over
the explosive. The little wire from the
bomb came just above the surface and
a fAshhook was fastenad to the end of
it. A screw eys was driven into the
gate and a plece of lron wire was at
tached to it. When the two wires wers
connected the slightest opening of the
gate would explode the bomb, But
Judge Goddard, sald Orchard, constant.

“Good Roads” Law Knocked Out.

The state “good roads” law, insofar
as It reintos to the appointment of
county road commissiohers i Wayne
county, was held unconstitutionnl by
the supreme court. Such an opinlon
was eteted by the court in affirming
the Wayne clircult eourt, which re-
fused to mandamus the board of coun-
ty auditors to allow certaln clalms
under the sct. The chiel objection to
the act that was raised in the hoaring
was that while Lthe ecitles of Detroit
and Wyandotte pay fivesixths of the
tax, the Inhabitants of those citiea
have no volee in the action required
to adopt or rescind the laws. The
method of appoiating comminslonars
wig also nttacked
M. C. Can Sue for Milllone.

The supreme court has gnanimonsly
sustained the Wayne clreult conrt in
overruling the demurrer of the stale
to the bill of the Michigan Central
Railrond company. This is the chse
in which the company Is asking $6,
000,000 for the repeal of s special
charter, and the attorney general con-
tended that for several reasons the
company should not be permiited to
bring sult. The main lssue, the ques-
tion of $6,000,000 damages, will now
be fought out in Detrolt.

Senate Wants Liquor BIll.

The senate took its long expected
action on the inaction of the liquor
committee In not reporting the Lugers
precinet option bill. Senator Linsley
moved that the committee be request-
ed to report out the bill or a substi.
tute. This was tabled on motion of
Senator Smith. A few minutes |ater
Senator Ming moved to take the bill
from the table, and this was done and
the resolution was passed. The com-
mittes now stands “requested.” It
would take a twothirds vote to lake
the bill from the commlites,
