The Negritos, on the other hand, which here-

The maln features of this pecullar human
type, apart from their diminutiveness, are the
extraordinarily dark color of thelr skin, which
approaches the color of a newly binckleaded
stove, the exiremely broad nose, the breadth of
which i= about equal to the helght, and the frizzy
hair, which grows In lsolated peppercorn tufts all
over the scalp.

Ascending Lthe hill slope of Indlan Queen lane,
one passes over n winding rondway through what
was once a thickly wooded grove overlooking the
Ridge road and the Schuylkill river, a quaint
cluster of three houses now jolned as one home-
stead. A tablet swings from the arch in one of
its anclent doorways, stating that this waus the
home of Dr. S8mith, the first provost of the col
lege—afterward the University of Pennsylvanin

Although the structure known in these days
as Dr. Smith's pome now has the appearance of
baing one large bullding, it comprises what was
originally three distincet houses, with gualnt
spring houses and outbulldings, the Phlladeiphia
Inquirér says. The ald records show that Dr.
Bmith bullt these dthree clustors of strange buiid.
ings on the hill nearly opposite the Old Falls tay-
ern, amongt which was the octagon bullding and
the vaunlt in which his romnoine and others of his
family were deposited Immedintely on the brow
of the M. The old "octagon bullding,” which
created much comment when first bullt because
of s unusanl construetion, was callad “Smith's
Folly” In the early daye, but s many-windowed
recesses were tho apecial dellght of the esle
brated university provost,

The residents of the Falis of Schuylkill find
pocaliar satisfaction today in the preservation ol
this old landmark because of its Important asso.
clation with the early education of this section.
Not only was It the bome of Dr. Bmith, and made
{arcous for Its connection with the beginnings of

the University of Pennsylvania, but Dbacause
from this historic bullding thers was Introduced
tho famous Peztalozzl systam of educatlion which
made [ts Influenes foit throughout the country.

Early historlans statg that It was about the
year 1809 that there came to the falls a very sin
gular character, Joseph Neel, u pupll of the edle
brated Pestalozzi of Switzeriand. He was induesd
o come to this country for the purpose of estab-
lishing Pestalozel’'s system of education by Wil
llam MecClure, the pbhllosopher, who i'!l'lr]l)w;_\d the
Academy of Natural Sclences of Phlladelphia
Mr. Neef's school occupled the Smith property
for many yoars; the oclagon and connecting
bullding were occupled as the schoolhonse and
the adjoining bulldings were used ns dwelilnes
The school woon became large and flourishing,
boys coming from all parts of the country to
attend.

There are still among the residents of the
Falls of Schuyikill those whose fathers or grand.
fathers attended the famous Nesf rohool, and
they delight in relating the storles Handed down
to them of the methods of study In the fine old
groves rurrconding the sehool bullding,
