Prices for Printing

A horseman  ordered an advertie-
ment in the Courier the other day and
seemed surprised that he had to pay
25 to 50 per cent more than a few years
ago, He was reminded that he pays
15 or 20 & ton for hay which he for-
merly paid 55 to 810 for, an advance of
over 100 per cent. It should be also
remembered that the cost of ma-
terials and labor is higher than ten
vears ago, and in addition that the
value of the money as messured in its
power Lo buy staple foodstufls has de-
preciated 25 Lo 50 per cent, This dimin-
ishing value of money is ascribed by
some economists Lo the over production
of inld.

Whatever the cause, there is no valid
reason why the price of printing and
advertising should not advance along
with prices of other commodities, A
rice that was just as reasonably prot-
itable five or ten or flifteen years ago
may only pay expense of production at
present.—Uaro Courler,
