County Storm Swept Sunday

What is estimated as being one of
Lhe worst storms in yesrs swepl through
s, Clade county Sunday evening, leav

[ Ing w path of destruction in its wake.
| Barns were blown down snd  buildings
struck by lightnlngand burnea, Small
er bulldings were torn  from  their
foundations und carvied seross telds,
and many trees wers uprooted.  The
hil which fell with the passing of the
heavy wind and rain damuaged crops Lo
a great extent. Havoe wrought Lo
buildings alone caused a luss of $25,000
while the damage Lo growing crops can
not be estimsted.  Telephone lines
were put out of commission until Iate
Monday sand electric railway service in
Port Huron and south to Detroit was
greatly  hampered by the wires,
poles and trees which were blown across
the tracks.

“I'he storm struck Yale about eight
o'clock but did not attain its full foree
until it had passed to the east and
south of this city. Consequently no
great amount of da;uu?e wias done in
this immediate vicinity, A severe
¢lectrical storm preceded the miniature
cyclone and several buildings near here
were destroyed, The barn of Daniel
Melntyre of Burchyille township was
burned to the ground together with all
the contents, while two other barns
along the lake shore in that vicinity
were destroyed, Dave lrwin, o former
resident of Yale, suffered the loss of
his farm dwelling east of Fargo, and
another house near Jeddo was com-
pletely destroyed by tire following its
being struck by lightning,

South of Yale, in the direction of
Kmmet, most ol the damage was Lhe
result of the wind which blew al the
rate of forty miles an hour through
this section. “I'he large barus ol Sup
ervisor O'Connel and Martin Ryan were
razed and the buildings ot Moses hin
ney, Lawrence Powers and Mrs. John
MuelLaren badly damaged, Some des
truction was also wronght near Emmet
by lightuing, the barn of Tobias (' Neil
being strack and completely destroyed
together with all of the season's crope,

Seemingly not content until everyons
hid been visited by loss, the storm
ended with a heavy fall ot bail, 1 his
feature, accompanied by the high wind,
was perhaps the most destructive part
ol the storm as whole lields of growing
crops were beaten down and were total
logses,
