CITY OF AKITA IS BADLY DAM-AGE-

CY QUAKE.

Many Deaths and Much Loss of Prop-

erty in Villages and Towns
On Island of Hondo.

Tokio A Ferious earthquake oc-

curred Sunday In the prefesture of
Aklta. Island of Hondo. A number of
persons in the city of Akita were kill-

ed and many houses destroyed or dam-
aged. In the village of Kowakubl
which was ruined, there were many
casualties. The disturbance badly
damaged the railroad and telegraph
lines.

The volcano Asama-Yama- . 90 miles
northwest of Tokio, is In eruption.

Akita is a garrison town on the Sea
of Japan. It does a considerable ex-

port trade, especially in rice. The pop-

ulation of the city is about 30,000.
Asama-Yam- a is the largest active

volcano in Japan. A majority of its
active periods have been productive
of showers of ashes only. Its last
great eruption was in 178.1, when sev-

eral villages on the north side of the
mountain were obliterated by huge
streams of lava. The crater is about
three-quarter- s of a mile iu circumfer-
ence.

OLDEST ELK IN COUNTRY DIES.

Daniel O'Connell, of Fenton, Passes
Away at Age of 109.

Fenton, Mich. Daniel O'Connell,
the oldest Elk, died at his home in
Argentine township, a few miles west
of here Saturday at the age of 109.

He belonged to Owosso lodge, No.
733.

Mr. O'Connell received considerable
mention in the papers throughout the
country at the Elks' national conven-
tion in Detroit in July, 1910. He
pressed the button that turned on the
elaborate illuminations on Woodward
avenue, and marched at the head of
the big parade, carrying the banner
of his own lodge.

The remains were interred in the
Catholic burying ground at Deerfield
on Monday, the Elks having charge
of the funeral. '

THOUSAND PERISH IN FLOODS

Tidal Wave in Russia Sweeps Towns
and Many Are Drowned.

Ekaterinodar. Russia One thousand
persons perished Saturday in the in-

undation of the lowlands of Stanitza
and Arhtyrskaja by a tidal wave from
the Sea of Azov,

The wave struck the towns during
a violent hurricane which swept the
province of Kuban.

Over 150 persons also were drowned
in floods in Yasenkaja.

A dam collapsed in the town of
Temryuk. situated on the Taman
Teninsula. P8 miles northwest of this
city, flooding many persons.

The sea washed away 380 buildings
in Achtyrskaja.

WHITE ENGLISH-BRE- D INDIAN RUNNERS

Among all the openings for making
money on the farm, I doubt that there
Is another to which so many are look-
ing with eager Interest and with such
real hope as hundreds are giving to
the raising of Indian Runner Ducks.

This is largely because nearly every
farm 'produces eggs, every family in
our land eats eggs and the Runner Is

an
Given a duck that will lay 200 eggs

far more easily than any hen can do
it, and the fact that the eggs of the
mature bird are one-hal- f larger than
those of the average hen, and wo
have a proposition calculated to make
any egg producer sit up and open his
eyes, and one which every egg pro-

ducer ought to try out to see whether
for him the Indian Runner is a better
money-produce- r than the ben.

Runners Ahead of All Others.
A clause from a letter that came to

me the first of the week In December
shows how the Runner gets in its
work of charming its owners. "They
are beauties, and if I don't watch out,
I lose interest in my chickens." wrote
my correspondent. The "chickens"
as it happens are fancy Wyandottes
of high grade, eo that the expression
speaks very strongly for the Runners.

A few days ago I heard two part-
ners in farm work discussing plans
for 1912, ways and means, etc. "If
we carry out what we have planned,"
said one, "the Runners will pay off
that mortgage next year (nearly

They were planning to keep
as stock birds about a dozen drakes
with their mates.

Of course this number of ducks
would not go far toward paying a
thousand-dolla- r lebt If they were pro-
ducing market eggs only, but it is as
simple as the multiplication table that
the duck that will give an income of
$4.50 from market eggs can be kept in
large enough numbers on any farm to
bring $1,000.

These figures are not startlingly
high. I have allowed 13 dozen per
duck, which is just about 150 and which
I know can be obtained with good
handling even where large numbers
are raised. The Runners have an
actual agricultural-colleg- e record of
above 200 eggs for three straight suc-
cessive years, in small pens. Some-
where between 150 and 200, I think,
the production of the average flock
must fall.

There are reports of 210 and more
as averages for large flocks In this
country; but I cannot vouch for them,
for I only know of them through hear-
say. A commission merchant in New
York told me that while there was a
prejudice against duck eggs, even
now Runner eggs would bring an aver-
age of 36 cents the year around in the
New York markets. I have a letter
from one man with some special op-

portunity, saying that he gets 60
cents per dozen the year around.

Give Runners a Chance.
Where there is so much promise

and so much straight performance in
so many hands, even thus early In the
Runner history In this country I think
it is folly for anyone to let such a
chance pass without trying it out to
see if it is for them, provided, of
course, that they are Interested In
poultry and can take good care of the
flocks. A , drake and two ducks can
be bad for fire dollars for cheap util-
ity birds, and on up to any price one
wants to pay, and this Is an lnsignifl-ca- n

Investment for the returns which
may be received.

One very large breeder says that It
Is easy to have Runners laying in four
months' time from hatching. "Any
one can do as well with good care."
Most people, however, don't find it as
easy as it looks on paper.

Probably five and one-hal- f months
is nearer the average, depending on
earllness of hatching to some extent.
But I think almost every one can
raise them to nearly full size in ten
or twelve weeks, while only here
and there a person can make a chick

en weigh two pounds in ten weeks.
The meat is delicious.

A certain little flock of farm ducks.
In which I have been much interested
as their record climbed and continued
to climb during 1911, was reported as
having laid exactly 200 eggs average
In the ten months between January
19 and November 28, 1911.

These birds are owned by Mrs. Mol-li- e

McClaughry Allen of Oswego, N.
Y., who has done quite a little accept-
able Institute work in the past. They
are of the English-bre- penciled stock.

White Runner as Favorite.

There are many of the more promi-

nent poultry-raiser- s of the country
who believe that the White Runner
will take the popular fancy as no oth-

er Runner has yet done. Nearly
every buyer is eager in praise of
them. One, whose letter comes in
today, says: "I love them; they are
very shapely, 'trim as a trivet,' all of
which i3 right in line with American
ideals.".

Although happier on the water, the
Runners are really most atttractlve
on land. It is to be understood
that these poses are not the usual
traveling carriage, but are the poses
of alertness upon danger or something
especially Interesting appearing.

The English standard asks for a
carriage of 53 to 65 degrees when lu
motion. It will help to judge of this
if we remember that the diagonal of
a square is a line. Draw a
line from one corner of a square to
another and you have a body angle
of most of the Runners as I saw them
at this show. As these were selected
birds, it will be seen that a bird of
this carriage when not alert Is a pret-
ty fair bird.

Feeding Runners.
One of the especially good points of

the Runners, as the farmers look at it,
is that it can occupy waste ground
and get much of its living from it,
and when It has to be fed, will eat
cheap foods such as clover, bran, cut
green stuff (when confined), etc. Milk
is one of the best meat producers, and
can be used when meat is not avail-
able.

To get a three-ounc- e egg from each
duck five and six days out of the
week, which Is common enough at the
height of the season, makes any poultry--

keeper feel as though he were re-
ceiving something for his pains.

Runner breeders have Bhown their
faith in what they were producing,
by sending eggs for personal testing
to editors of several of our poultry
papers. I have seen no report un-
favorable to these eggs. All spoke
of them as perfectly sweet .and
scarcely to be told from hens eggs,
by the table test. Miller Turvls, Mrs.
Grant M. Curtis and the editor of the
Foultry Success are among those who
have reported favorably to the Run-
ner eggs.

One correspondent writes me that
he took into town some eggs to be
photographed, and people begged to
buy them until he had none to take
home, while other orders followed him
home. All this when he was trying
not to sell them.

The Indian Runner is going all
over the South on the "dead run" mak-
ing a place for itself. Progressive
farmers and poultry men there see
that here may be the best opportun-
ity of their lives. A large number of
people are raising them as "dry-lan- d

ducks," with only palls and tubs for
supply of water.

This means much work, as ducks
need water all the time, and they
waste considerable. People are mak-
ing money with them on this basis,
but it is not as "easy money" as where
they can take care of themselves on
pond or stream as soon as well feath-
ered.

A concrete pond is a good solution
of this matter if there is slopo enough
to drain it properly and water enough
near to pipe into it.
