Walke From Dunkirk to France.

1 reached Furnes October 16, hav-
fng walked from Dunkirk, | crossed
a bridge, reached a village street and
after two turnings emerged on the
quaint old market place of Furnes, the
home and present seat of the general
headquarters of the Belglan army. 1
went at once to the headguarters in
the town hall, made known my iden-
tity and secured a pass.

Standing before the headquarters
was an automobile containing three
Eritlah soldiers. 1 approached and
#sked the nearest one where the Ger
mans were. He looked at me with
mstonishment and before replying or
Retting me explain who | was and why
1 had come, ha exclaimed: “Good
Tord! Have they let you come this
far? Well, slnce you are here, it can
do no harm to tell you where they
are.” He drew a map from his pocket,
“Hers they are,” he sald, laying a
finger on the village of Middlekirke,
“*Our llne extends from Nleuport to
Mixmude. The Belglans are intrench-
ing themselves nll along the line,”

Starts Out for Nieuport,

1 thanked the soldiers and set out to

walk to Nieuport. On the outskirts
of Furnes | passed a regiment of Bel-
glans starting for Dixmude. [ turned
o the left In the directlon of Nleuport,
but at the village of Wulpun I was
turned back by an overpolite Belgian
sergeant.
+ That night 1 heard & terrible can-
nonading, and Saturday morning, Oc-
tober 17, 1 learped that the battla of
ghe Yeer had begun. This Dbattle,
which has not yot come to an end, it-
solf 1s only a part of the greater bat-
tle of which it s likely to be the
center, Bmall though It s in the num-
Yor of troops engaged, the battle of
the Yser presents three distinet
phases, according to the nature of the
ground.

About eight miles east of Furnes lles
the town of Dixmude, where the attack
bogan. The Helgians here had been
re-enforced by 5,000 French marine In-
fantry, these marines forming the first
Mne of defonse, 400 yards beyond the
town and oo the right bank of the
Yaer, The Germans satiacked with
great violence about nine o'clock Fri-
day evening. Marines who figured in
the battle estimate thelr opponents’
gtrength at 20,000, The attack contin-
ued untfl daybreak on Saturday, when
the marines, ably assisted by Fremch
and Belglan batteries placed behind
the town, drove back the onslaught
with considerable loss.

Reaches the Belglan Trenches.

When 1 reached the Belgian bat-
tories and treunches about eleven a m.
Baturday the former were Keeping up
@ eteady flre. Bome of the Belglans
iying in the trenches which had been
the second llne of defense tried to de
ter me from continulng farther, as
the shrapnel fire was rather heavy at
this point, but 1 procesded until I
reached about one kllometer (alx-
tenth of & mile) on this side of the
town. A Belgian leutenant previous-
iy had given me permission to go one
kilometer beyond the town to & po-
altion which, as 1 lenrned later, would
have put me axactly between the op-
poeing forces wnd in full line with
the rifle fire

Escapes Shrapnel of Germans,

1 turned aside and approached a
whurch (n the midst of a sunll villags
WAll the morning the booming of the
far away German cannon had been
sudible, but it seemed without impor
tance. Now 1 had my first experience
of being under fire. As | was about to

Seen Battle From Steeple.

Looking through my spyglasses over
the fint country in the direction of the
town, I was able to distinguish the
very spots and buildings beyond which
the Delglan shells were bursting.
Flames were leaping high, but owing
to n row of trees screening the Ger
man batterfes 1 was unable to sece
what was burning. At that time the
town itself was intact.

Hear Batteries In the Dunes.

We heard the Belgian batteries fir-
ing in the dunes on our right toward
Nieuport and only when we reached
the south pler at the mouth of the
Yeser could we obtaln any idea of the
general situation, the llnes at this
point being held by the S8ixth and
Seventh Helgian infantry. The day
was cloudy and the wind was driving
the mist of rain inland. Accordingly,
we sought a high, deserted bulidlngl
that stood nearest the river. When
weo finally stuck our heads through the
skylight, by the ald of our glasses we
saw an unforgettable sight

At our feet lay the rallroad station
at the mouth of the River Yser, which
stretched away right to the town of
Nieuport, then bent southward and
wns hidden from view by the bullding
in which we were. Behind the river,
hidden o a grove of scrubby treeas
growing on the dunes, were thres BHel-
glan batteries of four guns each, which
were firing incessantly straight across
before us. The shells were striking
beyond the village of Lombaertzyde,

Thirteen Warships In Sight

To the left, bevond Lombaertzyde,
wns the village of Westende, which
the Germans had retaken that morn-
ing. Still farther away the church
spire of Middlekarque was fuintly visl-
bie. Lombaertzyde seemed guiet, but
German shells bursting over it pres-
ently located the Belglan trenches be-
fore us and a few soldlers came run-
ning over the dunes.

But it was on the left that the spec-
tacle was most impressive, There, 1¥-
ing out from the coast at varying dis-
tances, were 13 vessels of war. There
wers two crulsers, one of which fired |
occasionally from about threo miles;
the other lay silent somewhat farther
from the coast and south of elght de-
stroyers, four French and four Eng-
lish and threo monitors.

Great Flashes Bare Batteries.

For a long time we watched the Ger~
man ehella bursting over Lombaert
zyde. The Belgian shrapnel and the
shells of the monitors wera directed
agninst Westende. I saw the Helgian
batteries lying on our side of the Yser,
but, though thelr thunder made our
bullding tremble, we werd able to lo-
cate the batterles only by the terrifio |
flashes amid the trees through an
vocasional rift in the smoke. So well
were they concealed that the Germans
must have been unable to locate them,
gince the only shells which fell in our
lirection seemed to be almed at the
Beghthouse, which the Germans prob-
ably imagined to be a wireless station,
Each time a message was sent more
shells eame whirling toward the light-
bhouse, Many fell into the river

Tells English Officer's Bravery.

We were jolned In our skylight by
a Belgian captaln who asked us for
the loan of our glasses and when
he had mseen all that he desired he
told us the story of the Eunglish lley-
tenant who bad landed that morn-
ing, the particulars of which he had
just lenrned. This oMcer came ashore
from the monitor Severn with 20 men
and three machine guns to prevent
the Belglan retreat.

Reaching Nieuport, he saw that in
losing Groote Bamberghe farm that
morning the Balglans had weakened |
thelr position. Accordingly, he start-
ed with his 20 men ncross the bullet
swept area right to the Belgian
trenches. The men who were there
say ho walked ns calmly as If on A
tour of inspection, calling orders to
his men and signaling with his hands.
In wvain the Belgian officers shouted !
that the position was already occupled
by the Germuns. Either hs did not
hear or he was detarmined 1o accom-
plish the task at all costa.

Destiny broods and s silent over
mattorn of this kind. When 50 yards
from the coveled goal the young offi-
cer fell dead, a bullot bhaving struck
bhirn between the eyes.

ls Tenth Nation to Be Involved In the

Theodosia, Crimea, via Petrograd,
Oet. 31—The German cruiser Bres-
lan, which now flles the Turkish flag,
bombarded this city Friday.

While there is no information here
that Turkey has broken with Russin,
this action {8 equivalent to a declara-
tion of war,

Relations Are Strained,

London, Oct. 31.—A Reuter dispatch
from Constantinople says that the sit-
uation between Great Britain and Tur-
key I8 becoming daily more stralned
and appears to be nearing the break-
ing point.

“It Is belleved,” the dispatch adds,
“that should the allies experience a
setback in the European theater of
the war, especially in Poland, it will
be Impossible to restrain the Turks,
as the war party is becoming more
and more powerful”

Tenth Nation at War,

Turkey is the tenth nation to be In-
volved In the titanle struggle, if these
reporta from Theodosia are true. Its
| attacks are directed particularly
aguinst Russia.

It has been expected for weeks that,
ylelding to German pressurea and
promises, Turkey would break its neu-
trality and do some belligerent act.

Six hundred German officars have
arrived In Turkey since the war be-
gan. They brought siege guns, fleld
guns and ammunition with them.

It 18 computed that Turkey has
from 600,000 to 700,000 men ready to
take the fleld. The German officera
put the number at 900,000.

Turkey Continues Active.

London, Nov., 1.—Turkey has fol-
lowed fts inltial hostile acts In bom-
barding two Russian citiea by attack-
ing Russian and French ships without
loss of time. Following Is a summary
of events which have succeeded each
other rapldly as a result of the de-
cislon of the porte to euter the war:

Turkish gunboats ralded the port of
Odessa, bombarded the suburbs of the
town, sank the Russian gunboat Don-
ets, killed all her crew, and damaged
the Hussian steamers Lagarefl, Witlaz
and Whampoa and the French llner
Portugal.

Britain Warns Turkey.

Crulser Goeben torpedoed and sank
the Russian steamers Yalta and Kaz-
bek in the Black sea, drowning 73 pas-
pengers and crew, The Russlan am-
bassador at Constantinopla has been
withdrawn. The British emvoy, Am-
bassador Mallet, has informed the
grand vizler on behalf of his govern-
ment that if the Turks cross the fron-
tier of Egypt it will mean war with
the powers. Russian troops have been
mobilized on the Turkish frontier.
Turkey 18 mobllizing cavalry divisions

The menace of Turkey's action lles
in the possibility of a “holy war" by
Mohammedans agalnst Christlans. She
undoubtedly will sitempt to ineite to
revolt the great mass of Mohammedan
subjects of Great Britain In Asia and
Alriea,

Italy to Enter War.

Italy's hand s expected soon to be
France has looked to Italy
to dominate the Balkans, and in tha
presenmt orisls with Turkey's army,
numbering between 700,000 and 500,
000, thrown into the confliet, she can-
not do 8o by continuing her neutral po
sition.

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DYKES OPENED BY BELGIANS

Flood Compels Germans to Retreat—
Report That Lille and Ostend
Are Evacuated.

On the Battle Front, via Paris, Nov.
1.—The German forces in the lower
Yser valley in Helgium have bean com-
pelled to retreat, nccording to an offi-
cial announcement fssued here.
Belglans opened the dykes in the val
ley and the Germans wera compellod
to withdraw from the flood of water
that poured forth against them. AsS
the Germans retreated they were
shelled by the Belginns

Lille 18 reported to have been recap-
tured by the allles. Ostend also s sald
to have been evacuated by the Ger
MmAns,

The British troops, hard pressed by
the fury of the German attacks leveled

againat their positions along both sldes |

of the Canal of La Bassee, came off
victors in one of the hardest fought
battles of the campalgn in France.

Thousands of dead and wounded
weéra left on the fleld when the Ger-
mans finally were driven back., and
the trenches of the troops commanded
by Field Marshal Sir John Freach
held both German and French dead,
for they had been taken and retaken
repeatedly during the two days’ en-
counter,

EMDEN IN GLORIOUS FEAT

German Crulser Sinks Russlan and
French Warshlp in Harbor of
British Possesslon.

London, Oct. 30.—The German oruls-
er Emden, the terror of the Pacifie
ocean, ha®s made another succesaful
rald, according to advices received
from the British embassy at Tokyo

Flying the Japanese flag and dis-
guised by the addition of a fourth
smokestack, she audaclously stols un.
der the guns of the fort and entered
Georgetown, the harbor of the island
of Penang, the British possession in
the Straits Settlements, fired torpedoes
which destroved the Russian crulser
Jemptehug and & French torpedo de-
stroyer and escaped through the
Straits of Mnalacca. More than two
hundred members of the crews of
the warships were killed. This brings
the total number of vessels destroyed
by the Emden and the Karlsruhe up
to 43.
