February 24,1918
Dear Father and Mother:—

Well, we're on the move again. We
completed our course at the English
school.and are again golog back to the
Amarican camp from which we came.
I find that by the time we get back, we
shall have coyered close to twelve hun-
dred miles in France, >0 I have cer-
tainly seen a lot of France. 1 do not
belleve there is an American here who
would trade a square foot of American
soil for a whole section in France, ) et
the country for all that is very beauti-
ful,

seription has expired or not, but if it
has, borrow the Feb. Uth copy some-
where, It hae an article in it by Geo.
Patullo entitled “Herolng in France.”

written expresses things exaotly as they
are here, Had [ taken s month off and
written an article like that 1 could not
have made it nearly so good a picture
as he has portrayed.

They certainly used us fine at the
English school—1 never wae used bet.

thing they could do to make it pleasaut
they did without hesitation. We had
a show the last night we were thers,
One of the other fellows of our party
and myself were fo it, 1sang that old
song, “Sunshine of Your Smile.”

good,

ades and rifle grenades for the past
couple of weeks, also Lhrowing and
firlng them, Woe learned all about how
they were constructed, and then coms
menced firing them.

Two importaot drainage mestings
were held during the past week by
County Agent C. L. Brody in St. Clair
and Lynn townships,

“I'he Valuve of Drainsge” was the
subject discussed at Farmers' Schools
and Institutes last winter, Most of
the farmers are convinced that they
need drainage and on account of the
interest that was shown, C. L. Hrody,
with the assistance of . E. Robey,
Drainage expert of the Michigan Agri.
cultural College, held Lhese mestings.
The men at St. Clair divided into three
groups for the formation of cooperative
vompanies, while those at Capac held
together becnuse they lived near each
ather.

A tlle drainage ditcher will cost
about 82800, If a company of six is
formed, it will easlly pay for itself in
gix years st tbhe present cost of tilimg,
which is about 35¢ a rod. Mr. Hobey
will return In May Lo assist in the final
organization of cooperative companies.

The County Agent attended the
Chins and Lynn township Farmers'
Clubs. At these meetings he outlined
the community commitiee work. As
s result of this he met the China Farm-
ord’ Olub committee Friday evening at
the home of John Heynpolds and out-
lined their work for the coming year.

The boys in China township have
decided to raise Duroc-Jersey pigs as
their projéct this year, Ass't County
Agent . M, Shane will purchase them
for the boys. It is their purpoee to
rajge the pigs and keep them for brood
sows.
