The gray, dripping skies seemed hut
the reflection of the universal spirit
of man.

The leaves were falling, and it re-

mains as a part of the memory of that
gloomy October that the apprentice of
I Jeune. the barber, had Just told me
that If "le patron" could survive "la
tombee des feullles" he might live until
"la pousse des feuilles." It was of some
oid superstition. I suppose, that he had
this curious notion, and yet it seems
in a way to express the feeling of all
those suffering itelglins. They had felt
for awhile a mounting of their hope
as the cannon precluded the great al-

lied offensive of that autumn, but after
the snnl hud thundered in full orches-
tra all about the vast circle that
stretched from the Yser to the Vosgei,
thev realized, even If- - they were too
stubbornly courageous to admit it, that
they were the. victims of one more
great disappointment. The frequent
publication on the walls of those sin-

ister proclamations reporting the morn-

ing activities of the firing squad beat
down the spirits; each day seemed to
outdo its predecessor in soma such
dread news. The terror was spreading.
Oatl. vi n Kraewal had been removed
because, it was said, he had not been
severe enough, and was succeeded as
chief of staff and military governor of
Brussels by (Jen. von Sauherzweik.

Kvery day brought some terrible tale.
One that l remember was of a man
whose wife and the baby In her arms
and his little bova were killed hy the
Hermans before his eyes, and who lived
on, and Indeed was kept alive only by
the thought of vengeance. It was said
that, the offensive getting on their
nerves, many of the German soldiers
ware deserting and that those brought
buck from Russia to face the fighting
on the west front were half mad with
terror. There was a story, too, to the
effect that six German officers had
deserted and were being hunted down.
At nnv rate, the Germans were heat
ing la Koret tie Solgnes for deserters.

th prosecuting officer had asked the
court to pronounce a sentence of death
iu the case of the Princess de Croy.
the Countess de Belleville and of Miss
cavell. and of several others. The
court had not as yet pronounced judg-
ment, however, and there was some
hope, or In the courts to which Maitre
de Leval and I were used to practice,
there would have been some hope, that
the court would not pronounce the
judgment proposed. I remember to
have said to Maitre de Leval, when he
came to report this astounding news:

"That's only the usuai exaggeration
of the prosecutor; they all ask for the
extreme penalty, everywhere, when
hey sum up their cases."

"Tee," said Maitre de Leval, "and
In German courts they' always get It."

Maitre de Leval snt a note to Maitre
Klrschen asking him to come on Mon-

day at 8:30 o'clock to the legation o.
to send a word regarding Miss ("avell.
Mailre Klrschen did not send Maitre
de Leval the word he had requested,
and on (hat Sunday de Leval saw an-

other lawver who had been in the case
and could tell him what had taken
place at the trial. This lawyer thougni
that the court martial would not con-

demn Miss Cavell to death. At any
rate no judgment had been pronounced
and the judges themselves did not ap-

pear to be In agreement.
On Monday, Oct. 11, at 8:30 In the

morning, Maitre de Leval went to the
political department in the rue t,

and found Conrad. He Bpoke
to him of the case of Miss Cavell and
asked that now that the trial had
taken place, he and the Rev. Mr. Gra-
ham rector of the English church, be
allowed to see Miss Cavell. Conrad said
he would make inquiries and inform de
Leval by telephone, and by one of the
messengers of the legation, who that
morning happened to deliver some pa-

pers to the political department, Con-
rad sent word that neither the Rev.
Mr. (lahan nor Maitre de Leval could
see Mtss Cavell at that time, but
that Maitre de Leval could see her as
soon as the judgment had been pro-
nounced.
. At 11:30 o'clock on that Monday
morning, Maitre de Leval himself tele-

phoned to Conrad, who repeated this
statement. The judgment had not yet
been rendered, lie said, and Maitre de
Leval asked him to let him know as
soon as the judgment had been pro-

nounced so that he might go to see
Miss Cavell. Conrad promised this but
added that even then the Rev. Mr.
Gahan could not see her because there
were German protestant pastors at the
prison, and that if Miss Cavell needed
spiritual advice or consolation she
could call on them. Conrad concluded
this conversation by saying that the
judgment would be rendered probably
on the morrow, that is, on Tuesday, or
the day after, anil that even when it
had been pronounced It would have to
be signed bv the military governor be-

fore it was effective and that the lega-
tion would be kept inlormed.

Maitre de Leval is one of the most
metrlculouslv exact men that I ever
saw. The instant he had an important
conversation of anv sort he Used to dic-

tate the purpose of It to. a stenogra-
pher, and thus he always had a record
of everything, the date, the hour, pre-
cisely what was said and done. I have
had the benefit of a glance at Maitre
do Leval's own notes in preparing this
account. At 12:15 on that Monday, not
having received any news from Maitre
Klrschen, Maitre de Leval went to his
house but did not find him there and
left his card. At 12:30 o'clock Maitre
de Leval went to the house of the law-

yer to whom reference has already been
made, and left word for him to go to
Maitre de Leval's house. At 4 o'clock
that afternoon the lawyer arrived at
the legation and said that lie had been
to see the Germans at 11 o'clock and
that there he had been told that no
Judgment would be pronounced before
tho following day. Before leaving the
legation to go home Maitre de Leva!
told all that had happened to Gibson,
and asked hlnf to telephone to Con-
rad.

Then at intervals all day long the in-

quiry had been repeated, and the same
response wa,s made. Monday evening
at 0:20 o'clock, Belgian time. Topping
one of the clerks of the legation. With
Gibson standing by, again called Con-

rad on the telephone, again waa told

Trials in Belgium.
These courts, or whose ar-

bitrary and Irresponsible and brutal na-ture I have tried to convey eeme no-
tion, were mere Inquisitorial bodies,
guided by no principle save that Inter-est In their own bloedv nature; theydid as they pleased, and would haveirorned a Jeffreys as too leqlant, a
Lynch as too formal, a Spanish autode fe aa too technical, and a tribunalof the French revolution as soft and
sentimental. Before them the accusedhad literally no rights, not even to
piesent a defense, and if lie was per-mitted to speak, in his own behalf It
was only as a generous and liberalfavor

The defense was not a defense in our
meaning of the word. The lawyer was
not allowed to see his client before he
appeared to plead the case before thecourt where the accused was arraignedfor trial, and lie was not permitted to
speak to his client during the trial,often he did not know what the accu-
sal Ion was until the trial began, and
sometimes he did not know it even
then.

There were no written charges and
no specifications, much less an Indict-
ment or information; Indeed, the

Judges the bench of German
officers sitting there in the senate
chamberdid not know themselves tho
charge on which they were to pass
Judgment. The secret pohce would
bring upon them all the evidence, as
they called It. which they had been
able to collect, and present It as thev
Pleased, with no concern as to its per-tinence or relevancy.

The court would admit hereaay, and
presumtlons, and conclusions, and In-

ferences, and innuendoos, so long as
they were on behalf of the prosecution;tln re was no aome-tim- e

even so interrogatory on the partor the presiding Judge. Tho accused

ous offense of falling in respect to the
Herman army. Ho must show the most
exquisite and exaggerated respect for
the court, and as a result he could only
stand there niddy-noddln- pale with
fear, and say nothing.

in a word, oven when tne judgments
of those extraordinary tribunals re- -

fleeted a kind of natural Justice, us
perhaps they did on occasion, the whole
proceeding was tho veriest travesty
and mockery. The judges could be
swayed by any passion, and preurdtos.
any whim, and wlien the accused hap
pened to he someone, who nail otfemled
the secret police or "Messieurs les Mill- -
talres," the judgrtient was a foregone
conclusion t'liless ho was a personage,
especially a titled personage, and then,
with revolting snobbishness, he was
shown consideration.

It was before such a court that Kdith
avell was to be arraigned. I had

asked Maitre d leval to provide for
her defense, and on his advice, inas-muc- h

us Maitre Brauu was already of
counsel in the case, chosen by certain
friends of Miss Cavell. 1 Invited him
Into consultation. Maitre Brauu was
a Belgian lawyer of standing and abil-
ity; his son was defending the moat
distinguished of the accused the Prin-
cess of Crov; he was a man thoroughly
equipped, who had the advantage of
knowing Herman as well aa he knew
French, and had appeared constantly
and not without succeBB bulore the Ger-
man ti, binmls I asked, then, that
Maitre Hraurt would anucar for Miss

avell, representing tho American le-

gation.
It was supposed nt first that the case

will no more serious than the general-
ity of cases brought before such trib-
unals, that is, thai It was one of those
numerous cuses In which Belgians ware
being condemned to deportation to some
Herman prison, like Madame Carton
da Wiarl or Maine Tbeodor. to men
tion the most celebrated, or, If one were
lo consider the eases of those less
prominently situated, the many convic-
tions and sentences lo .Imprisonment
for terms of years two, or ten, or 20.
They all amounted to the Same thing,
inose lerms oi imprisonment, ror inywould be freed at tne conclusion of
peace, if they lived and If peace wero
ever concluded.

It was not until weeks bad passed
that we heard ih.it Ihe charges lo bn
brought against Miss Cavell were seri-
ous, but still we were In mystery; all
we could learn was mat "tne instruc

tion was proceeding." ana that things
were taking their course. Then we
heard that the offense with which the
would he charged was that of aiding
young men to cross tne Hutch fron-
tier. I think that we were somewhat
relieved; such rases were common. Tho
sentences provided In such cases were
not In general severe, according to the
standaids of those in vogue in occu-

pied Belgium.'
Kdltli Cavell herseir did not expect

such a fate. She was a frail and deli-
cate Utile woman about 40 years of
age. She had come to Brussels some
years before the war to exercise her
calling as a trained nurse. She soon
became known to the leading physicians
of the capital and nursed In the homes
of the leading families. But she was
ambitious ana devoted to her profes-
sion and ere long had entered a tSur-sln- g

home In the ruo ae la Cllnnaie,
where she organised for Dr. Depage a
training school for nurses. She was a
woman of refinement and education;
she knew French as nlie Knew her own
language; she was deeply religious, with
a conscience almost puritan, nnd was
very stem with herseir In what shs
conceived to be her duty. In her train-
ing school she showea great executive
ability, was firm In matters of dis-

cipline and brought it to a high state
of efficiency. And every one who knew
her In Brussels spoae or her with that
unvarying term of respect which her
noble character Ui ipired.

Some time before the trial Maitre
Thomas Braun announced to the lega-
tion that for personal reasons he would
be obliged to withdraw rrom the case,
and asked that some one else appear
for Miss Cavell. Wo engaged Maitre
Sudl Klrschen. I, had thought of asking
to have Maitre ds Ieval appear, hut
on second thought, and on the advice
of Maitre Braun and Klrscnen as well
as that of Maitre de Leval himself, I
came to the conclusion that perhaps it
would not be entirely tactful to do this,
for the presence of Maitre de Leval as
an observer might suggest to the hy-

persensitive suspicious of the Hermans
a lack of confidence that could only
react against Miss Cavell.

Case Comes to Trial,
It was the morning or Thursday, the

7th of October, that the case came on
before the court-marti- in tho senate
chamber where the military trials al-

ways took place, and Miss Cavell was
arraigned with the Princess de Croy,
tho Countess de Belleville and 32 others.
The accused were seated lit a circle
facing Ihe court In sucn a way that
they could neither see nor communi-
cate with their own counsel, who were
compelled to alt behind them. Nor could
they see the witnesses, who were also
placed liehind them.

The charge brought against the ac-

cused was that of having conspired to
violate the Herman military ponal code,
punishing with death tnose.who con-
duct troops to the enemy. lis basis In
German military law is round in para-
graph M of the German military code,
which says;

"Whoever, with the intention of help-
ing the hostile power, or of injuring (he
German or allied troops. Is guilty of one
of the crimes of Paragraph 90 of the
German penal code, will be sentenced to
death for treason

Among the crimes mentioned in Par-

agraph 90 Is Ihat of "conducting soldiers
to the enemy." ("Dem feinde niariii-sc- h

aften sufuhrt")
We have no record of that trial; we

do not know all that occurred there be-

hind the closed doors of that senate
chamber, where for rour score years
laws based on another and more en-

lightened principle of justice had been
discussed. The Hps of the lawyers who
were there, and of the accused, those
among thejj84 who were acquitted, have
not been unsealed, and will' not be until
the little land is released from the ter-
ror which dally enaots such scenes.

Miss Cavell did not Know, or knew
only in, the vaguest manner, the of-

fense With which she was charged. No
written statement of It had ever been
delivered to her, no written statement
of it had ever been given to her at-

torney, and it is a pathetic circumstance
that it was her own honesty and frank-
ness, her own direct. English way of
thinking, that convicted her. Willi Ihe
naivete of the pure In heart she as-

sumed that the Hermans were charg
ing her with the deeds she had com-

mitted, and this she really admitted,
and even signed a paper to that ef-

fect. But we know enough to be able
to say thru Miss Cavell did not deny
having received at her hospital Eng-
lish soldiers whom she nursed and to
whom she gavo money, she did not
deny that she knew they were going
to try to cross the norder Into Hol-
land. She even took a patriotic pride
In the fact. She was very calm. She
was Interrogated in German, a language
she did not understand, but. the ques-
tions and responses were translated In-

to French. Her mind was very alert
and she was entirely and
frequently rectified any inexact details
and statements that were put to her.
When in her Interrogatory she was
asked If she had not aided English
soldiers left behind after the early bat-
tles of the preceding autumn ahout
Mons and Charlerol. she said yes; they
were English and she was English and
she would help her own. The answer
seemed to Impress the court. They
asked her If she had helped 20.

"Yes." she said, "more than 2t; 200.''

"English?"
"No, not all English; French and Bel-

gians, too."
But the French and Belgians were

not of her own nationality, said the
judge and that tuadt. a serious dif-

ference. She was subjected to a nag-
ging Interrogatory. One of the judges
said that she had been roollsh to aid
English because, he said, the English
are ungrateful. '

"No, replied Miss cavell, "the Eng-
lish are not ungrateful."

Virginia Waffles.

One and one-ha- lf cups boiling water,
one-ha- lf cup white cornmeal, one and
one-ha- lf cups milk, two cups flour,
three tablespoons sugar, three tea-
spoons baking powder, one and one-ha- lf

teaspoons salt, two eggs, beaten sepa-
rately; two tablespoons melted butter.
