and used to furnish dugout.
Following the Herman retreat Ameri-

can units Inspecting the enemy dugoutsfor concealed bodies found the elabor-
ately furnlshfd subterranean apart-ments. The care and design or the fur-
niture varied with the rank of the offi-
cer. It was discovered. At one of the
quarters, that of a German general, the
sides of ill dugout were lined first
with lumber looted from the town, and
over the lumber were placed embroid-
ered portieres. To prevent dust from
falling from the roof, which had
first protected by corrugated sheet iron,
several artistic tapestries bad been at-
tached.

The grand piano was found 'in th
headquarter of a regiment, it was
thought byth Americans thai here the
regimental staff reveled over their first
successes and the use of German artists
to play the Instrument was resorted io.
Finely carved tables and chairs were
found In profusion in this rendezvous.
Other dugouts were furnished also In
elaborate style, varying in degree with
the rank of the occupant.

Bed from Chateau Thierry took up
much of the apace In some of the high-
er officers quarters. iio-- under no to
80 feet of eurtli could be found hand-
some bedroom sulli-s- In some cases,
due to the haste which the retreatingHuns were fooed to exercise, the beds
had not been used sine they bad been
made in the morning and were ready
for occupancy. Models 61 comfort, they
were mute evidence that the estreat of
the Germans bad been h hasty one.
