dence construction now that all re-
strictions against building operations
up to $10,000 hsve been removed," Dan
Newton, building superintendent, said
Thursday.

"There are billions of feet of short-lea- f
plno lumber held in yards through

out the country that may be UBed for
constructing residences and bunga-
lows, and that Is not excessive in price
(iovernment requirements were for
lone-lea- f pine timber for ships, etc.

"The embargo on building placed by
the government was not designed pri- 1niarlly to save such material as goes
into ordinary, medium-price- d resi- -

ices, but contemplated conservation
metals, high-price- d lumber and

man power. It residence building had
t been restricted, man nower would

have been greatly curtailed during the
war."

The government will call no more
men from nonessential Industries to
take up war work, according to a tele-
gram from John B. Densmore. director
general of the federal employment ser-
vice, forwarded to local labor officials
by Dr. J. T. Ware, federal director for
Tennessee.

Denamnre's telegram reads:
"Control and responsibility for re-

cruiting unskilled laborers for war work
continues for the time being Gradual
curtailment of program probable. Much
work continuing.

"Cease efforts to secure men from
nonessential Industries. Plans rapidly
maturing indicate Interdepartmental
authorisation for immediate national
labor survey by community labor
boards.
