OVERSIGHT OR INDIFFERENCE?
The only discretionary authority permitted the Germans in

the terms of the armistice was the manner in which the allied

prisoners should be returned to their lines. In every other
respect the armistice terms were stringent enough, especially
those relating to military details, and in matters insuring the
future supremacy of the allies and the continued impotency of

the Germans.
Some graphic accounts of the return of American, French

and British prisoners are appearing in the papers. It seems that
under the terms the Germans were permitted to let down the

bars, and the allied prisoners were left to their own resources
in finding their way back.

Many of the prisoners were wounded, others were ill and
all were emaciated and mistreated. Many of them walked 40
to 75 miles through the mud and cold, with no food except what
they could pick up on the roadside, and no clothing except the
rags and tatters and wooden shoes the Germans left them.

It was either an amazing bit of oversight or an alarming
instance of indifference that caused the allied command not to
require that the Germans provide transportation and food for
the prisoners, and deliver them into the lines.

Some of the prisoners have been in mines and munition
works for three and four years. Repeated representations have
been made to Germany concerning the treatment of prisoners
without results, and it is particularly unfortunate that the
nations that could not compel humane' treatment during the

years of the war should have been indifferent to the fate of the
prisoners at the end of the war.
