1 UNCOVER HUGE PLOT
TO RESTORE KAISER

LONDON, Pec. 2. A plot to restore
Imperialism and secure the return of
Kmperor William has heen discovered
In Berlin, according to a dispatch from
Amsterdam to the Fxpress.

According to the dispatch, which was
Med at Amsterdam Friday, the chief
men behind the plot were Field Marshal
von Mackensen, Gen. von Born and
Oen. Count Sixt von Arnlin. It is said
they Instructed the Prussian officers'
corps to carry on a agita-
tion, beginning Immediately after de-
mobilization of the troops was complet-
ed. Large sums of money are said to
have been placed at the disposal of the
leaders by munition makers.

The plot collapsed owlnjr to the fact
that a secret service sgeTit overheard
a telephone conversation. Many ar-
rests have been made in Berlin and
other cities, while the government has
long lists of suspects, who had planned
to selae members of the present gov-
ernment.

No direct evidence or William
connection with the plot

has been found, it ts said, but It is
believed (he outline of the plan was
brought to Berlin by two of his suite,
who recently went to the German capi-
tal for the ostensible purpose of tak-
ing the wife of the former emperor to
Amerongen, Holland.

Lieut. Dr. liuatav Krupp von Bohlen
is said to have been In control of the
financial arrangements. Field Marshal
von Mackensen Is reported to have at-
tempted to Induce Field Marshal von
Uindeeburg loin, but the latter re- -

It
Is all the talk over here now and it
snre does sound good to me to know
that there are no more muddy, cold
trenches or going ocr the top for me

'Dad, you know I was one of the first
to land over here and of course have
seen a lot of the hardships of this war,
hut as we think it Is about to end now
will not try to tell you touch about it
until 1 see vou. think that I came
out very lucky, as I was In the trenches
several times, as 1 wrote to mother,
and three times over the top. I was
gassed only once and wounded three
times, hut I don't mind that, as I think
I will he able to come home soon.
am now in base hospital No. 1", getting
along fine. Have been In the hospital
since July, but think 1 will be able to

be out soon. .
"Now. dad. don't feci the least hit.

uneasv about me. I am not seriously
hurt. I am resting well and Improving
ranidlv.
