ings of these men, and they are ask-
ing the Increase because of this fact

It is understood that the national
councils of the bodies Involved have
refused their sanction to the strike at
Muscle Shoals, and officials of the plant
seem to feel little or no concern over
the action of the workers, and so far
as can be learned thev are making no
effort to settle the difficulty.

Orders were received 'immediately
after the signing of the armistice to cut
tlie force at Nitrate Plant No. 2 bv
about 5.000 men. reducing the total
working force to slightly more than
10.000 men.

These orders have been carried out
and officials state that the plant can
be completed by the reduced force
within the next 00 davs regardless of
whether th dissatisfied workers return
to work.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 3. - Plans under
which all wounded men returning from
France will go to hospitals within 300

miles, of the homes of their nearest rela-
tives were announced today by the war
department.

To this end base hospitals at train-
ing camps have been turned over to the
surgeon-genera- l, providing 75 hospitals
With facilities to care for 104,231 men.
Fifty thousand are expected to be sent
to these Institutions within the next
four months.

I'se of the training camp facilities will
make it possible to return to their own-
ers immediately properties which were
to have been converted into general
hospitals. These Include:
