A WORLD GOVERNMENT

In his famous poem, written when he was a young man,
“Locksley Hall” Tennyson turns prophet, and predicts a time
when the war drums should beat no longer, and when there
would be a parliament of man—a federation of the world.
Dimly, maybe, the afterward laureate saw this wvision, but his
wonderful powers of expression enahled him to viswilize it to
the workl, It hag not yet come, hut the approaching peace con-
§ a beginging which may herald in a govern-
Not all the world will be represented, but the genesis
of all governments was the casual meeting of two or more men
These were serious-minded men, and they only made a begin-
ning. Later on they attracted other men minded like them-
selves, and these conferences numbers and influence
until a government or law-making power formed, The
coming peace conference may he the nucleus for a world gov-
ernment or a parliament of man, as the poet saw it in s
dream. No matter how long the conference sits or how wide
a range it takes, it can only make a beginning—an unextended
point. It cannot hope to complete 1ts task  No human act
or accomplishment s complete. Al are {luxional, vehicular
and transitive, There is nothing static or adamantine.  The
constitution of the United States, which the great Gladstone
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pronounced the greatest and most perfect work ever turned out
by the hand of man in 4 given time, was g0t a complete work
We had to appeint a supreme court to interpret it and tell us
just what it meant, and we hiave heen tinkering at it and amend
ing it almost ever since, a hundred years agn. The high eouncil
should not feel disheartened on this account.  Let the delegates
try to feel as did the sage of old, who declared: "By the
gods, it is in me, and it most out” Out it will, in time. And|
while it may come near and il like the chephierd who penishes
in the snowdrift within a few feet of his own cabin, where
a fire burns cheeriully, others will complete the task. (On the
banks of the waters of life, humanity s always perishing for
want of a drink. Nevertheless we must push forward and
strive for the desired goal.  America will he a big {actor in the
great council.  Our trouble will be in making our voice under
stond ]"!lifl‘]"l' has been so calloused and indurated by centuries
of Machiavellian diplomacy, tergiversation and falsehood that it
may not now he pervious to direct, honest statement, coming
without guile or ulterior purpose, It is something so unusual
and unaccugtomed to the diplomate and statesmen of Furope,
Ametica will pregent the invulnerable escence of democracy, and
our geographical immensity and limitless wealth will dazzle the
imagination of all heholders, and give our message a potency
that cannot easily be resisteds Tt will take time, but this great
conferenge under the same or gome new name will meet again |
and again, and continue warking on the problem until it is
golved. Tt shonld have all the tme necessary. At one crisis
in chronelogy there was a paucity of time, and the god Termes
—who mudt have heen the original ¢raps shooter—shook dice
with the moon and won from her a good many hours of time
so that Osiris could he horn; and a league of nations which will
protect the weak against the strong amd prevent future wars
will be a greater Osigis, & greater than any character in myth-
ology. Tt should be the prayer of everyone that a sufficient
