annual report Just issued shows a rec-
ord volume of $861,000.00(1 for the fiscal
year of 1918. compared with $.'.75,000,000
in 1917. and net income of 115.000,966.
The rejtort declared that, notwithstand-
ing record hiffh prices for the com-

pany's products and a record volume,
record low profits were produced.

The net income for the fiscal vear
of 1918 was $16.247.837 83. representinga return of 14.7 per cent on common
stock after making provision for divi-
dends on preferred stock. With the
exception of $3,000,000 paid in divi-
dends to common stockholders, the bal-
ance of over $13,000,000 was reinvested
in the business.

The net profits represented a return
of 9 per cent on the average net cap-
ital invested In all lines, but the In-

come from the meat food business --

limited by the government to 9 per
cent fell to about half that rate. The
net profit on total volume -- limited to
2.6 per cen- t- was only 1.9 cent on each
dollar of sales.

"We are helpless in the matter of
reducing prices," said .1.
