The present decline in price is due to the holding

off of buying by the mills, the extremely high ocean

freight rates, making the cost of shipping cotton to
countries where there is a demand for it prohibitive,

the psychological attitude of the public which is
demanding lower prices on every commodity and
the selling “short” by “bear” speculators and others
that are interested in driving the price of cotton

down. The way to fight fire is with fire. Let us
ficht psychology with psychology. If psychological
conditions are such that they are peculiarly suited
ta an attack upon the contract market by spinners
and speculative interests, because of the temporary

delay in the movement of both cotton and goods
as well as the fall in prices of other commodities,
then these psychological conditions will be changed
if the farmers, merchants, banks, factors and hold-
rs could be made to realize that the world will
need their cotton in a few months, if they do not
allow themselves to be stampeded before that time.

The purpose of this article and the sutceeding
ones will be to stem the tide of fear with which
the “bear” interests are endeavoring to engulf the
holders of cotton. Every planter, merchant, or
banker, or any well-informed man, knows that it
cost to produce this season’s cotton crop more than
the present market price. It is conservatively esti-
mated that at least 30 cents a pound basis middling
15 a reasonable price for the 1218-19 cotton crop.
There is a way for holders of cotton in the South
to get back at least the cost of production. Read
this article carefully. Tt means dollars in your
pocket.

The South Faces a Loss of Prosperity

For 50 years the South has been in . economic
slavery. Through generations the farmerkand his
wife and children have slaved and sufffred and
worn out their lives in poverty and
rivation trying to keep body and Soul together,
The South has been blamed for its illiteracy, back-
wardness and the peneral apathy of its people. But
why were these things so? Because a comparative-
ly few rich manufacturers and spinners have used
every means to keep down the price of cotton so
that they could make more money. Southern
farmers have sacrificed their lives in order that the
world might have cheap clothes to wear. In the
meantime his Northern brother, producer of wheat,
corn and cattle, has been riding in his automohile,
improving his farms and his homes, building better
roads and schools, and getting some of the comforts
and pleasures of life. On account of econamic
conditions produced by the war, however, agd be-

dep- -

cause of the greater diversification of erops, 1917
saw the South more prosperous than ever before,
for the first time its producers and workers were in
any way adequately paid for their work. The
South had begun to eome into its own. Its.farm-
ers and planters immediately went ahead with a
1918 crop and at a vety high cost produced what
in_normal years is a short crop, and vet now they
tell us that there is ton much cotton and the prices
are too high. The South can not afford to go back
to its old standing, of only a bare existence, but it
must have a better living, better education, more
comforts and bigger opportunity for its bovs and
girls. Let us stand together in this matter and
refuse to go back to the old regime. Let us refuse
to give up our prosperity and what is due us. Let
us hold our cotton and plant less cotton this vear
in order to hold up the price. Unless this is done
the price of cotton will be hammered down at the
loss of untold millions to the South and its people,

Reasons Why Cotton Should Be High in Price

Speculators and “bear” interests contend that the price
of cotton should go down bocause all other prices have
goue down. The fallacy of this lles {n the fact that colton
did not go up as high in proportion to the cost to raise
as dld other commodities. If the bulk of the 1917 erop had
gold at 45¢ or 60c & pound, the price would have besn more
near the increased war price of other commodities. Since
cotton never sold up to what it was actually worth, and
theréfora was not analagous to wheat or steel or olher
articles it should not be expected to come down because
other articles are coming down in price. Four short crops
have been produced in succession. Under normal condi-
tions the price would be very high as by this time there
would be  cotton famine. In the six years before 1916
thera were produced in the United States two fourteen-
million-bala crops, one fifteen-million-bale and onas sixteen-
million-bale orops, In 191% and 1914 the world was using
between fourteen and fifteen milllon bales of American
colton a year, In 1915 the production went down to twelve
million, nine hundred thousand, which created a shortage
but this was offset by the shutting o** of exports, 1916
produced twelve million nine hundr | thousand, 1917
eleven millfon nine hundred thousand, and for 1918 an
estimated crop of eleven million seven hundred thousand.
Since befors tha war the world was using between four-
teen and fifteen milllon bales of American cotton, it ean

be readily sean that now that the war is over, when ull
embargoes and restrictions ara removed, the world will
want and need more cotton than there is now on hand.
Europe is not only hungry but it Is also naked. Europs
must have clothes as well as food. The South has the
cotton to sell, but European and American mills must pay
for it, at least pay what it costs to make, The only reason
why Europe Is not taking this <otton now I8 {hat the
peace treaty has not been signed, embargoes {n gome In-
slances have not been lfted, although England has just
taken hers off and ocean freight rotes have Just Leen cut
from $30.00 to $7.50 per bale.

Europe wanta American cotton, In fact, the 1. 8, gov-
ernment, through one of its bureaus, has published a state-
ment to the effact that the exports this geason for England
and the continent will exceed the exports of last season
by two milllon bales, Naturaily, the mills will try to get
cotton ss cheaply ss possible and it hag been rumored that

larga forefgn interests have been large sellers of “short” -

cotton on the speculative markat recently. To sum up, it
ls evident that instead of the war putting up the price of
cotton It has actually kept down the price of cotton. The
records show that the drastic aconomies of war have cut
the normal consumption approximately three million bales
each year for four years—p total of twelva million bales
Isn't it natural to suppose that the minuta trade restricj
tions are removed there will be a big demand for cottont

The Way to Keep Cotton High

The price of cotton must be kept up. We cannot atford
to let It go down. Thers ara two' ways to maintain the
price. First, hold the present supply unti]l the spinners
and “‘bear” speculators ask for it: and second, o cut the
next crop production to at least one-third of the last four
years' averagh, {1, e, to uine million bales.

FIRST—HOLD YOUR COTTON

Do not allow yourself to be frightened by “bear' opera-
tors and speculators. Hold your cotton. The South ean
very well afford to hold Its cotton. The controller of the
treasury in hls réport shows that the savings sceounts
for the South show an increase of 4§ per cent In 1918 over
1914, notwithstanding the various contributions to war
ocauses.

Ordinarily thig is not the
best polley to advocate for agricultura but under the pres-
ent circumstances it behooves every farmer to cut Mis
cotton acreage at least one-third, putting the land in feed
and food cropa which ean be sold at highly remunerativa
prices. Bankers, merchants and cotton factors should

refuse to make advances on the 1910 cotton crop unless
this ia done.
