According to latest reports from Liv-
erpool the riot was started by about 200
malcontents. There were 25,000 Cana-
dians In the camp awaiting demobiliza-
tion and embarkation. The men who
caused the trouble were war casuals
who had served for three yeara or more
In France. They complained that their
embarkation had been postponed while
other men who had seen less servicewere sent home.

1918 State and County Taxes Became
Delinquent on March 1, 1919

.Under the law, penalties for the month of March amount to six and one-half-p- er

cent of the original amount of the taxes past due.

On April first the penalties will be increased to eight per cent and on May
first to nine and one-ha- lf per cent, as prowled by law.

During the month of May all property upon which 1918 state and county
taxes have not been paid will be advertised for sale, and on June first all such

property upon which taxes have not been paid will be sold t4 the state, in ac-

cordance with the law. This will entail an additional expense of one dollar on

each tax bill, to cover the cost of such advertising.

Taxpayers are hereby notified of these increasing penalties, the application
of which is made mandatory by the tax laws of the State of Tennessee.
