of France.

The sensitive clement in France, which is disppsed to place
fan exaggerated value upon any move that does not suggest the
complete annihilation of Germany, finds its counterpart in the
political element in the United States that grasps eagerly at
any suggestion upon which to hang a criticism.

From the beginning of the war to the geesent the president
has been criticized for every move he has made, but the results
have uniformly demonstrated the wisdom of his judgment and
the demagogy, if not hypocrisy, of his critics.

There may have been, and doubtless were, differences of
opinion in the conference over matters of considerable impor-
tance, but there is every indication that the rough places are
being smoothed out, and that the peace conference will go into
history as a temperate and just assemblage that strove for a
lasting peace.

That such procedure does not meet the approval of the
radical element is conceded, but it must be remembered that
the radicals are composed principally of sound and fury, and
the final judgment upon the achievements of the conference
will be passed upon by a calm and fair-minded world.

A distinguished French critic recently discovered that Pre-
L mier Clemenceau's language was replete with verbs of the pres-
ent tense, while that of President Wilson was almost entirely in
! the future tense. The purpose was to exhibit Clemenceau as a
practical man and the president as a dreamer, but the compari-

B perament, leaves the impression that Clemencean 18 chsessed

B wrongs and the unavenged outrages of the Germans, and
L'places retribution above other considerations, and that Wilson,
¥ while not forgetting all the outrages of the Germans, 1s looking
to the future peace of the world, for passions pass away, and
new alignments come and the old disappear. The president is
the champion of the things that must stand the test of time.
