Thorough Preparation.
"Along aboit the middle of Janu-

ary, during the nlcs dry weather we
had then, I began to prepare the
ground. I spaded the garden plot about
14 Inches deep and then worked It
and raked It until all the grass, rools
and clods were removed. Then 1 put
on two big wagon loads of stable uiaure
and worked It lu thoroughly. Next I

got about 60 pounds of commercial fer-

tilizer and raked it In. I got the ground
thoroughly pulverised and In fine shape
during the nice weather In January.
Getting the soil in the right kind of
shape was half the battle. 1 was told,
nnd I believe that Was what got iny
garden started so nicely.

"About tho middle of February I be-

gan planting It, putting out tho onion
sels first. The weather has been fine
this year for an early garden. The
light frosts we have had did not dam-
age a thing. After fach rain or shower
1 work the soil lightly. I bought a
little hand cultivator with which I

can go over the entire garden in half
an hour.
